MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE TOWN BOARD MEETING – Feb. 16, 2015 
IN ATTENDANCE: Town Board Chair Ed Eloranta, Supervisor I Jeff Smith, Supervisor II Richard Schwenn (A quorum is present.)   Brian Berquist, Town Engineer, Clerk Vicki Anderson.   

CALL TO ORDER: by Chair Eloranta, 7 p.m.

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. By 2/12/15 the agenda was posted in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law and, as a courtesy to the residents, the agenda was published in the Mt. Horeb Mail. 

MINUTES: MOTION by Schwenn/Smith to approve the minutes as distributed: 1/12/15. Motion carried, 3-0. 
FIRE DISTRICT UPDATE/PLANS FOR NEW BUILDING: Mike Lamberty, Town representative on the Mt. Horeb Area Joint Fire District (MHAJFD) Board, reported that a new ambulance was purchased and the old ambulance sold and the discussion regarding a new fire station continue. Recently, members of the Fire Board met with representatives of the Village of Mt. Horeb to discuss the possibility of constructing a public safety building in the Village to serve both the Village Police Department and the MHAJFD. The next meeting to discuss the new fire station is scheduled for mid-March. The MHAJFD will have to provide opportunities for input re: the various proposals from the various municipalities in the fire district. Since Springdale is responsible for approximately 25% of the fire district budget, the proposed new fire station could cost the Town $2 million and involve long-term borrowing.  

TRUCK PURCHASE/SALE OF OLD TRUCK: MOTION by Smith/Schwenn to approve the purchase of the Peterbilt Truck and Burke Truck equipment package as specified on the Town of Springdale 2016 Patrol Truck Quotes and as discussed below. Discussion: Town Patrolman Devin Dahlk researched a replacement truck and equipment package. To finance the purchases, as approved at the November, 2014 budget hearing,  the Town will use the cash from the sale of the 2003 Peterbilt truck, $12,000 carried forward from 2014 – 2015 and a short-term loan, not to exceed $123,000. In researching loan rates, the State Bank of Cross Plains offers 3.25% for a 2-3 year loan, no fees; and the Board of Commissioners of Public Lands offers 3% for a 3 year loan, no fees. Presently, the Town has no debt. It has been the policy of the Town to pay down debt as quickly as possible and will do so with this debt, too. There are no fees or penalties for early pay-off. Motion to approve the new truck purchase as discussed, carried 3-0.

TRUCK LOAN: Bureau of Commissioners of Public Lands loan application and borrowing resolution for snowplow truck and equipment: 

FORM OF RECORD: the following preamble and resolutions were presented by Supervisor Ed Eloranta and were read to the meeting. By the provisions of Sec. 24.66 of the Wisconsin Statutes, all municipalities may borrow money for such purposes in the manner prescribed, and, by the provisions of Chapter 24 of the Wisconsin Statutes, the Board of Commissioners of Public Lands of Wisconsin is authorized to make loans from the State Trust Funds to municipalities for such purposes. (Municipality is defined by Sec. 24.60(2) of the Wisconsin Statutes means a town, village, city, county, public inland lake protection and rehabilitation district, town sanitary district created under Sec. 60.71 or 60.72, metropolitan sewerage district created under Sec. 200.05 or 200.23, joint sewerage system created under Sec. 281.43(4), school district or technical college district.) 

MOTION by Schwenn/Smith to approve the foregoing resolution and preamble approving and authorizing an application for a loan to finance a snowplow truck and equipment for procurement of funds from the Board of Commissioners of Public Lands. 

“THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town of Springdale, in the County of Dane, Wisconsin, borrow from the Trust Funds of the State of Wisconsin the sum of One Hundred Twenty Three Thousand and 00/100 Dollars ($123,000.00) for the purpose of financing snowplow truck and equipment and for no other purpose. 

The loan is to be payable within 3 years from the 15th day of March preceding the date the loan is made. The loan will be repaid in annual installments with interest at the rate of 3.00 percent per annum from the date of making the loan to the 15th day of March next and thereafter annually as provided by law. 


RESOLVED FURTHER, that there shall be raised and there is levied upon all taxable property, within the Town of Springdale, in the County of Dane, Wisconsin, a direct annual tax for the purpose of paying interest and principal on the loan as they become due. 


RESOLVED FURTHER, that no money obtained by the Town of Springdale by such loan from the state be applied or paid out for any purpose except financing the purchase of snowplow truck and equipment without the consent of the Board of Commissioners of Public Lands. 


RESOLVED FURTHER, that in case the Board of Commissioners of Public Lands of Wisconsin agrees to make the loan, that the chairman and clerk of the Town of Springdale, in the County of Dane, Wisconsin, are authorized and empowered, in the name of the Town to execute and deliver to the Commission, certificates of indebtedness, in such form as required by the Commission, for any sum of money that may be loaned to the Town pursuant to this resolution. The chairman and clerk of the Town will perform all necessary actions to fully carry out the provisions of Chapter 24 Wisconsin Statutes, and these resolutions. 


RESOLVED FURTHER, that this preamble and these resolutions and the “aye” and “no” vote by which they were adopted, be recorded, and that the clerk of this Town forward this certified record, along with the application for the loan to the Board of Commissioners of Public Lands of Wisconsin.” Motion carried: Eloranta-aye, Smith-aye, Schwenn-aye, 3-0. 

PLAN COMMISSION RECOMMENDATION: B. NAMENWIRTH/LOT LINE ADJUSTMENT/SHARPES CORNER ROAD/SEC. 32: MOTION by Smith/Schwenn to approve the lot line adjustment as presented. Discussion: The Plan Commission recommended approval of the lot line adjustment at their 1/26/15 meeting. The 20.412 acre parcel will decrease in size to 2.2 acres as approximately 18. 2 acres is absorbed by the adjacent property owner, Dane County Donald Park. The 2.2 acre CSM will be recorded at the Register of Deeds with a notice document stipulating that the following parcel of real property (the CSM) contains no further land divisions for development according to the current Town land use plan and ordinances. Motion to approve carried 3-0. 

DRIVEWAY PERMITS: N. GAMMETER/SHARED DRIVEWAY PERMITS PART 1/SPRING ROSE RD/SEC. 36: 

MOTION by Smith/Schwenn to approve the shared Driveway Permit Parts 1 with shared driveway agreement for Lots 3 and 4 with the driveway entrance on Spring Rose Rd. at the juncture of the two lots. Discussion: A four-lot CSM was approved by the Town Board on 1/12/15 for lots of approximately 3 acres each, all with frontage on Spring Rose Rd. Due to the terrain, site visibility for the driveways for Lots 1 and 2 will be further evaluated. The proposed discontinuance of a portion of Gammeter Road, with either 66’ or 100’ of the existing farm-to-market road retained as a town road and the balance of the road reverting to a private driveway, has opened up the possibility of the driveways for Lots 1 and 2 to access the retained portion of Gammeter Road, rather than a curving section of Spring Rose Rd. A site visit will be conducted by Town Supervisor Smith, Town Patrolman Dahlk, Gammeter and Miller family representatives to evaluate the portion of Gammeter Road to be discontinued and driveways for Lots 1 and 2. Motion to approve a shared driveway for Lots 3 and 4 carried, 3-0.    

DISCONTINUANCE OF PORTION OF GAMMETER ROAD/SEC. 36: MOTION by Schwenn/Smith to adopt the following resolution starting the process of discontinuance.
          RESOLUTION NO. 2015-4-1 TOWN OF SPRINGDALE, DANE COUNTY, WISCONSIN

A RESOLUTION TO DISCONTINUE A PORTION OF GAMMETER ROAD LOCATED IN THE TOWN OF SPRINGDALE, DANE COUNTY, WISCONSIN                  RECITALS:

A. It is in the public interest that a portion of the public way, Gammeter Road, shown and described on the diagram and 

    legal description attached hereto and incorporated herein is vacated and discontinued in the Town of Springdale, 

    Dane County, Wisconsin, under 66.1003(4).       

B. The Town Board of Springdale intends to discontinue the Right-of-Way.

C. The discontinuance of the Right-of-Way will not deprive the landowner of all access to a highway and will not result in a    

     landlocked property and no owner of property abutting the discontinued Right-of-Way will be damaged by the discontinuance.

D. This Resolution was introduced before the Town Board of the Town of Springdale on Feb. 16, 2015. A Notice of Pendency of 
    Application to vacate the Right-of-Way was filed with the Registry of Deeds for Dane County on Feb. 18, 2015. The Notice    

    of Hearing was published as a class 3 notice under Chapter 985 of the Wisconsin Statutes. A copy of the Notice of Hearing was 
    served or mailed more than 30 days prior to the hearing in the manner prescribed by law on the owners of all the frontage of the lots    

    and lands abutting upon the Right-of-Way. A public hearing was held before the Town Board of the Town of Springdale on April 
    20, 2015.

D. This matter was referred for consideration and report to the Town of Springdale Plan Commission which considered and reported 
    on this matter. 

E. No proper written objection to the discontinuance of the Right-of-Way was filed with the Town Clerk.
F. The public interest requires that the portion of the Right-of-Way be discontinued. Motion to approve this resolution to start the 

    process of discontinuance passed 3-0. 
FORWARD INVESTMENT PROPERTIES: N & B HURLEY/PRELIMINARY PLAT/OPTION 3 RURAL CLUSTER SUBDIVISION/GRIMSTAD RD./SEC. 10: 
RESOLUTION BY THE TOWN BOARD OF THE TOWN OF SPRINGDALE CONDITIONALLY APPROVING THE PRELIMINARY PLAT OF BELLA VISTA, TOWN OF SPRINGDALE, DANE COUNTY, WISCONSIN


WHEREAS, a preliminary plat entitled “A Preliminary Plat of Bella Vista” (the “Plat”) was submitted on Aug. 11, 2014 by Bella Vista LLC. (the “Developer”) to the Town of Springdale for review and action; and


WHEREAS, the Plan Commission has reviewed the Plat and recommended that the Plat be conditionally approved; and 

              WHEREAS, the Developer of the Plat granted an extension to the timeline for action by the Town Board; and 


WHEREAS, the Town Board has determined that the Plat will be consistent with the Town of Springdale Ordinances, the Town of Springdale Land Use Plan, and Wis. Stat. Ch. 236 only if all the conditions set forth below are met.


NOW, THEREFORE, the Town Board approves the Plat subject to the following conditions:

1.       The Developer shall comply with all applicable town, county, and state regulations.  

2.        The Developer shall comply with all conditions imposed by Dane County Zoning, Land Division Review, Highway and Land and Water Resources departments as part of the Plat approval process. If a state or county reviewing entity require changes to the Plat as part of their approval process, the Town Board reserves the right to review the changes for conformance with all applicable Town  regulations.

3.       Pursuant to § 3.34 of the Town’s Land Division and Subdivision Code, a development agreement between the Developer and the Town, in a form and substance acceptable to the Town Chair and Town Attorney, shall be  entered into prior to the installation of required improvements requiring the Developer to furnish and construct public improvements at the Developer’s  sole cost and in accordance with approved plans and specifications. The required improvements include Bella Vista Ridge Road and the storm water   management and erosion control facilities with the easement within the Plat to access and maintain the facilities.

4.       Pursuant to § 3.34 of the Town’s Land Division and Subdivision Code, a development agreement between the Developer and the Town, in a form and substance acceptable to the Town Chair and Town Attorney, shall be entered into prior to the installation of required improvements requiring the Developer to furnish and construct public improvements on a portion of Grimstad Road from the intersection with County Road PD to Bella Vista Ridge in accordance with approved plans and specifications. The costs shall be apportioned between the Developer and adjacent property Owners.    
5. 
The granting of easements, in a form and substance acceptable to the Town Chair and the Town Attorney, by Developer and the Bella Vista Homeowner’s Association, Inc. (the “Association”) authorizing the placement of and access to the storm water management facilities in the Plat.

6.        The granting of a deed restriction, in a form and substance acceptable to the Town Chair and the Town Attorney, which restricts the remaining property owned by the Developer to allow only agricultural and/or open space use.

 7.      The adoption of articles of incorporation for the Association in a form and substance acceptable to the Town Chair and the Town Attorney.
8.        The adoption of bylaws for the Association in a form and substance acceptable to the Town Chair and the Town Attorney.

9.       Payment of outstanding and billed fees and expenses of the Town incurred as of the date of the recording of the Plat.
10.      List of items for the Developer to include on the Plat and in the required agreements shall include: 

           a. In addition to the protection of  major trees, trees with a diameter of 24 inches or more measured 12 inches above ground level, a buffer of  vegetation shall be required between the Lots 7, 8, and 9 and County Road PD and between Lot 1 and Grimstad Road and between Lots 1 and 2 and the private property to the north of the Plat. 

           b. All of the preliminary plat requirements as listed in Section 3.32 of the Town’s Land Division and Subdivision Code. 

           c. The areas for protection of major trees, building height restrictions and vegetative buffers shall be delineated on the Plat.

           d. In Section 5.4 Maximum Building Height in the “Agreement and Declaration of Covenants, Deed Restrictions and Conditions For Bella Vista” (the “Covenants”), the language shall be clarified so that all buildings on a lot comply with the height restriction  to minimize visibility from County Road PD.

            e. Access easements for the maintenance of the two storm water ponds could be located on the lot line between Lots 6 and 7 and Lots 3 and 4. These are separate from the drainage easements shown at Lot 5/6 and Lot 2/3.      

            f. To comply with the requirement that lots within a conservation subdivision shall abut open space on at least one side, or a local street may separate lots from the open space, an access strip via easement of 15 – 20 wide could be  located  between Lots 6 and 7 to connect Bella Vista Ridge to Outlot 1.         

             g. The lots and Outlot 1 shall be laid out to meet the calculation of the 50%  - 50% distribution of lots and open space for an Option 3 plat.  

            h. Bella Vista Ridge street grades shall maintain the 10% maximum slope.

            i. Dimensions for the Bella Vista Ridge and the portion of Grimstad Road to be improved are: Right-of-way -66’, Roadway base width – 24’, Road surface with – 20’, Shoulders – 3’, Pavement thickness – 4”, One-way loop road width – 18’,

            j. Sizing of the culverts and ditches shall be required prior to final approval.

            k. The Covenants or Development Agreement shall include language to allow the Town to maintain the infrastructure needs with the authority to specially assess the property owners for the maintenance costs if the Association were to dissolve.  This does not pertain to maintenance of the open space in Outlot 1.

            l. The Covenants shall include language to acknowledge the areas in which compliance with the Town ordinances, as well as the Covenants is required.  That is, the Association shall comply with Town and County ordinances and the Association does not have the authority to override Town and County ordinances. 

11.      Agreement between the Developer and the Town for 33’ or 66’ strip of  discontinued Grimstad Road to be deeded from the Developer to neighboring property owner to the north for use as a private driveway. Section 4.4 Easement of the Covenants should be changed to provide  for access for the Plat to Outlot 1, walking trails in Outlot 2 and storm water management facilities from Bella Vista Ridge, not the north section of Grimstad Road. 

12.      In the Development Agreement prepared by the Town Attorney, Article I, G., the language as written should be retained. 

13.      In the Development Agreement prepared by the Town Attorney, Article III, F., the language as written should be retained. 

14.      In the Development Agreement prepared by the Town Attorney, Article I, B., given that this is a residential subdivision, the language deleted for  prevailing wages should be replaced with:  “The Developer shall at all times observe and comply with all federal, state and local laws, regulations and ordinances which are in effect or which may be placed in effect which may affect the construction of the public improvements to be accomplished under this Agreement, including, but not limited to, prevailing wage rate requirements set forth in Wis. Stat. § 66.0903.  The Developer further agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the Town, its officers, agents and employees from and against all claims, damages, losses and expenses, including attorney’s fees, arising out of or             resulting from the Developer’s failure to comply with any applicable federal, state or local law, regulation or ordinance.” 

Discussion: In addition to the discussion of every item in the Resolution, the following comments were made:

1. In regards to 9. a. in the Resolution, to better identify the major trees, vegetation, etc. the Developer will protect and retain in the Plat, an additional page of affected lots showing these items will be recorded with the Plat. It is expected that the Developers will voluntarily include more details in the Covenants than required in the Town ordinances. 

2. In regards to 4. in the Resolution, Attorney Ron Trachtenberg, working for the Developers, agrees with the Town Attorney’s initial formulation to apportion the cost of Grimstad Rd. improvements from its intersection with CTH PD to Bella Vista Ridge. Town Chair Eloranta proposed that he, the Town Engineer and Town Attorney would estimate the cost of improvements to this section of Grimstad Rd. triggered by the Plat and Dane County Highway Department road improvements required because of the Plat.  In addition, they would estimate the cost of improving Grimstad Rd. to town road standards. 

3. In regards to 10. in the Resolution, the Developers agree with: a. the discontinuance of the section of Grimstad Road north of Bella Vista Ridge, b. the Developers’ 33’ of discontinued road right-of-way being transferred to the property to the north, and c. the two existing residences and the 75% area of agricultural/open space lands would be served by a shared private driveway. When the road is vacated the Developers would waive the right to receive back the westerly 33’ of discontinued road right-of-way. 

Motion to approve the Resolution carried 3-0. 

DRIVEWAY PERMITS: D. MIDTHUN/SHARED DRIVEWAYS/ENGINEERED DRIVEWAY PLAN/SPRING ROSE ROAD/SEC. 25: In attendance – Town Engineer Brian Berquist and Marty Bethke for the landowners. 

MOTION to table discussion/action on approval of the engineered driveway plan, shared driveway permits and joint driveway agreement until the March TB meeting. Discussion: It was agreed that due to the number of details to be finalized, more time is needed. It was agreed that Town Attorney Christopher Hughes and Attorney John Starkweather for the landowners will work on the Joint Driveway Agreement. The engineer for the Town and the engineer for the landowners will work on the engineered driveway plan. The list of items to be resolved, include, but may not be limited to the following:

a. Spring Rose Rd. resident, Sue Godfrey, pointed out that the septic system on her property is 7’ away from the proposed retention pond on the north edge of the proposed shared driveway. According to Dane County setback requirements, the septic system shall be 50’ from a retention pond. 

b. The 18” culvert proposed by the landowners for the new driveway is not large enough to accommodate a 10-year storm event. 

c. An agreement for maintenance of the proposed retention pond is required. 

d. The 10-acre lot, Lot C on the “Overall Exhibit,” should be served by one driveway. If the shared driveway to the north of Lot C is preferred, the existing driveway permit to the south of Lot C should be eliminated. Motion to table passed unanimously. 

RESOLUTION/CHANGE NAME OF BUS. 18/151 TO SPRINGDALE STREET FROM BIKE TRAIL OVERPASS IN VILLAGE OF MT. HOREB TO SYMDON MOTORS AREA: The Village of Mt. Horeb requests the change and the Dane County Rural Numbering Dept. supports it. Town of Springdale Resolution - Adopting use of urban numbering system for buildings on Springdale St.

WHEREAS, Springdale Street is a highway located within the Village of Mt. Horeb Dane County; and

WHEREAS, properties located in the Town of Springdale are provided access to public right-of-way via Springdale Street; and

WHEREAS, the naming of roads and numbering of buildings is under the authority of the Dane County Zoning & Land Regulation Committee (ZLR), and

WHEREAS, the naming of roads and numbering of buildings is under the administration of the Dane County Planning and Development Department; and 

WHEREAS, the ZLR may authorize, with the concurrence of affected Town Board, the extension of an urban numbering system for use in a rural area; and 

WHEREAS, Springdale Street is the street name for both the Rural Number System and the Village of Mt. Horeb Address Number System; and 

WHEREAS, the use of multiple numbering systems along the same highway creates a potentially hazardous situation for the delivery of both emergency and non-emergency services; 

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Town of Springdale, Dane County, Wisconsin concurs with the ZLR to use the Village of Mt. Horeb urban numbering system for properties provided public access via Springdale Street. Motion carried 3-0.
GARDINER APPRAISAL SERVICE LLC/ CONTRACT RESIGNING DUE TO NAME CHANGE: MOTION by Smith/Schwenn to resign the contract with Gardiner Appraisal Service LLC to reflect the change in business name. Discussion: In 2014 the firm had changed its name to L.E. Gardiner Assessment Service, LLC and the Town signed a contract with that business name. Now, Gardiner’s legal counsel has recommended that they revert to the original business name for payroll/withholdings/tax purposes. The contract with the new company name is deemed null and void and the replacement contract with the original company name is in effect. The content of the contract remains identical to the contract signed by the Town in 2014. Motion carried 3-0. 

NON-METALLIC MINING LICENSING ORDINANCE: NO ACTION. The matter will be discussed at the March TB meeting to allow time for comments from the Town Attorney. Public input is encouraged. 

BILLS: MOTION by Schwenn/Smith to approve the bills. Motion carried, 3-0. 

ADJOURN: MOTION by Schwenn/Smith to adjourn. Motion carried, 3-0, 8:25 p.m.
