MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE TOWN BOARD MEETING – June 16, 2014 
IN ATTENDANCE: Town Board Chair Ed Eloranta, Supervisor I Jeff Smith, Supervisor II Richard Schwenn ( A quorum is present.)  and Clerk Vicki Anderson.   

CALL TO ORDER: by Chair Eloranta, 7 p.m.

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. By 6/12/14 the agenda was posted in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law and as a courtesy to the residents, the agenda was published in the Mt. Horeb Mail. 

MINUTES: MOTION by Smith/Schwenn to approve both minutes as distributed: June 2, 2014, special meeting and May 19, 2014 business meeting. Motion carried, 3-0. 

PUBLIC INPUT: Two biking events will be held on the edges of Springdale on the weekend of 6/21 and 6/22.  On Saturday, 6/21/14 the Honor Ride will be on the road from Cross Plain/Blue Mounds area to Fitchburg. They will ride in Springdale on State Rd. 92 to Highway S to Witte Rd. On Sunday, 6/22/14 the Swiss Cheese and Spotted Cow ride will take place. It will skirt Springdale at the western edge of Lewis Rd. 
FIRE DISTRICT UPDATE – EMERGENCY SERVICES ORDINANCE: NO ACTION: MHAJFD Representative Mike Lamberty 
summarized the ordinance proposed by the Fire District. The ordinance states that in an emergency situation, MHAJFD is the only emergency service provider. The TB supports the services provided by MHAJFD but at this time, it was agreed to table action for the following reasons: a. No identified problem exists in our area at this time. There is no urgency to adopt the ordinance now. If and when there is a real problem with private emergency service providers encroaching on the MHAJFD area of service, please contact the town. b. Dane County is reviewing this issue, too. It was agreed that it was best to await further review by Dane County because if they were to adopt an ordinance, it would trump any town ordinance. 
Liquor License RENEWALS: Marcine’s and Riley Tavern; MOTION by Schwenn/Smith to approve the renewal of the alcohol beverage license for Class B beer and Class B liquor for the period of 7/1/14 to 6/30/15 to Marcine L. Gilbertson, Marcine’s LLC, and James G. Murphy, Riley Tavern, Inc.  Discussion: The paperwork has been properly filed, fees paid and satisfactory criminal record check and premises inspection have been completed. Motion to approve carried 3-0. 
OPERATOR’S LICENSES- TWO TAVERNS: MOTION  by Smith/Schwenn to approve the bartender’s licenses for the two taverns as listed with the operator’s license for Becky Byrnes contingent upon her attendance at a Town Board meeting to meet the Board:

Discussion: The new operators attended the meeting to introduce themselves to the TB. The paperwork has been properly filed, fees paid and satisfactory criminal record check for all the operators. Motion to approve carried 3-0. 

NOTE: Becky Byrnes did arrive at the meeting and met the TB. 

TEMPORARY OPERATOR’S LICENSES/PICNIC PERMITS FOR MT. VERNON PARK ASSOCIATION: MOTION by Smith/Schwenn to approve the temporary operator’s licenses for James Graham, Craig Judd, Anita Nesheim and Douglas Schlimgen

 Discussion: The operator’s licenses are valid for the two picnic permits for the Mt. Vernon Park Association – Zwingli United Church of Christ Chicken Barbeque on 7/4/14  and the 62nd Annual Ball Tournaments on three weekends : prior to Labor Day, Labor Day and  after Labor Day. The paperwork has been properly filed, fees paid and satisfactory criminal record check for all the operators. The serving of alcoholic beverages shall be discontinued with the end of the Fireworks. Motion to approve carried 3-0.
Mt. Vernon Park Association/Picnic Permit/JULY 4 CHICKEN BARBEQUE AND Ball Tournaments – Aug. 24-25, 31 - Sept. 1,  sept. 7- 8 - Forest of Fame Park in Mt. Vernon AND FIREWORKS PERMIT – JULY 4: MOTION by Smith/Schwenn to approve the Picnic Permit for the 4th of July and Aug. – Sept. ball tournaments and the Fireworks Permit for July 4th. Discussion: The fireworks will be displayed by Cornellier Brothers LLP, represented by Christian Cornellier, 1028 N. Lexington Dr., Janesville, WI  53545. Only consumer product classified fireworks will be used, the same class of fireworks used in backyard fireworks displays. The fireworks will be troughs to prevent tipping. Proof of insurance was provided. Motion to approve the two picnic permits and July 4th fireworks carried 3-0.
Special Permit for Outdoor Events with Amplified Sound/Music/Riley Tavern/Aug. 16, 2014:

MOTION by Schwenn/Smith to approve the special permit for the single outdoor event scheduled at this time at Riley Tavern subject to the normal conditions and three new conditions: 

1. All amplified sound and music shall be discontinued at midnight, 12:00 a.m., for the events other than the Riley Fest.

2. All amplified sound and music shall be discontinued at 1:30 a.m. for the Riley Fest. The Riley Fest is the only outdoor music event at Riley Tavern at which amplified sound or music shall continue past midnight. 

3. Access for emergency equipment shall be maintained at all times on all roadways in the vicinity of Riley Tavern that are being used for parking by the patrons of the Riley Fest and other events. It shall be the responsibility of Riley Tavern to request “no parking” signs if necessary. 

4. Riley Tavern, Inc. shall continue their policy of employing adequate security for the event. 
5. Riley Tavern, Inc. shall install temporary snow fencing along the Deneen property line on the south side of Klevenville-Riley Rd. from the westerly edge of the tavern property to the easterly edge of the Deneen driveway for the Riley Fest.

6. Riley Tavern, Inc.  shall install temporary snow fencing along the Deneen property on the north side of Klevenville-Riley Rd. from CTH J to the westerly edge of the Deneen garden for the Riley Fest. The purpose of the snow fencing is to prevent Riley Fest participants from trespassing on Deneen property. 

7.  Riley Tavern, Inc. shall install “no parking’ signs on the west side of N. Station Rd. for the Riley Fest. 

DISCUSSION: Seven outdoor music events, in addition to the Riley Fest, are permitted annually at Riley Tavern. 
As of 6/16/14, only the Riley Fest has been scheduled. As other events are scheduled, Riley Tavern is to notify the town so that the permit event can be discussed at a TB meeting and neighbors may be informed of the dates. The events shall comply with Town of Springdale Code of Ordinances, Sec. 7-2-17 © “SPECIAL PERMITS FOR EVENTS WITH AMPLIFIED SOUND OR MUSIC IN THE OUTDOOR CONSUMPTION AREA. Special permit(s) for event(s) with amplified sound or music in the outdoor consumption area may be granted by the Town Board. The Town Board shall approve each event and/or events by permit(s) and may impose specific conditions such as date of event, duration of event, hours of operation, hours of sale, notification requirements, and/or any additional conditions they deem necessary.” Motion carried 3-0.

PUBLIC HEARING: PC RECOMMENDATIONS: 
a. T. Marks/Lot line adjustment/Bakken Rd./Sec. 10: MOTION by Schwenn to approve the lot line adjustment as presented. 

MOTION to Amend the Motion to add the notice language. Motion to Amend carried 3-0. Amended Motion by Schwenn/Smith to approve the lot line adjustment with the deed notice language “no further divisions for development according to the current Town land use plan and ordinances on the 16.2 acre net newly configured CSM and the remaining 58 acres.”  Discussion: On the effective date of the Plan, this land was part of the Syl and Louise Sutter farm. Two 37-acre parcels were sold to B. Saalsaa without a concept plan and were subsequently sold to T. Marks. The balance of the Sutter farm has been sold to Bakken Grimstad LLC and the calculation of available density units on the T. Marks and Bakken Grimstad LLC lands has been set.  Motion to approve carried 3-0.  

b. M. Richardson/CSM/Town Hall Rd./Sec. 21: MOTION by Schwenn/Smith to approve the 31.45 acre CSM as presented. Discussion: At the 6/2/14 PC meeting, M. Richardson stated his wishes to allocate only one density unit to this 31.45 acre parcel in one of the building envelopes identified on the edges of the woods on the property and to abandon the other five density units previously situated on this land in the 2013 concept plan. At the 6/2/14 PC meeting, the concept plan was revised to show 1 density unit in the 31.45 acre parcel and six density units on the balance of the farm. It was reiterated that in the future, a developer shall not reinstate the five density units to relocate on the remaining area of the farm. Motion to approve carried 3-0.    

DRIVEWAY PERMIT/M. RICHARDSON/TOWN HALL RD./SEC. 10: MOTION by Smith/Schwenn to approve the driveway as presented – Driveway Permit Part 1 and 2 for single-family residence. Motion carried 3-0. 
D. MIDTHUN/SHARED DRIVEWAY AGREEMENT/SPRING ROSE RD./SEC. 25: NO ACTION. Discussion: Since no one is in attendance to answer questions, no action at this time. The TB has been asked to approve a shared driveway agreement but the location of the shared driveway is incomplete because it doesn’t access the second home to be served by the driveway. 
APPOINTMENT OF WEED COMMISSIONER: MOTION by Schwenn/Smith approve Eric Birschbach as the Weed Inspector. Motion carried 3-0. 
CONSIDERATION OF 66’ FRONTAGE ON AN EXISTING PUBLIC WAY CSM LOT REQUIREMENT: NO ACTION: The TB wants to hear input from the PC before they discuss it further. 
NOTICE OF DISALLOWANCE OF CLAIMS OF ROBERT A. KAY AGAINST TOWN OF SPRINGDALE: MOTION by Smith/Schwenn to send the Notice of Disallowance of Claims to Mr. Kay (claimant and his own attorney) by certified mail within the 120-day limit set by the insurance company. Discussion: Mr. Robert Kay claims that “He was injured as the result of the negligence of the Town of Springdale at approximately 1 p.m. on 9/1/13 at the intersection of the Military Ridge Bicycle Path and Highway J on the Military Ridge Bicycle Path itself. As the result of the negligent placement of a substantial number of large stones and rocks that were dumped at that location...Claim is hereby made for the total sum of $20,000…” In previous communications with Mr. Kay it was pointed out that the Town of Springdale does not do any maintenance on the bike trail or Highway J. The Town’s insurance company is handling the claim. Motion carried 3-0. 
BILLS: MOTION by Schwenn/Smith to approve the bills. Motion carried, 3-0. 

ADJOURN: MOTION by Schwenn/Smith to adjourn. Motion carried, 3-0.
