All the firms had either been recommended by towns or professionals with whom they had worked. Some of the criteria that were taken into consideration include, but may not be limited to the following: *Emphasis on working only for municipalities rather than private landowners to avoid a conflict of interest when a Springdale landowner employs the same engineering firm as the town. *Experience with the smaller projects, grant opportunities, etc.  typically found in a town versus a city. *No-cost telephone consultations, cost estimates for public works construction projects or assisting in the development of capital improvement plans, attendance at some town meetings, etc. It was pointed out that the Town could turn to any of the firms on an as-needed basis if one firm doesn’t have the expertise for a particular project at a specific time. Motion-hire Town and Country Sanitation, Inc. carried, 3-0. 
CEMETERY PERPETUAL CARE TRUST FUND: Information only: Town Treasurer Nona Erfurth provided the background to the practice of the Town Treasurer serving as the trustee for the cemetery perpetual care trust fund for the Springdale Lutheran Church cemetery and the Mt. Vernon cemetery. Nona has completed all the banking and paperwork for these two trust funds for 47 years, since she was elected Town Treasurer. This has resulted in a significant amount of paperwork and concern about properly investing the monies, especially when the interest rates on certificates of deposit have decreased significantly. According to the Wisconsin Towns Association legal staff, the Town is not required to serve as the trustee for private cemeteries. It is in the best interest of the Town to insure that a cemetery perpetual care trust fund is properly maintained since the responsibility for cemetery maintenance could fall to the Town if a cemetery were to be abandoned. However, the position of trustee of the perpetual care funds has no influence on the actual operation of the cemeteries. The Town will research the best way to proceed.
NON-METALLIC MINING ORDINANCE: Town Supervisor Smith encouraged citizens to share their comments about the TB adopting a non-metallic mining ordinance. He continues to review ordinances adopted in other towns in Wisconsin to use as a model. In general, it was considered worthwhile for the town to pursue the matter since an ordinance, under the Town’s police/licensing powers, could require mining operators to at least meet with the TB to discuss their operation and its impacts on the town. Ordinances adopted by other towns contain provisions to manage hours of operation, noise, lights, weight and type of trucks on town roads, reclaiming the mining site, etc. 

BILLS: MOTION by Schwenn/Smith to approve the bills. Motion carried, 3-0.
