MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE PLAN COMMISSION MEETING,  Jan. 27, 2014  
IN ATTENDANCE: Mike Fagan, Jim Hanson, John Rosenbaum, Jeff Smith, Carol Statz, and Denise Sullivan . (A quorum is present.)                         
CALL TO ORDER: by Rosenbaum at 7:05 p.m. 

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. The final agenda was posted on 1/24/13 in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law and as a courtesy to the residents, posted on the town website. 
MINUTES: MOTION by Fagan/Sullivan to approve the minutes of 11/25/13. Motion carried 5-0-1 (Statz abstained.)
BAKKEN GRIMSTAD LLC/SEC. 10/CONCEPT PLAN/GRIMSTAD RD.: ATTENDEE FOR THE PROJECT: Dave Glusick, Vierbicher engineer for owners. 
MOTION by Smith/Fagan to approve the preliminary concept plan as submitted to the PC for a rural clustered subdivision contingent upon road improvement plans for Grimstad Road to be discussed with the TB and the detail showing limited visibility from CTH PD of the roof lines of the proposed houses on Lots 7, 8 and 9. Discussion: This is an Option 3 clustered rural subdivision based on the contiguous acres owned on the effective date of the Plan and subsequent sale of property: 231.370 acres – 25, 37, 37.4 acres sold  = 131.97 acres = Option 1 – 5 lots, Option 2 – 8 lots, Option 3 – 9 lots. A site visit was held on 12/14/13 and it was generally agreed that the proposed layout keeps the houses on the steeper slope which is less valuable agricultural land and makes the houses less visible to surrounding property owners.  Engineer Glusick was asked to consider shortening the length of the proposed new town road by bringing the cul-de-sac back to the edge of Lots 3 and 9 to just meet the frontage requirement and to avoid strip development by keeping the roof tops of structures on Lots, 7, 8, and 9 below the road bed. 

Next steps: Engineer Glusick was referred to the Town of Springdale Land Division and Subdivision Code (Code) which outlines the procedures for approval of the initial application for a plat. In addition to a concept plan, a series of maps and descriptive information as specified in Sec. 3.31 of the Code shall be submitted to the PC for review.  Motion to approve the preliminary concept plans as submitted with contingencies carried 6-0. 
AMY JESTER/CUP-2013-02256/LIMITED FAMILY BUSINESS-PHOTOGRAPHY STUDIO/SEC. 11/CTH PD: 
The PC originally met with A. Jester on May, 2013 during a pre-application meeting. Now, she has submitted the CUP application to Dane County and is seeking approval for a limited family business, Amy Jester Photography. She reiterated that the business would be conducted in the existing storage structure on the property, the old house. When the Boldens, the previous owners, built the new house on the property, the septic system to the old house had to be crushed to prevent the old house from serving as a second residence on the property. In the rehabilitation of the old structure, Dane County Zoning would require the shower and kitchen to be removed. A sink and a toilet, possibly a composting toilet, could be permitted as part of the CUP for the limited family business. The neighbors in attendance did not object to the proposal since the footprint and color of the existing structure and access to it remain as is. 

Standard considerations for all CUP applications: The Plan Commission after consideration of the conditional use permit made the following findings of fact. Dane County Code of  Ordinances 10.255(2)(b):

1. That the establishment, maintenance, or operation of the conditional use will not be detrimental to or endanger the public health, safety, comfort or welfare; 
2. That the uses, values and enjoyment of other property in the neighborhood for purposes already permitted shall be in no foreseeable manner substantially impaired or diminished by establishment, maintenance or operation of the conditional use. 

3. That the establishment of the conditional use will not impede the normal and orderly development and improvement of the surrounding property for uses permitted in the district. 
4. That adequate utilities, access roads, drainage and other necessary site improvements have been or are being made; 
5. That adequate measures have been or will be taken to provide ingress and egress so designed as to minimize traffic congestion in the public streets; 
6. That the conditional use shall conform to all applicable regulations of the district in which it is located.  

In conclusion, the six standards have been met with the following conditions of the CUP:

1. Hours of Operation shall be limited to 8 a.m. – 8 p.m. daily, by appointment only.

2. Number of Employees: Amy Jester is the sole employee at this time and the CUP shall conform to the limited family business requirement  by which all employees, except one or one full-time equivalent, shall be a member of the family residing on the premises.

3. Number of customers shall be limited to no more than 15 customers per week.

4. Outside storage shall not be permitted.

5. Outdoor lighting shall be dark-sky compliant on a switch or short-timed motion light at the door of the studio.

6. Outside loudspeakers shall not be permitted.

7. Signage at the roadside shall not be permitted. 

8. Retail sales shall be limited to the photography business on the property. MOTION Fagan/Statz to approve the CUP with conditions carried 6-0. 
MATT GINTHER/REVISED CONCEPT PLAN/SEC. 20/GEM VIEW LANE: MOTION by Smith/Statz to approve the revision to the Option 1 concept plan originally approved on 5/31/06 with the condition that the previously approved building envelope on what was Lot 2 is retained. Discussion: M. Ginther plans to create a CSM of approximately 9 -11 acres to include the existing farmhouse, outbuildings and pasture. The proposed new lot will separate the farmhouse from the bulk of agricultural land. The agricultural land would be retained in three pieces: on the north side of Gem View Lane, on the south side of Gem View Land and behind the proposed farmhouse lot. The existing building envelope on the eastern-most parcel of farmland would remain as a building site associated with the farmland. Motion to approve carried 6-0.   
PLAN COMMISSION PROCEDURES: The next PC business meeting will be held on Monday, Feb. 24, 2014, at 7 p.m., with the deadline for submittals as Feb. 13, 2014.  A work session with the TB will be held on Monday, Feb. 17, 2014, at 7 p.m., prior to the monthly business meeting of the TB. The purpose of the work session is to discuss proposed ordinance changes: accessory buildings, dark sky lighting and nonmetallic mining ordinances. 
ADJOURN: MOTION Fagan/Statz to adjourn. Motion carried 6-0.
