MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE PLAN COMMISSION MEETING July 23,  2007
IN ATTENDANCE: Chair Jim Tracy, Steve Albert, Ellen Bunn, Jim Hanson, Dick Leazer, John Rosenbaum,  and Denise Sullivan.

CALL TO ORDER: by Tracy at 8:05 p.m. 

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. Agenda was posted as required by law on 7/20/07 and published in the “Town and Country  Shopper” and “Mt. Horeb Mail” by 7/19/07 as a courtesy to the citizens. 

MINUTES: MOTION to approve the minutes of 6/25/07 as distributed.  Motion carried unanimously, 7-0.
J. OLTMAN/CONCEPT PLAN/S. SHARPES CORNER RD./SEC. 32: MOTION by Bunn/Sullivan to  approve the option 2 concept plan for seven (7) building envelopes of one acre each exclusive of 66’ frontage strips, contingent upon screenings required on lots 1, 4, and 5; and to deed restrict the 66’ frontage strips on lots 2 and 7 to retain the right to remain as agricultural  land.  Discussion: Contiguous acres owned on the effective date of the plan = 114.45 acres.  The landowner was complimented for working with the goals of the plan to create small lots and to cluster them in groups of two, which retains approximately 30 out of 40 acres in farmland on East side of Sharpes Corner Road. Strip development is mitigated by placing the lots away from the road and with the use of  vegetative screenings. Six lots will be served by shared driveways. A single lot will be located on the West side of Sharpes Corner Road and the remaining farmland contains no further divisions for development according to the current Town land use plan and ordinances. Motion to approve carried 6-0, Albert abstained.

U.S. CELLULAR TOWER-T. BETHEA, AGENT/HEIGHT EXTENSION-EXISTING TOWER/LUNDE LANE/SEC. 17/CUP 2045: MOTION by Leazer/Hanson to recommend approval to the TB subject to the receipt of a favorable report from the consulting engineer working for Dane County.  Discussion: In an attempt to meet the 8/28/07 public hearing scheduled at the Dane County ZLR committee, the applicant requested conditional action tonight to allow the application to move forward to the TB on 8/20/07. Tom Bethea, agent for U.S. Cellular,  responded to the questions posed by the PC in the 6/25/07meeting. 

1. The existing Madison tower is at its maximum design height of 200’ and nearly fully loaded. Structurally it cannot be extended and due to the proximity to the Dane County Airport, FFA approval for an increase in height is questionable. If FFA approval could be obtained the cost to rebuild a tower at that site would exceed a million dollars while an extension to the Lunde Lane existing tower would cost up to $30,000.00. Bethea believed that it would be unreasonable for the company to absorb such costs of rebuilding the Madison tower. 
2. The five other towers in the area are either not capable of carrying four more microwave dishes or not tall enough to maintain a clear line of sight. 
3. In his opinion, the aesthetic concern for the 18% increase in height (308’ to 364’), which Bethea believes would be unnoticed to those passing by, is not a compelling enough reason to vote against the 56’ increase. The public safety considerations for a reliable cell phone system are more compelling to him. This extended tower is to serve as a back-up to the Stoughton-Madison line. Motion carried 7-0.  

C. PHARO-J. HOFFMAN LANDS/REZONE #9771 FROM C-1 AND A-1 TO R-1 FOR A SINGLE FAMILY RESIDENCE AND COMBINE SMALL LOTS/BEN FRANKLIN ST./SEC. 34: MOTION by Albert/Bunn to approve the rezoning with the permitted uses in R-1 restricted to those found in A-1  (The permitted uses in R-1 of Community living arrangements for less than nine (9) persons and Foster homes for less than five (5) children licensed under section 48.62, Wis. Stats. are not permitted with this rezoning.), and to allow the deed restriction of Lot 6, Block 30 and part of Lot 7, Block 29 and the vacated street between them for the purpose of combining the land into one lot for building purposes. Discussion: The applicants are in agreement. It was clarified that a property owner could apply for a lifting of the prohibition against community living arrangements and foster homes if so desired. Motion carried 6-0, Tracy abstained.
PROCEDURES/SITE VISIT:  The next PC meeting is scheduled for Monday, August 27, 2007 with August 13 as the deadline for submittals. If required, a site visit could be conducted on August 6, 2007, the time is to be determined with Bunn and Rosenbaum as the responsible parties. 
ADJOURN: MOTION by unanimous consent.
