MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE PLAN COMMISSION MEETING June 25,  2007

CALL TO ORDER: by Tracy at 8:00 p.m. 

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. Agenda was posted as required by law on 6/21/07 and published in the “Town and Country  Shopper” and “Mt. Horeb Mail” by 6/21/07 as a courtesy to the citizens. 

MINUTES: MOTION by Statz/Hefty to approve the minutes of 5/23/07 as corrected.  Motion carried unanimously, 8-0.

U.S. CELLULAR TOWER-T. BETHEA, AGENT/HEIGHT EXTENSION-EXISTING TOWER/LUNDE LANE/SEC. 17/CUP 2045: MOTION by Bunn/Albert to delay consideration until the PC receives input from the appropriate Dane County staff  regarding the questions posed tonight: In the submittal prepared by Buell Consulting, Inc. for U.S. Cellular there is no discussion about other options, other than increasing the height on the Lunde Lane tower. Could an existing tower in another location be extended? Could a relay point be used to satisfy the objective of redundancy? Could towers owned by other companies be used? Discussion: The Clerk was directed to relay these questions to Dane County staff since a consulting engineer reviews cell tower applications and to request a response by 7/16, a week before the PC meeting on 7/23.  Since the public hearing at Dane County is not scheduled until 8/28/07 there is ample time for the  PC to discuss this at their July meeting, followed by the TB discussion on 8/20/07.  In answering questions the following information was shared: the footprint of the tower would not change with a height extension; 364’ is the upper range of the heights of towers Bethea commonly installs (but towers up to 500’ reportedly exist in Dane County);  the lights on the tower would remain as is;  the purpose of the 18% increase in tower height to 364’ is to provide a backup microwave path to the applicant’s Madison switch for stations all across southwest Wisconsin.  Motion to delay consideration carried 9-0. 
P. TSCHUDY/PREAPPLICATION MEETING/REZONE FROM A-1 TO RH DISTRICT FOR HORSES/CORAY LANE/SEC. 1: NO ACTION: It was the consensus that the town land use plan supports rezones to the RH district. Since the Tschudys own approximately 4.256 acres up to 4 animal units ( a horse = one animal unit) could be permitted on a RH-2 zoned lot.  If the applicant wishes to pursue the rezoning, please contact the clerk to be placed on the PC agenda once application is made at Dane County. In addition, it has been the policy of the PC to rezone for only those uses requested by the applicant and consistent with the original zoning district, which in this case is A-1. No action.   

PROCEDURES/SITE VISIT:  The next PC meeting is scheduled for Monday, July 23, 2007 with July 9 as the deadline for submittals. If required, a site visit could be conducted on July 7, 2007 at 8:00 a.m. A new procedure will be tested: two PC members volunteered to be responsible for this next site visit and report and established the site visit date/time. As always, all PC members are encouraged to attend site visits or view the property on their own.  It was also agreed to provide for another opportunity for citizen comment: technical presentation, public comment, PC comment, public comment on PC comments (restricted to one round), and motion.
