MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE PLAN COMMISSION MEETING May 23,  2007
IN ATTENDANCE: Chair Jim Tracy, Steve Albert, Ellen Bunn, Jim Hanson, Wayne Hefty, Dick Leazer, Carol Statz, and Denise Sullivan.

CALL TO ORDER: by Tracy at 8:00 p.m. 

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. Agenda was posted as required by law by 5/18/07 and published in the “Town and Country  Shopper” and “Mt. Horeb Mail” by 5/17/07 as a courtesy to the citizens. 

MINUTES: MOTION by Leazer/Statz to approve the minutes of 4/23/07 as corrected.  Motion carried unanimously, 7-0.

DON ANDERSON/PRELIMINARY PLAT/GETZ ROAD/SEC. 6: MOTION by Hefty/Sullivan to recommend approval to the TB of the preliminary plat as prepared by Grothman Associates  S.C. file 502-312 prelim2 dated 5/9/07. Discussion: The preliminary plat is consistent with the concept plan approved on 4/23/07 and shows the building envelopes as discussed at that time. D. Anderson was instructed to present to the TB, or confirm that the town has on file, the map of the mature trees previously submitted with the withdrawn option 3 plat.  Motion to approve carried 7-0. 

J. OLTMAN/CONCEPT PLAN/S. SHARPES CORNER RD./SEC. 32: MOTION by Leazer/Bunn to postpone indefinitely.   Discussion: Contiguous acres owned on the effective date of the plan = 114.45 acres. Number of new lots available under option 1=5, option 2=7, and option 3=8. 
Concept Plan: After the 4/23/07 PC meeting, when the concept plan was denied due to lack of clustering, J. Oltman returned with three different concept plans, A, B, and C, showing smaller lot sizes and more clustering resulting in more agricultural land left intact. The landowner would prefer to keep the development on just one side of Sharpes Corner Road, keep the south end of the eastern field open near the gate for a cattle crossing, and create some lots of at least 2 acres in size to allow for horses. (DCCO 10.09 RH1 Rural Homes District requires a minimum lot area of 2 acres for the housing of livestock. The number of livestock kept on a zoning lot in the RH-1 District shall not exceed one animal unit for each full acre.) 

Comments: Of the 120 acre farm it was clarified that the eastern 40 is the “development area” on the farm, even though, aside from some trees, rocky terrain and a natural drainage way, it is all agricultural land.  Now, the landowner and PC are working to further define the best way to preserve as much agricultural land as possible,  create 7 lots, and avoid strip development   Motion to postpone indefinitely carried 7-0-1, (Albert abstaining).
M. SUTTER/REZONING FROM A-1 TO B-1 FOR FALL FESTIVAL-FARM SALES/SEC. 29/SUTTER DR.: MOTION by Statz/Sullivan to rezone a portion of the property from A-1 to B-1 (2)(a) for retail sales with the following conditions:

a. The retail sales shall be restricted to agricultural products and produce with incidental sale of other items; agricultural sales shall be the dominant business activity and at least 25% of the products need to be grown on the premises.
b. The proposed products to be sold are: produce grown on the farm-fresh, frozen and pickled; homemade jams and jellies; strawberry shortcake; assorted homemade baked goods; apple, raspberry and pumpkin pies; pumpkin bars; caramel apples; Gentle Breeze Honey, frozen chickens from the Albert’s farm; coffee, milk, soda and cider; displayed artwork; brats; etc.

c. The time of operation for the fall festival activities, the play area open to the public, shall be the last weekend in September and all of the weekends in October from 9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. 
d. The time of operation for the B-1(2)(a) retail sales shall be the growing season during daylight hours.

e. No outdoor lighting shall be permitted.

F .The proposed building and the off-the road parking shall be as depicted on the submittal entitled “Rezone Map” by Grenlie Surveying dated 4-10-07. Discussion: Matt and Julie Sutter farm approximately 10 acres of produce. With a licensed kitchen in the basement of their home they plan to produce value-added products made from the produce, such as jams, strawberry shortcake, pumpkin pie, etc. and serve it in the proposed Amish log cabin building located in the rezoned area. To further attract customers, a play area will be open to the public during specific weekends. Motion to approve carried 8-0. 

K. BURCHAM/PREAPPLICATION MEETING RE: REZONING/STATE ROAD 92/SEC. 23: MOTION by Leazer/Statz to postpone indefinitely since no one is in attendance to discuss the matter. Motion carried 8-0.

J. RINGGENBERG/PRELIMINARY CSM/RINGGENBERG RD./SEC. 23: MOTION by Hefty/Statz to approve the preliminary CSM consistent with the option 1 concept plan approved in 2006. Discussion: A 1.5 acre lot with frontage on Ringgenberg Dr. is approved. Contiguous acres owned on the effective date of the Plan =173.772 acres. Motion carried 8-0.
PLAN COMMISSION ELECTION OF OFFICERS: Nomination by Leazer/Hanson to reelect Tracy/Statz to serve as President and Vice-President. MOTION by Albert/Hanson to approve the slate of officers. Motion carried 8-0.
PROCEDURES/SITE VISIT:  The next PC meeting is scheduled for Monday, June 25, 2007 with June 11 as the deadline for submittals. If required, a site visit could be conducted on June 5, 2007 at 5:30 pm.
