MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE TOWN BOARD MEETING – October 15, 2007. 

IN ATTENDANCE: Town Chairman Ed Eloranta, Supervisor I Wayne Hefty, Supervisor II Richard Schwenn, and Clerk Vicki Anderson.

CALL TO ORDER: by Eloranta, 8:00 p.m.

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed.

By 10/11/07 the agenda was posted in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law and as an additional service to the citizens, a notice of the meeting was published in the “Mt. Horeb Mail” on 10/11/07 and “Town and Country Shopper” on 10/10/07. 

MINUTES: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the minutes as distributed of the 9/17/07 meeting. Motion carried 3-0.

PUBLIC HEARING/ACTION: AMENDMENTS TO THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN: Chair Eloranta opened the public hearing with a brief overview of the data prepared by the Dane County Planning and Development Department as required by the State of Wisconsin Department of Administration for inclusion in the Town of Springdale Comprehensive Plan adopted on 4/24/06. The amendments have been considered by the Plan Commission and recommended to the TB for adoption. This will complete the process to adopt the state mandated comprehensive plan. It is noteworthy that the town accomplished this endeavor at little expense due to the dedicated volunteer labor which served as matching funds for grant monies. The amendment does not represent any change in policies or procedures. The amendment consists of:
1. The Town of Springdale Land Use Plan amended on 9/17/07 is an attachment to the comprehensive plan found in Appendix E and is adopted as part of the “Comprehensive Plan of the Town of Springdale, Dane County, Wisconsin”.  

2. The Land Use Element contains the following additional information:

· Twenty-year projections in five-year increments for agricultural, residential, commercial, and industrial land uses. Appendix F Town of Springdale Land Use Forecast includes the following tables: Town of Springdale: Population 1990-2025; Springdale Housing Forecasts 2000-2025; Land Use 2000 and 2005; Springdale Residential Land Use Forecast 2000-2025; and Town of Springdale Land Use by Acreage: History and Trends.

· Existing land use map. An update to the 1990 map included in the October 15, 2005 Comprehensive Plan was required.

· Future land use map resembles the present map with more development. A certain amount of development is anticipated following the guidelines of our plan and ordinances.

Hearing no comments from the individual member of the audience, the public hearing was closed and MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to adopt the amendments to the Town of Springdale Comprehensive Plan as stated here: 
Ordinance 07-10-1,

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE TOWN OF SPRINGDALE CODE OF ORDINANCES, TITLE 9, CHAPTER 4, THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN OF THE TOWN OF SPRINGDALE, DANE COUNTY, WISCONSIN



WHEREAS, pursuant to sections 62.23(2) and (3) of the Wisconsin Statutes, the Town of Springdale is authorized to prepare and adopt amendments to the comprehensive plan as defined in sections 66.1001(1)(a) and 66.1001(2) of the Wisconsin Statutes.


WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Springdale, Dane County, Wisconsin, has adopted written procedures designed to foster public participation in every stage of the preparation of a comprehensive plan as required by section 66.1001(4)(a) of the Wisconsin Statutes. 


WHEREAS, an amendment to Chapter 4 has been prepared which is attached hereto and incorporated herein as Attachment A (the “Ordinance Amendments”); and 


WHEREAS, the Town Plan Commission, by a majority vote of the entire commission recorded in its official minutes, has adopted a resolution recommending to the town board the adoption of the Ordinance Amendments; and


WHEREAS, subsequent to a class 1 notice under ch. 985, a public hearing was held on October 15, 2007 by the Town Board regarding the adoption of the Ordinance Amendments. 


NOW THEREFORE, based on the above and pursuant to state statutes including section 66.1001(4)(c) of the Wis. Stats., the Town Board of the Town of Springdale, Wisconsin, does hereby ordain as follows:


Section 1. Title 9, Chapter 4, Comprehensive Plan Ordinance contained in the Town Code of Ordinances is hereby amended as provided in the Ordinance Amendments. In the event of a conflict between a provision contained in the Ordinance Amendments and an existing ordinance provision, the provision contained in the Ordinance Amendments shall govern and prevail. 


Section 2. If any section or part of this Ordinance is adjudged to be unconstitutional, unlawful, or invalid, by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remainder of the Ordinance shall not be affected thereby.


Section 3. This ordinance shall become effective upon adoption and posting as provided by law. 

The above and foregoing ordinance was duly adopted by the Town Board of the Town of Springdale, Dane County, Wisconsin at a meeting held on October 15, 2007, by a vote of 3 in favor, 0 opposed and 0 not voting due to absence. Motion carried 3-0. 
COMMUNITY DEPUTY MIKE ZACH: Information Only: As a community deputy, Deputy Zach wanted to keep in touch in case the town had any concerns. Hearing none, the Dane County Sheriff’s Office contact numbers were repeated: 608.833.9560 and 608.267.4936.
BARTENDER/SARAH MICHAELIS/GONE FISH INN: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve S. Michaelis as bartender. Discussion: Documentation of training and a satisfactory record check were obtained. Motion carried 3-0.
C. STEINHAUER/1718 WASHINGTON STREET/DETERIORATING STRUCTURE/SEC. 34: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the letter dated 10/15/07 from the town to Charlie Steinhauer as drafted by Town Attorney Christopher Hughes with the addition of language calling for compliance with the town ordinance, Section 8-3-3, prohibiting dangerous openings. Discussion: The Town Building Inspector Tracy Johnson inspected the property with owner Charlie Steinhauer on 9/12/07 and while he found that the house on the property does not exhibit signs that it is unstable or failing, he states that the condition of the house is poor and not fit for habitation. In the building inspection report the items needing repair include, but are not limited to: all methods of egress were deteriorated beyond use; the front porch exhibited extensive rot and decay; the main floor walls showed a general lack of maintenance; most windows in all floors of the house were damaged and inoperable; the first floor ceiling below the second floor bathroom showed significant water damage; the basement was filled with junk/clutter; the mechanical systems were inoperable; the second floor walls showed extensive water damage and mold; the bathroom fixtures were damaged, missing, or unusable; the exterior of the house was overgrown with vegetation; and the soffit and fascia were rotten or missing. Motion carried 3-0. 
VFD AND MHAFD UPDATE:ADVISORY REFERENDUM PROCESS FOR DISTRICT CHANGE: Information Only: Due to the anticipated merger between the Town and City of Verona and the ever-increasing cost of emergency fire services due to the amount of residential and commercial development in Verona, the TB wishes to research receiving all emergency fire services from the MHAFD. Currently, the MHAFD provides ambulance/emergency services to the entire town and emergency fire services to the MHASD portion of town. Supervisor Schwenn volunteered to contact MHAFD Fire Chief Chuck Himsel to attend a meeting of the citizens served by the VFD. It was suggested that the meeting be held one hour before the annual budget hearing tentatively scheduled for the last week of November. All residents in the VFD would be personally invited to the meeting by mail. Also, Chairman Eloranta would like the TB to consider holding a advisory referendum for the citizens impacted by the change during one of the four regularly scheduled elections in 2008. The town would have to submit the wording of the referendum to the Dane County Clerk 42 days in advance of the vote.
INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT WITH VILLAGE OF MT. HOREB: Information Only: Chairman Eloranta provided a brief overview of the meetings he has attended with representatives of the Village of Mt. Horeb regarding an intergovernmental agreement. The purpose of the agreement would be to establish a mutually agreed upon boundary for the expansion of the Village into the Town. Without the boundary agreement, according to state law, the Village can exercise extraterritorial jurisdiction 1 ½ miles from their potentially ever-changing border. As soon as a draft agreement is agreed upon by the representatives of the Village and Eloranta, it will be brought to the TB and town citizens for consideration.
WIND TURBINE PERMITTING ORDINANCE: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to adopt the Large Wind System Ordinance, Ordinance 07-10-3, effective immediately. Discussion: After being approached by a party interested in feasibility studies for wind power in the Town of Springdale, the TB researched the options available and found that a government does not have too much authority to limit, nor does the town wish to limit, alternative energy. However, the TB determined that to preserve and protect the public health and safety a permit from the TB would be required before installing a large wind system to at least require the applicant to present plans before the public. Also, provisions for protection of the Springdale Lutheran Church and Donald Park were included to put a developer on notice that these areas are of community-wide significance. Motion carried 3-0. 
RESOLUTION FOR EFT PAYMENTS AND ORDINANCE FOR CHECKS BETWEEN BOARD MEETINGS FOR SPECIFIC ENTITIES: 

MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to authorize payment of the monthly federal withholding payments to the IRS via EFT as required by the IRS with the stipulation that the EFT payment(s) be included in the monthly list of bills prepared for the TB. Discussion: Currently, the town pays the town patrolman via EFT. Motion carried.
MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to adopt the amended Ordinance for Alternative Claim Procedure for Refunds of Tax Payments in Excess of Tax Bill Amounts and Prompt Payment of Fixed Expenses. Discussion: Wis.Stats. 66.0607(3)(3m) authorizes this procedure. “A county, city, village, town or school district may process periodic payments through the use of money transfer techniques, including direct deposit, electronic funds transfer and automated clearinghouse methods. The county, municipal or school district treasurer shall keep a record of the date, payee and amount of each disbursement made by a money transfer technique.” Motion carried 3-0. 
GYPSY MOTH SUPPRESSION PROGRAM: Information Only: Dane County Parks (DCP), with the help of the Tree Board, UW-Extension, and WI DNR are assisting local communities who wish to participate in the Gypsy Moth Suppression Program. According to the DCP, gypsy moth populations are on the rise in Dane County and the public should be aware of how to identify gypsy moth, what one can do to manage gypsy moth and how to report developing problems in order to participate in the voluntary suppression treatment program. For more information, contact: Lisa Johnson, Dane County UW-Extension, 608.224.3715 or view the Gypsy Moth Suppression Program application website: htpp://dnr.wi.gov/org/caer/cfa/lr/gypsy/moth.html  Springdale landowners are asked to notify the town of gypsy moth activity. If the town is notified of infestation on a minimum of 20 acres, it could be considered for a Spray Block. The application deadline is November 14, 2007 for aerial spraying to be completed in late May of 2008.  
WTA HEALTH INSURANCE SURVEY: The TB completed a Group Health Insurance Benefits Survey to return to the WTA by 10/31/07. 
MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the bills. Motion carried 3-0.
ADJOURN: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to adjourn. Motion carried 3-0.
