MINUTES: MOTION by Hefty/Albert  to approve the minutes of 8/27/07 as distributed.  Motion carried unanimously, 6-0.
AMENDMENTS TO THE TOWN OF SPRINGDALE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN: MOTION by Albert/Leazer to approve the amendments as presented: Discussion: W. Hefty projected onto the wall the tables and maps, the data the Department of Administration required to be added to the Town of Springdale Comprehensive Plan originally adopted on 4/24/06. The data does not represent any change in policies or procedures. 

1. The Town of Springdale Land Use Plan amended on 9/17/07 is an attachment to the comprehensive plan found in Appendix E and is adopted as part of the “Comprehensive Plan of the Town of Springdale, Dane County, Wisconsin”.  
2. The Land Use Element contains the following additional information:

· Twenty-year projections in five-year increments for agricultural, residential, commercial, and industrial land uses. Appendix F Town of Springdale Land Use Forecast includes the following tables: Town of Springdale: Population 1990-2025; Springdale Housing Forecasts 2000-2025; Land Use 2000 and 2005; Springdale Residential Land Use Forecast 2000-2025; and Town of Springdale Land Use by Acreage: History and Trends.
· Existing land use map. An update to the 1990 map included in the October 15, 2005 Comprehensive Plan was required.

· Future land use map resembles the present map with more development. A certain amount of development is anticipated following the guidelines of our plan and ordinances.

6. page 6: First paragraph add “the” for adoption of the public participation plan.

7. page 7: Second paragraph delete “the” for within Springdale is …

8. page 41: The Housing Units data should read: 591 total units. 552 Single family. 18 Duplex. 1 Multi-family.

9. page 53, 54, and 57: The title is Historical/Cultural Resources.

10. page 53: To the last sentence add: “…the important contributions of Springdale’s Town Board and Comprehensive Planning Committee, including Richard Schwenn’s accordion playing, Wayne Hefty’s homemade wine, Ed Eloranta’s master woodworking, and Norm Rick’s guitar playing. 

11. page 60: In Parks delete “snowmobile” from the last sentence.

12. page 61: Add the following comments: Library: The Village of Mt. Horeb and the City of Verona contain libraries, as part of the Dane County Library Service Area, which are enjoyed by Town residents. And, Health Care: The village of Mt. Horeb and the City of Verona contain health care facilities for doctor and dental visits as well as senior citizen housing facilities for independent, dependent, and assisted living persons.  

13. page 65: Under County Government state “a  37 member Board of Supervisors”. 

14. Appendix C, page 6: Add the following: CP approved by Town Planning Commission 11-28-05, Fall 2003 Newsletter to Community 11-03 Invited citizens to focus groups, Spring 2004 Newsletter to Community 5-04 Invited citizens to comment on vision statement.  Motion carried 7-0.
