Plan Commission Minutes for January 28, 2008

IN ATTENDANCE: Chair Carol Statz, Vice-Chair Steve Albert, John Rosenbaum, Wayne Hefty, Jim Hanson, Dick Leazer and Mike Fagan. (Mike Fagan took the minutes and Carol Statz typed them.)

CALL TO ORDER: By Statz at 8:00 p.m.

MINUTES: Motion to approve minutes of November 26, 2007. Motion by Hefty, Second by Albert.  Motion carried 7-0.

RON BEATON/PUTTER’S GREEN/REZONING FROM C-1 TO LC-1 FOR LANDSCAPE BUSINESS/CTH P/SEC. 9


Ron Beaton discussed changes that he had made and proposed changes. He erected a 220’ fence along the lot line, which is 6’8” high.

He will be changing the direction from which the building is entered. It is now entered from the north. He plans on putting an addition on the south end of the building and having the entrance doors facing west.


He will be meeting with Pat Klickner of Dane County for the rezoning and addition. He handed out a CSM with the potential addition drawn in.


Lighting was discussed. It was suggested that lighting be minimal, with motion-sensor lighting.


He presented the Commission with a landscaping plan showing how he would screen the property with trees and berms.


Currently the hours of operation with the restriction on the property are Monday through Saturday, 7 a.m. to 8 p.m. A compromise was discussed for emergencies.


Further discussion took place on the usage of the property; what the definition of “items” meant, as it will be limited to 12 “items” stored on the property; a $15,000 bond to be attached to the landscape plan to ensure completion; limiting the purpose of storage to maintenance and repair of equipment used for landscaping and snowplowing; landscaping plan and bond due on October, 2008; an unlit sign no larger than 2’x3’; limit Sunday activity and after-hours activity to “emergency repairs only.”

Motion by John Rosenbaum, Second by Hefty to approve LC-1 Zoning, with the restrictions that it is for storage, repair and maintenance of equipment; there will be no retail sales; motion-sensor lighting; 12 pieces of equipment may be stored inside as soon as new building is completed; landscape plan submitted and approved by October, 2008 with a $15,000 bond; a 2’x3’ unlit sign on building and the hours of activities……………..”  Motion carried 7-0.

JOHN THEOBALD/CSM/CTH PD/ Sec. 12 
John (Lane) Theobald was under the impression that Plan A had been approved at the November Plan Commission meeting. However, Plan B had been approved. He decided to go ahead with Plan B. Motion by Albert, Second by Hefty to approve the preliminary CSM on Plan B. Motion carried 7-0.

Midthun, Bethke, Van De Grift/ Concept Plan-

CSMs/Sec. 25/ Spring Rose Rd. 

Eight neighbors were attendance voicing their concerns. Those in attendance were Jeff Smith, Allen Schmid, Steve Ottman, Andy Godfrey, Bill Lewis, Neerland and Will Ashmore. Their concerns were drainage, traffic and the location of the driveway serving lots 1 and 2.

Albert asked for Lot 3 to be reduced to 4 acres, down from the 9 acres that were proposed on the plan. After much discussion, it was decided that Ed would check out the location of the proposed driveway for safety purposes, Dane County would be contacted regarding erosion control.

Rosenbaum moved to table it. Albert made an amendment  to postpone until Ed could check out the driveway and Mr. Bethke could check out the erosion issue. The amendment was approved. 

Motion by Rosenbaum, Second by Hefty to postpone. Motion carried 7-0.

MONICA LECLAIR/CUP FOR DOG DAYCARE-KENNEL/18-151/Sec. 24 

No one showed up on behalf of the proposal. Motion by Albert, Second by Fagan to postpone action until the owner was present. Motion carried 7-0.

MAX’S MUFFLERS/AMEND C-2 ZONING TO ALLOW MOTOR VEHICLE DEALERSHIP/CTH PD/Sec. 12


The applicant desired the current C-2 Zoning expanded to include sales of cars. It was explained that the Land Use Plan does not support this activity in the location. 

Motion by Albert, Second by Leazer to deny C-2 Zoning without prejudice. Motion carried 7-0.

PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO THE TOWN LAND USE PLAN RECEIVED BY 12/31/07


Discussion took place on Amendments #1 and #2. Motion by Albert, Second by Hefty to approve the proposed changes to 1 and 2. Motion carried 7-0.

Discussion took place on the Amendment #3. It was decided to add “For farm signs or” in front of “For the advertisement…” Motion by Hefty, Second by______.Motion carried 7-0.

PLAN COMMISSION PROCEDURES


Ed had been contacted by a landowner. A site visit was set for Saturday, February 2 or 9 . No time was set. Albert felt that the “public comment” time should be defined.
