MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE TOWN BOARD MEETING – June 16, 2008. 

IN ATTENDANCE: Town Chairman Ed Eloranta, Supervisor I Wayne Hefty, Supervisor II Richard Schwenn, and Clerk Vicki Anderson.

CALL TO ORDER: by Eloranta, 8:00 p.m.

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed.

By 6/12/08 the agenda was posted in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law and as an additional service to the citizens, a notice of the meeting was published in the “Mt. Horeb Mail” on 6/12/08 and “Town and Country Shopper” on 6/11/08. 

MINUTES: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the minutes of the 5/19/08 and 6/02/08 meetings as distributed. Motion carried 3-0.

*Bicyclists parking along Klevenville-Riley Rd.: It was brought to the attention of Deputy Sheriff Alwin that bicyclists, who leave their cars along both sides of Klevenville Riley Rd. while riding the bike trail, narrow the road to the extent that wider farm machinery cannot travel on the road. Since the bicyclists are off on a ride, the vehicles cannot be moved. It was suggested that parking be permitted on only one side of the road during the biking season. 
Liquor License Renewals: Steven and Kelly’s Gone Fish Inn, LCC. and Riley Tavern, INC.: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the renewal of the alcohol beverage license for Class B beer and Class B liquor for the period of 7/1/08-6/30/09 to Steven S. and Pamela A. Brumm, Steven and Kelly’s Gone Fish Inn, LCC; and James Murphy, Riley Tavern, Inc. Discussion: The paperwork has been properly filed, fees paid, and the inspections of the premises by the Building Inspector were “satisfactory”. Jean Kraus, BJ’s Tavern, did not request a renewal of her license. Motion carried 3-0. 

Operator’s Licenses: MOtion by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the new operator’s licenses for Caana Heibel at Riley Tavern and Holly Sheinman at Gone Fish Inn and the renewals for the following: Riley Tavern: Alan Burgus, Guy Evans III, Carly Harris, Heidi Hodgson, Cathy Kirschbaum,  Ryan Nechvatal, Carrie Nevin, Scott Prochaska, Katherine Redican, Stephanie Yager. Gone Fish Inn: Julie Forseth, Linda Kahl, Sarah Michaels, Jack O’Bryan, Renee Tollefson. Discussion: All applicants have satisfactorily completed the required beverage server training, paid the fees, and passed the criminal record check. Motion carried 3-0. 
OUTDOOR EVENTS/RILEY TAVERN/KLEVENVILLE-RILEY ROAD/SEC. 7/26, 8/16, and 9/27: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the outdoor events, which falls within the conditional use permit, with the same conditions as in the past: 

1. All amplified sound and music shall be discontinued at midnight, 12:00 a.m., for the events other than the Riley Fest.
2. All amplified sound and music shall be discontinued at 1:30 a.m. for the Riley Fest. The Riley Fest is the only outdoor music event at Riley Tavern at which amplified sound or music shall continue past midnight. 

3. Access for emergency equipment shall be maintained at all times on all roadways in the vicinity of Riley Tavern that are being used for parking by the patrons of the Riley Fest and other events. It shall be the responsibility of Riley Tavern to request “no parking” signs if necessary. 
4. Riley Tavern, Inc. shall continue their policy of employing adequate security for the event. DISCUSSION: Seven outdoor music events, in addition to the Riley Fest, are permitted annually at Riley Tavern. The events shall comply with Town of Springdale Code of Ordinances, Sec. 7-2-17 © “SPECIAL PERMITS FOR EVENTS WITH AMPLIFIED SOUND OR MUSIC IN THE OUTDOOR CONSUMPTION AREA. Special permit(s) for event(s) with amplified sound or music in the outdoor consumption area may be granted by the Town Board. The Town Board shall approve each event and/or events by permit(s) and may impose specific conditions such as date of event, duration of event, hours of operation, hours of sale, notification requirements, and/or any additional conditions they deem necessary.” Discussion: As of this meeting, a total of 3 outdoor events have been approved for 2008. Motion carried 3-0.
Plan Commission Recommendations: Public Hearing: 
a. C. Edseth/rezone from A-1 to RH-1 for accessory building/sec. 29: motion by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the rezoning as recommended by the Plan Commission. Discussion: The PC concurred that the rezoning is consistent with Plan and necessary to accommodate a accessory building larger than that permitted in A-1 for non-agricultural purposes, for personal storage of an RV. Motion carried 3-0. 
B. R. BEATON/LANDSCAPING-DRIVEWAY AGREEMENT/CTH P/SEC. 9: 
Landscape Plan: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the landscaping plan as submitted by Architectural Solutions LLC, Mt. Horeb, WI and Cleary Building Corp. entitled 08489-Site_101, dated 5-19-08 consisting of C-1 Site Plan, C-2 Landscaping Plan, A-1 Floor Plan and A-2 Exterior Elevations. Discussion: It was agreed that the landscaping plan covered the requirements. These include but may not be limited to the following: **The town shall consider the identified and potential impact of any proposed business development on but not limited to: (a) neighboring farms and farmland, (b) residences, (c) natural environment, (d) property values, (e) traffic and parking, (f) noise, odor and waste products, (g) aesthetics, (h) enjoyment of the land. **The building envelope shall be located on a site plan…The site plan shall also show all existing and proposed buildings, parking areas, waste disposal areas, storage areas, and any existing and proposed fencing and screenings. **The location of the building envelope shall demonstrate that the impact on the town’s rural character has been minimized. The building envelope shall be designed to minimize its visual impact when viewed from public roads and from the surrounding countryside…**All potential negative impacts, affecting but not limited to property values, storm water runoff, traffic and off-street parking, storage and/or disposal of solid waste or hazardous materials, noise, and aesthetics of the land, shall be minimized. **If a business is located within one-hundred (100) feet of an adjacent dwelling unit the side of the business facing the residence shall be screened by landscape screen or visual barrier…Motion carried 3-0. 
Driveway Agreement: MOTION by Eloranta/Schwenn that upon receipt of a signed driveway agreement between the property owners of Lot 1, Lot 2 and Lot 3, the town shall inform Dane County Planning and Development that the conditions of rezoning #9856 have been met. Discussion: The conditional zoning requires that a deed restriction be recorded within 90 days of its adoption by Dane County and that a shared driveway agreement for the three lots served by the shared access point on County Highway P shall be submitted to the Town Board and recorded at the Dane County Register of Deeds within the same 90 day period of time. The town ordinance only requires that the driveway agreement shall at a minimum address the rights of the parties concerning access and contain language addressing how any disputes or conflicts between the parties, or their heirs, successors or assigns will be resolved and furthermore shall contain language that absolves the Town from responsibility for or involvement in any dispute resolution. R. Beaton sent the neighboring property owners, Tim and Debra Hilby, a draft driveway agreement which to-date has not been signed. Reportedly, the Hilbys want each party to remain on their side of the lot line, rather than share the access point and maintenance and repair responsibilities. The Hilbys contend that business vehicles will cause more wear and tear to the driveway than residential vehicles and it is unfair for them to have to share in repairs and maintenance costs. Since the driveway is 42’ wide, 28’ on Lot 2 and 14’ on Lot 3, the parties could remain on their side of the shared access point. Motion carried 3-0.
Matt Ginther/Gem View Lane-Guarantee Period/Sec. 20: Before the expiration of the letter of credit at the end of the one year guarantee period in July, 2008, M. Ginther shall remove the stone weeps and erosion fence, submit lien waivers to the town, and the Town will request the Town Patrolman to evaluate the status of the road. 
Donation to MHAHS-Donald Farmhouse/State Rd. 92/Sec. 29: As a courtesy to the Town, Bob Woodburn informed Town Chair Eloranta that it is planned to donate the historical Donald Farmhouse to the Mount Horeb Area Historical Society for preservation.
Public Hearing: Sign Ordinance: Motion by Eloranta/Hefty to approve the sign ordinance with the insertion of three (3) as the number of signs erected by a property producing agricultural products and as the number of signs erected by a property hosting agricultural activities. Discussion: The Ordinance No. 08-06-1, the Sign Ordinance, has been discussed since March, 2008 when the town attorney recommended the Town Land Use Plan be amended as follows: In many circumstances signage is incompatible with the goals and policies of this Land Use Plan. The Town shall develop a signage ordinance that promotes rural business activity primarily related to agriculture and that ensures signage will not negatively affect the rural character of the Town. Motion carried 3-0.
Regulation of Wind Turbines, Cell Towers, Waste Facilities, Etc.: Supervisor Wayne Hefty summarized a WTA training he attended re: Locally Undesirable Land Uses, LULUS. It was generally agreed that the following suggestions would be discussed at the annual amendment to the Plan process: **Town Plan: Identify all possible permitted and conditional land uses for each current zoning supported by the Plan. In the Plan list the land uses which are supported as well as those land uses which are not supported/not desirable. **Ordinances: Consider a licensing ordinance to deal with poles or towers and their structure height when that height exceeds approximately 50’. Consider a monitoring period in the consideration of a wind turbine to allow the citizens ample time to fully discuss/consider the ramification of the wind turbine. In general, the goal is to get the town involved in the beginning stage of the permitting process for LULUs, to be proactive vs. reactive. Eloranta suggested the town first discuss whether some LULUs might be supported by the town before developing the permitting process.   
Plan Commission Appointments: MOTION by Eloranta/Schwenn to appoint John Rosenbaum and Mike Fagan to three years terms on the Plan Commission. Discussion: Both Plan Commissioners have agreed to continue to serve. Motion carried 3-0.  
Gust Road and Bridge Repair: No information at this time. 
UPDATE ON VFD:Supervisor W. Hefty has agreed to serve on both VFD short-term committees: one to hire a chief and the other to review the appraisal of the assets and to consider hiring a consultant to evaluate the organizational status of the VFD.  
MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the bills. Motion carried 3-0.
