MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE TOWN BOARD MEETING – March 24, 2008. 

IN ATTENDANCE: Town Chairman Ed Eloranta, Supervisor I Wayne Hefty, Supervisor II Richard Schwenn, and Clerk Vicki Anderson.

CALL TO ORDER: by Eloranta, 8:00 p.m.

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed.

By 3/20/08 the agenda was posted in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law and as an additional service to the citizens, a notice of the meeting was published in the “Mt. Horeb Mail” on 3/20/08 and “Town and Country Shopper” on 3/19/08. 

MINUTES: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the minutes as distributed of the 11/28/07 special TB meeting re; fire services, 2/25/08 special TB meeting re: VFD MABAS agreement, and 2/18/08 TB meeting. Motion carried 3-0.

Public Input-discussion only, non agenda items: None
DEPUTY SHERIFF COY BETHEL: The Community Deputy made the following suggestions:
*Citizens should call in any suspicious vehicles or activity in their area of town as a proactive way of preventing burglaries. 
*The protocol for handling noise disputes is to call the sheriff’s office, including complaints re: barking dogs. The noise disputes are handled case by case, and the sheriff has to witness the concern for more than one or maybe even more than two times. 

The sheriff’s office non-emergency number is 608.255.2345 and the general information number is 608.833.9560. 

*Two community events will be held this summer: 1. On August 5, 2008 National Night Out will be held in the Mt. Vernon Forest of Fame Park from 5-8 p.m. This is an opportunity for the community to meet members of the local police, fire and EMS departments. 

2. The sheriff’s office is collecting old cell phones to benefit the Dane County Victims Unit. Phones are either sold, with proceeds benefiting the unit, or given out for people to call 911. The phones may be dropped off at the Springdale Town Hall. 
PUBLIC HEARING:Plan Commission: 
a. Ron Beaton/Putter’s Green-Anchor Property Management/Rezone #9856 from C-1 to LC-1: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the rezoning with the following conditions: 
1. From Dane County Code of Ordinances 10.141 LC-1 LIMITED COMMERCIAL DISTRICT 

(1)(a) The rezoning shall be limited to a landscape/snowplowing contracting business and buildings used in connection with such activity.
(b) Storage of construction equipment necessary for the operation of a landscape/snowplowing contracting business. There shall be a limit of 12 items of equipment stored on each zoning lot. The 12 items of equipment shall be stored inside as soon as the new building is completed.

(d) Maintenance and repairs to vehicles and construction equipment for the landscape/snowplowing contracting business and not as a service to other owners. 
2. A landscaping plan shall be submitted for approval to the Springdale Town Board with a $15,000.00 bond prior to the Town Board’s last approval of the rezoning. The landscaping as depicted on the landscaping plan approved by the Town Board shall be completed by October, 2008. This plan shall provide for maintenance of the existing newly erected fence along the lot line, 220’ long and 6’8” high, visually screening with trees and berms, driveway location, and proposed new building.

3. By October, 2008, the overhead doors on the North end of the existing building will no longer be used to access the building and a new entrance to the building will be constructed on the West or South walls.  
4. Signage shall be on-site, unlit, less than or equal to 2’ by 3’ in size, and shall otherwise comply with all applicable state, county, and town requirements.

5. Outdoor lighting, except for required security lighting, shall be operational only during hours of operation. All lighting shall be shielded to prevent glare into the night sky or direct-beam illumination of neighboring residences. All new lighting fixtures shall use full cut-off fixtures which prevent all upward transmission of light. Lights on the North side of the building are prohibited. Security lighting shall be motion-sensor lighting only.

6. The hours of operation are 7 a.m. to 8 p.m., Monday through Saturday, except for hours of operation from 7 a.m. to 10 p.m. from May through September 15, and “emergency repairs only” permitted on Sunday and after-hours. 
7. Architectural review and approval by the Town of Springdale Plan Commission shall be required to insure that the exterior appearance, design, and character of the proposed improvements, including parking facilities and signs, will enhance the rural quality of the life throughout the town.
8. On-site burning of materials brought from off-site shall be prohibited. 
9. A shared driveway agreement for the three lots served by the shared access point on CTH P shall be submitted to the Town Board and recorded at the Dane County Register of Deeds. Motion carried 3-0.
b. c. ostrander/rezoning from rh-1 to lc-1 for masonary contracting business/cth p/sec. 16: MOTion by Hefty/Schwenn to re-approve the rezoning. Discussion: This is the belts and suspenders approach by which the TB verifies that the Dane County Board approval with conditions is consistent with the TB approval with conditions. Motion carried 3-0.
c. steinhauer property/washington st./sec 34: Due to what appears to be the deterioration of the property at 1718 Washington Street, the TB will continue to monitor the situation for safety and public health hazards. The neighbors would appreciate any cooperation by the property owner to improve the property since it negatively impacts their property values. 
sign ordinance and proposed amendments to the land use plan: MOTION by Eloranta/Schwenn to submit the language to the town attorney for review and improvements before the public hearing to be held at the next TB meeting. Discussion: The amendments recommended to the TB by the PC are:

1. Section 9 Commercial Development/Uses (E) 11.  If a business is located within one-hundred feet of an adjacent dwelling unit the side of the business facing the residence shall be screened by landscape screening or visual barrier (see 2000 Dane County Code, Chapter 10, Section 10.16(7) for specifications of screening.) The Town of Springdale Plan Commission shall require a letter of credit or other financial instrument acceptable to the Town Board when such screenings are required.

2.  Section 5 Residential Density Option 2, 4. (b) (5). Screenings may be required to mitigate the impact of residential development and may consist of either a buffer of natural vegetation left in place for this purpose during site development or landscaping and planting to achieve the same result. The type of screening most suitable to the site shall be suggested by the landowner and shall require approval by the Town of Springdale Plan Commission. When such screenings are required, a letter of credit or other financial instrument acceptable to the Town Board shall be required.

3. Section 9 Commercial Development/Uses (E) 17. Signage shall be prohibited for residential and commercial activities in town except for the following two uses: (i) For farm signs or for the advertisement of locally produced agricultural products and agricultural/farm related activities; and (ii) For the C-1 Commercial District uses supported in Mt. Vernon when the signage shall be on-site, unlit, less than or equal to 2’ by 3’ in size, and shall otherwise comply with all applicable state, county, and town requirements. Supervisor Schwenn supports screenings for commercial uses but not for residential uses and the language regarding signage may need to be expanded for exceptions. Regulation for billboards would require a specific sign ordinance. Motion to submit to the town attorney carried 3-0.
waste management fee increase: The town is awaiting a response from Waste Management re: the basis for the increase in the monthly bill for the “Est state generator tax”  contrary to the terms of the 2005-09 contract between the Town and Waste Management. 
building inspector fees: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the increase in the building permit fees as submitted tonight, in effect for at least one year from this date. Discussion: Building Inspector Tracy Johnson and Town Chair Eloranta discussed the proposed rates submitted at the 2/24/08 TB meeting and agreed to a smaller increase than originally requested: New structures-increase from $0.10 to $0.11 per sq. ft. Mechanicals for residential and commercial will increase from $0.03-$0.035 per sq. ft. Re-inspection and additional inspection fees will increase from $25 to $50 per inspection. Agricultural building permits will remain at $25. In comparing the rates, Eloranta found that these increased rates were equal to or less than Verona area rates. Motion carried 3-0.    
dane county all-hazard weather radios and well testing: 

MOTion by Eloranta/Schwenn to participate again in the Dane County Department of Emergency Management emergency preparedness program by selling all-hazard weather radios in the town hall. Discussion: 125 radios were sold here last year. 50 radios will be available on a first-come basis around the beginning of May. Price and pick-up times will be posted/published on the town bulletin boards, web site and in the shopper and “Mt. Horeb Mail”. Motion carried 3-0. 
WELL TESTING PROGRAM/INFORMATION ONLY: Dane County Public Health Department will be conducting a well testing program this summer in those areas of the county most susceptible to nitrates in ground water. Town of Springdale residents will be able to pick-up free well testing materials, conveniently drop-off the water samples at the town hall, and for only $18 payable to DCPHD, request specific water tests.   
resolution to send cpc to dane county planning and development: MOTION by Eloranta/Hefty to adopt the following resolution:

The Town Board of the Town of Springdale, Dane County, Wisconsin, does hereby resolve:

Pursuant to Town of Springdale Board action of March 24, 2008, the Town of Springdale Comprehensive Plan Adopted on April 24, 2006 and Amended on October 15, 2007 with the Town of Springdale Land Use Plan (Appendix E) Adopted on March 11, 2002 and Amended on November 10, 2003, April 10, 2006, May 21, 2007 and September 17, 2007, shall be submitted to the Dane County Board of Supervisors for adoption as part of the Dane County Comprehensive Plan. Dated this 24th day of March, 2008. Motion carried 3-0. 
election day contingency plans: Motion by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the election day contingency plans prepared by the town clerk in case an emergency prevented the town hall from being used as the town polling place. Discussion: The plan includes steps to take in case of a temporary or long-term power outage, moving the polling place to the historical town hall or the basement in the Springdale Lutheran Church, etc. Motion carried 3-0.  
vfd-mhafd update: VFD Commissioner R. Schwenn continues to monitor the increasing staff needs due to growth in the City of Verona and the possible changes in the VFD if the City of Verona takes over the VFD.  
bills-2008 budget impact/snow removal-budget amendments/tractor lease: 
MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to amend the 2008 budget to accommodate the additional debt retirement payment made in 2008 instead of in 2007 as budgeted, by subtracting $4147 from the cash balance at the end of the year and adding $4147 to debt retirement. Discussion: It is estimated that approximately $20,000 above and beyond normal expenses for this time of year has been expended due to the record-breaking snowfall and snow removal costs. The TB will monitor the budget and to cover annual expenses may need to: use monies from the contingency fund, take out a short-term loan at the end of the year, or reduce the monies spent on annual road repairs even though the roads did take a beating this winter. Motion to amend the budget carried 3-0. 

MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to commit to the lease of the John Deere 6430 tractor from Sloan Implement for the sum of $5895.00 for the period of May 1- November 30, 2008. Discussion: 

It was suggested that the town could research the economics of buying a tractor after leasing it for three years and then using the tractor, outfitted with a loader, to plow snow. Motion to lease the tractor carried 3-0. 

MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the bills. Motion carried 3-0.
