MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE PLAN COMMISSION MEETING March 31, 2008
IN ATTENDANCE: Chair Carol Statz, Steve Albert,  Mike Fagan, Jim Hanson, Wayne Hefty, Dick Leazer, and  John Rosenbaum.
CALL TO ORDER: by Statz at 8:02 p.m. 

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. Agenda was posted on 2/21/08, prior to the legally required date and the notice of the meeting was published in the “Mt. Horeb Mail” on 2/21/08 as a courtesy to the citizens. 

MINUTES: MOTION by Leazer/Fagan to approve the minutes of 1/28/08.  MOTION by Rosenbaum/Hefty to amend the minutes regarding the motion for the Midthun/Bethke/Van de Grift matter, 3rd paragraph, 2nd sentence.  Motion to amend carried 7-0.   MAIN MAIN MOTION BY Leazer/Fagan  for minute approval now, carried 7-0.
M. Bethke, K. Vandegrift, D. Midthun/concept plan/Sec. 25/Springrose Rd.: MOTION by Albert/Leazer to approve the revised concept plan as presented showing three new five acre lots, a shared driveway serving lots 1 and 2 and a shared driveway serving lot 3 and the building envelope on the remaining contiguous 70 acres, and building envelopes on lots 1 and 2 and the remaining contiguous 70 acres. All of lot 3 may serve as the building envelope. No further division of these lots shall be permitted per the current town land use plan and ordinances. A copy of the approved building envelopes shall be on file in the town hall. Discussion: 
Driveways: Since the 1/28/08 PC meeting Town Chair Eloranta measured the sight distance-stopping distance for the proposed shared driveways and describes the southern most access point the better of the two proposed to serve lots 1 and 2. As a follow-up to the sight distance and stopping distance discussion, it was pointed out that the distances are based on 55 m.p.h. speed. It was questioned whether posting a speed of  45 m.p.h. along the entire road would make a difference. Erosion: To mitigate the erosion and drainage problems which have developed the last couple of years, M. Bethke suggests that the berm created around the property at 1985 Spring Rose Road, which encroaches onto Bethke property, will have to be removed from the Bethke property and in constructing the shared driveway to serve lot 3 and the 70 acres, a swale should be constructed to catch water and divert it under the road. Utility easement: it was suggested that a plan for utility access be considered. 
MOTION by Leazer/Albert to amend the motion to include a change in the shared driveway location to the southern edge of lot 2, rather than the lot line between lot 1 and lot 2, for improved sight visibility. Motion to amend carried 6-0-1 (Hefty abstained.)  
MAIN MOTION to now approve the concept plan carried 7-0.
PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO THE TOWN LAND USE PLAN RECEIVED BY 12/31/07: MOTION by Albert/Fagan to recommend approval to the TB. The proposed amendments are:
 1. Section 9 Commercial Development/Uses (E) 11.  If a business is located within one-hundred feet of an adjacent dwelling unit the side of the business facing the residence shall be screened by landscape screening or visual barrier (see 2000 Dane County Code, Chapter 10, Section 10.16(7) for specifications of screening.) The Town of Springdale Plan Commission shall require a letter of credit or other financial instrument acceptable to the Town Board when such screenings are required.

2.  Section 5 Residential Density Option 2, 4. (b) (5). Screenings may be required to mitigate the impact of residential development and may consist of either a buffer of natural vegetation left in place for this purpose during site development or landscaping and planting to achieve the same result. The type of screening most suitable to the site shall be suggested by the landowner and shall require approval by the Town of Springdale Plan Commission. When such screenings are required, a letter of credit or other financial instrument acceptable to the Town Board shall be required.

3. Section 9 Commercial Development/Uses (E) 17. Signage shall be prohibited for residential and commercial activities in town except for the following two uses: (i) For farm signs or for the advertisement of locally produced agricultural products and agricultural/farm related activities; and (ii) For the C-1 Commercial District uses supported in Mt. Vernon when the signage shall be on-site, unlit, less than or equal to 2’ by 3’ in size, and shall otherwise comply with all applicable state, county, and town requirements. MOTION carried 7-0. 

PLAN COMMISSION PROCEDURES/SITE VISIT:  The next PC meeting is scheduled for Monday, March 31, 2008 with March 17, 2008 as the deadline for submittals. Note: the meeting is delayed to the last Monday of the month, rather than the 4th Monday due to scheduling conflicts. A site visit will be conducted on March 15, 2008, 8:30 a.m. with _______ as the responsible party.
