MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE TOWN BOARD MEETING – October 20, 2008. 

IN ATTENDANCE: Chair Ed Eloranta, Supervisor I Wayne Hefty, Supervisor II Richard Schwenn, and Clerk Vicki Anderson.

CALL TO ORDER: by Eloranta, 7:30 p.m.

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. By 10/16/08 the agenda was posted in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law. As an additional service to the citizens, a notice of the meeting was published in the “Mt. Horeb Mail” on 10/16/08. 

MINUTES: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the minutes of the September 15, 2008 business meeting as distributed. Motion carried 3-0.

public input: none.

Operator’s License: MOtion by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the new operator’s licenses for Danielle Leonardi at Gone Fish Inn. Discussion: Ms. Leonardi has satisfactorily completed the required beverage server training, paid the fee, and passed the criminal record check. Motion carried 3-0. 
Deer Hunting with rifles: DNR CWD Operations Supervisor in Dodgeville, Don Bates, reviewed the use of rifles for deer hunting in the CWD Management Zone. Due to recent newspaper articles regarding the use of rifles for deer hunting, Springdale citizens had requested more information. 

The Change outside of Springdale: According to a DNR handout entitled “Expanded Use of Rifles in the CWD Management Zone in 2008, Background and Safety Aspects” “the DNR is allowing the use of rifles throughout the entire CWD Management Zone, with the exception of Deer Management Unit 76M, which is a metro unit in the heart of Dane County. Counties have been designated shotgun only for deer hunting primarily because the common perception is that shotguns are safer. Yet the data reinforces the notion that such a view is indeed perception. It is also important to remember that rifle calibers are routinely used in handguns for hunting deer and that handguns are legal firearms in shotgun only counties.” 
Springdale: Springdale has been within the DEZ for sometime and with that designation, the use of rifles has been allowed so the rule package approved this year does not change anything in Springdale. 
VFD GENERAL UPDATE: Town representative to the VFD, Supervisor Richard Schwenn, provided an outline of the continuing discussions among the member municipalities, Town of Verona, City of Verona, and Town of Springdale, regarding the future of the fire district.   
City of Verona Intent to Withdraw: Letter dated 4/29/08 to the VFD Commission expressed the City’s intent to withdraw pending an independent study of the organizational structure and personnel needs of the VFD. Letter dated 10/7/08 restated the City’s intent to withdraw, with the dissolution of the VFD, and requested the VFD Commission’s response to the City’s intent to withdraw and the study recommendation to dissolve the VFD.
Annual Budget Meeting 10/15/08: The City of Verona and the towns of Verona and Springdale were unable to agree on a budget due to a disagreement re: staffing solutions. The VFD Commission and the consultant both recommend hiring a Fire Chief and some full-time firefighters/EMT personnel but the City would not support the funding as proposed at the budget meeting. As with fire departments throughout the rural areas, finding volunteer firefighters is becoming more and more difficult as fewer volunteers are employed in the rural areas, hiring personnel has become a necessity to meet safety standards. 

Service Solutions: At present, the towns feel uncomfortable agreeing to a City fire district with the towns receiving services via contract. The area of Springdale currently receiving services from VFD could be added to the Mt. Horeb Area Fire District. However, Springdale does not want to disband the VFD before ensuring that the Town of Verona has public safety services.

Next Steps: The representative from the City of Verona, Mayor John Hochkammer, requested a joint meeting with the Town Chairmen of Verona and Springdale to discuss possible solutions after the TB meeting on 10/20/08.    
DRIVEWAY PERMITS:

A.BOB SUTTER/STATE RD. 92/SEC. 29: MOTION By Hefty/Schwenn to approve the Driveway Permit Part 1 and 2 to be constructed in compliance with the engineered plans which comply with the Town of Springdale Driveway Construction Guide. Discussion: B. Sutter provided the following documentation for the construction of a new driveway to access his quarry on State Rd. 92: WI DOT access permit #13-2789-08 dated 8/18/09; Dane County Erosion Control Plan EC 2008-0335 dated 10/20/08; and Engineered Plans by Royal Oak Engineering, Inc. Office Map no. 15893-L dated 10/14/08. The current driveway was found to be on the neighboring property owner’s land who demanded the driveway to the quarry be moved. Motion to approve carried 3-0. 
B. CHAD ACE/LOT 2/ERB RD./SEC. 26: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the Driveway Permit Part 1 and 2. Discussion: The driveway shall be constructed in compliance with the Town of Springdale Driveway Construction Guide and shall provide an area for emergency vehicles to reverse direction. Motion carried 3-0.  
B. PADLEY AGRICULTURAL FENCE/SEC. 2: NO ACTION: The TB verified that at such time that Bruce Padley requires an agricultural boundary fence, as stipulated in the Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions for the Plat of Hidden Ridge, Document #4171521, recorded March, 2007 #000474, the Association for the Plat of Hidden Ridge, shall be obligated to construct a legal and sufficient fence along the required boundary lines.   
C. STEINHAUER/STRUCTURAL SOUNDNESS OF HOUSE/1718 WASHINGTON ST./SEC. 34: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to authorize the Building Inspector, Tracy Johnson, to inspect the structural soundness of the house at 1718 Washington St. since it has been a year since the last inspection. Motion carried 3-0. 
CEMEMTERY FEES: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to increase the grave marking fee to $65.00 and the monument marking fee to $40.00 with $25.00 as a pass-through the Caretaker Carol Statz. Discussion: To be consistent with the fees customarily charged in this area, C. Statz recommended the increase from $25.00 for grave and monument marking. The compensation to the caretaker would remain at $25.00 with the balance going to the town general fund. Motion carried 3-0. 
BILLS-TOWN HALL WATER HEATER, ELECTRICAL PANEL, COMPUTER-TOWN PATROLMAN OFFICE: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the bills. Discussion: It was agreed that the broken water heater and electrical panel should be fixed. The Town Patrolman will be directed to research any cost benefit from installing on-demand water heaters under each sink. Motion carried 3-0. 
ADJOURN: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to adjourn. Motion carried 3-0.
