CONSIDERATION OF A MOTION TO GO INTO CLOSED SESSION: MOTION by Eloranta/Schwenn to go in to closed session pursuant to WI Stat. 19.85(3) for the purpose of considering employment, promotion, compensation, or performance evaluation data of an employee; to discuss the applications submitted by the eleven applicants for the full-time Town Patrolman position. Motion carried, roll call vote-Eloranta-aye, Hefty-aye, and Schwenn-aye. 
CONVENE IN CLOSED SESSION.

ADJOURN THE CLOSED SESSION AND RECONVENE THE OPEN SESSION: MOTION by Eloranta/Hefty to adjourn the closed session and reconvene in open session. Motion carried, roll call vote-Eloranta-aye, Hefty-aye, and Schwenn-aye.

INTERVIEWS/SELECTION OF NEW TOWN PATROLMAN: It was agreed that excellent candidates applied for the position. It was agreed that the position would start at Class 17 Maintenance Mechanic/Dane County Highway Department contract with a possible pay increase after six months based on satisfactory job performance and influenced by past work experience. It was agreed that a CDL is a requirement of the town patrolman position, as a policy of the town, even if one is not legally required. The Clerk was directed to: **complete criminal record checks of four applicants, **contact Rural Insurance and verify that a new town patrolman would be covered under the town insurance policy during training, **contact Wisconsin Towns Association to verify that a commercial driver’s license (CDL) is not required to operate the town equipment in the job of town patrolman.
MOTION by Eloranta/Hefty to authorize Chair Eloranta to offer the job to an applicant contingent upon proof of CDL within one week of the offer and immediate training with Town Patrolman Dan Chancellor. Motion carried 3-0.
