MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE TOWN BOARD MEETING – July 16, 2012
IN ATTENDANCE: Town Board Chair Ed Eloranta, Supervisor I Wayne Hefty, Supervisor II Richard Schwenn, (A quorum is present.) and Clerk Vicki Anderson.

CALL TO ORDER: by Chair Eloranta, 7:30 p.m.

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. By 7/11/12 the agenda was posted in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law and as a courtesy to the citizens, the agenda was published in the “Mt. Horeb Mail.” 
MINUTES: Motion by Schwenn/Eloranta to approve the TB minutes of 6/18/12 and 6/21/12 as distributed. Motion to approve carried 3-0.  
OPERATOR’S LICENSE: STEPHANIE FREEMAN/RILEY TAVERN: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the license. Discussion: The record check, training documents and fee are in order. As a new operator in town, Ms. Freeman attended the 6/18/12 TB meeting to meet the TB. Motion to approve carried 3-0. 
MOUNT VERNON PARK PICNIC PERMIT/FAST PITCH AND SLOW PITCH SOFTBALL GAMES – AUG. 25, 26, SEPT. 1-3, SEPT. 8-9 TEMPORARY OPERATORS: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the picnic permit for the 61st ball tournament for Aug. 25, 26; Sept. 1-3, Sept. 8-9 and temporary operators’ permits for Craig Judd, Anita Nesheim, and Douglas Schlimgen. Motion carried 3-0. 
PC RECOMMENDATIONS: K & D BERG/PRELIMINARY CSM – LOT LINE ADJUSTMENT/KLEVENVILLE-RILEY RD./SEC. 3: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the preliminary CSM with the language provided by the town attorney to apply to both lots. (The following statement provided by the attorney will be recorded on the face of the CSM: No further division of Lot 1 and Lot 2 by CSM, plat or lot line adjustment for any purpose.) Discussion: The existing lots contain 7.77 acres and 41.01 acres. The Bergs wish to decrease the smaller lot to 4.5 acres and increase the larger lot to 43.5 acres to include the existing house. They do not want further development since they believe no additional development areas exist on the property. The PC recommended approval of the lot line adjustment at their 6/25/12 meeting. By the 7/16/12 TB meeting the town attorney was to be consulted to determine the best way to document on the CSM the landowner’s request that there be no further land divisions for development. The Plan exhausts the density units on the 4.5 acre lot and the standard deed notice could be recorded for this lot, i.e. “The following parcels of real property contain no further land divisions for development according to the current Town land use plan and ordinances.” Due to the size of the larger lot, the Plan might not exhaust its density units so the standard deed notice would not apply. On the larger lot, adequate acreage exists for a potential density unit if a development area could be identified. Since the Bergs do not believe another development area exists on the land, they chose to apply the statement provided by the attorney to both lots. Motion carried 3-0. 
BIKE RIDES: JULY 21 – HONOR RIDE; aUG. 3 – aids NETWORK RIDE; aUG. 25 – PEDAL FOR the HOUSE; SEPT. 16  – BIKE THE BARNS EVENT: DISCUSSION: According to the Dane County Highway “Requirements for Permit to Use County Trunk Highways,”  the organizer of a biking event must notify all affected governmental units of the plans to use their roads for an event. The packets sent to the TB by the various organizers meet the notification requirement. The Town does not require a permit to bike on town roads. Julie Garrett, the Community Program Manager for the Fair Share CSA Coalition attended the meeting and described various efforts by the biking groups to make the biking event a positive event. The organizers of the events do not want the communities through which they ride to become burned out by bad behavior by the bikers. Also, they hope the rides will generate business in the towns. For example: *For the Bike the Barns event, the riders will wear signs identifying the organizers of the event so that in case of problems, the organizers can be called to remedy the problem.*The bikers are to ride no more than two abreast on the roads. *No paint on the road or litter along the route is permitted.
