MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE TOWN BOARD MEETING – April 24, 2012 

IN ATTENDANCE: Town Board Chair Ed Eloranta, Supervisor I Wayne Hefty, Supervisor II Richard Schwenn ( A quorum is present.)  and Clerk Vicki Anderson.

CALL TO ORDER: by Chair Eloranta, 7 p.m.

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. By 4/19/12 the agenda was posted in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law and as a courtesy to the citizens, the agenda was published in the “Mt. Horeb Mail.” The notice regarding the public hearing regarding proposed amendments to the Town Land Use Plan was published as a Class 2 notice on 4/5/12 and 4/12/12.
MINUTES: Motion by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the TB minutes of 3/19/12 as distributed. Motion to approve carried 3-0.  

PUBLIC INPUT: M. Lamberty requested Town Patrolman Devin Dahlk remove two rotting trees in the right-of-way of Bakken Rd. before the trees fall and block the dead-end road. 
Fire District Update:

a. MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to reinstate Mike Lamberty as the town representative on the Mount Horeb Area Joint Fire District Commission. Lamberty has served for 23 years as the town representative. His service is appreciated. Motion carried 3-0. 
b. Supervisor Hefty requested that Lamberty inform the town in advance when the MHAJFD is anticipating spending large sums of money.

c. Kevin Rozeboom , Town Hall resident, expressed his concerns about the “controlled burn” conducted on Friday, April 13, 2012, on adjacent farm land. He stated he doesn’t have a problem with prescribed burns in general, but believed that April 13 was a bad time for this particular burn – gusty winds from the south and southeast and a large amount of vegetative dry matter in the farm field, which resulted in  smoke damage to his home. He requested that the town board take steps to prevent this type of incident in the future.  The Town Board discussed the fact that no burning permit from the town is required before a controlled burn. However, historically, the town has followed the recommendation of the MHAJFD and advised property owners planning a controlled burn to contact the fire departments (Verona and Mount Horeb), notify their neighbors and conduct the burn only when weather and safety conditions are appropriate. If the town were to require a burn permit, the town would have no control of the conditions and still have to rely upon the individuals to be mindful of the conditions and to act accordingly. It was agreed that the town should post on the town website and include in the next newsletter, the generally accepted guidelines and procedures for safe, controlled burns.   
BARTENDER’S LICENSE: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the operator’s license for Justina Morgan for Marcine’s LLC. Discussion: The application, criminal record check, proof of training and fees are complete. Motion carried 3-0., 7:25 p.m.
PC Recommendations: Public Hearing: 
a.. D. Cassidy/T. Fisher/Klevenville-riley rd./Sec. 2/LOT LINE ADJUSTMENT/CSM:
MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the lot line adjustment as presented in the revised CSM as approved by the PC. Discussion: A small triangular piece of CSM Lot 2 CSM 8126 (Fisher’s house lot) will be added to the existing CSM Lot 1 CSM 8126 (Cassidy’s vacant lot) to allow for the necessary property line setback for the construction of a new house in the location preferred by Cassidy. There are no further divisions of this lot and no fee will be charged since it is a lot line adjustment. The Town Plan states: “The town requires notification of any lot line adjustment.” Motion to approve carried 3-0. 
B. F. CARLSTROM/CTH J/SEC. 2/LOT LINE ADJUSTMENT/CSM:
MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the lot line adjustment as presented in the revised CSM as approved by the PC. Discussion: Several years ago the Carlstroms created a 1 acre Lot from their existing residential lot. At this time they plan to enlarge the 1 acre Lot to 2.1 acres to include an existing outbuilding. Their existing house would remain on 13.7 acres and the new lot would contain 2.1 acres. There are no further divisions of these lots and no fee will be charged since it is a lot line adjustment. The Town Plan states: “The town requires notification of any lot line adjustment.” Motion to approve carried 3-0, 7:26 p.m. 

Driveway Permits: 

A. . DRIVEWAY PERMIT Part 2/CSM Lot 1 CSM 8126/D. CASSIDY/KLEVENVILLE-RILEY RD.: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the Driveway Permit Part 2 contingent upon receipt of the permit fee within 30 days of this TB action, construction of the driveway within one year of this TB action and conformance with the Driveway Construction Guide. Discussion: The town has received a copy of the shared driveway agreement between the owners of the two lots sharing a portion of this driveway. 
In conformance with the Town Driveway Construction Guide – Since the driveway is estimated to exceed 450’,  “All driveways over 450’ in length shall provide adequate area, constructed to the same specifications as a single use driveway, for a vehicle of up to 38 feet in length to safely reverse direction within 100 feet of the driveway termination point.” Also, the shared portion of the existing driveway shall be brought up to the standards of the Driveway Construction Guide – “…any shared segment of a driveway shall be constructed with a minimum 18 foot road bed width and a minimum 16 foot road surface width.” Motion carried 3-0, 7:35 p.m.
Driveway Permit Part 1/Lots 4 & 5/ Getz Rd./Sec. 6: MOTION by Eloranta/Schwenn to approve the Driveway Permit Part 1, contingent upon payment of the $100 fine by the property developer Don Anderson. Discussion: The Driveway Permit Part 1 for the shared portion of the driveway for Lots 4 and 5 had been approved by the TB with conditions (shared driveway agreement and  payment of fees). The conditions were not satisfactorily completed prior to construction of the shared portion of the driveway, therefore a $100 fine has been assessed to D. Anderson. At this time, the shared driveway agreement and the permit fees have been paid. Motion to issue Driveway Permit Part 1 upon receipt of the $100 fine carried 3-0, 7:40 p.m. 
plan AMENDMENTS per recommendation of the plan commission/public hearing:
Call to order/public hearing: Eloranta, 7:40 p.m.:

Eloranta provided a brief overview of the proposed amendments to the Plan. The Plan requires an annual review to improve the clarity in the interpretation and implementation of the policies and public hearings to discuss proposed amendments prior to adoption. The proposed amendments submitted by Dec. 31, 2011, involve: 
*replacing the term ‘commercial’ with the term ‘non-residential’ to better encompass the wide variety of proposed land uses submitted to the town;

*establishing the density of non-residential proposals as a one to 25 acre density – Option 1, rather than a one to 17 acre density - Option 2, while maintaining the rural character requirements of Option 2 development,

*replacing the term ‘allowed’ with the term ‘can be considered’ when Plan Commission deliberation is required;

*including language re: annexed land and the calculation of density units on the non-annexed land;

*including language to minimize the disturbance of agricultural land under Option 2; 

*replacing the term ‘support’ with ‘consider;’

*including language to emphasize that non-residential use proposals shall be of a size and scope consistent with the rural character;

*adding a definition of ‘non-residential.’ Eloranta summarized that it was a conscious decision to not dramatically change the Plan. The grand compromise attained in 2002 has not been violated. The public hearing was closed at 7:59 p.m.
Bills: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to pay the bills. Motion carried 3-0, 8 p.m. 
HOURLY RATE/OAK HILL CEMETERY GROUNDSKEEPING: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to pay Carol Statz at the rate of $16/hrs. for Oak Hill Cemetery groundskeeping. Motion carried 3-0, 8:03 p.m.
ROAD BIDS: 

BIDS FOR ROAD PROJECTS IN 2012: Prior to opening up the sealed bids received by the deadline of 8 p.m. on 4/24/12, Town Board Chair Ed Eloranta verified for the record that all proper bidding procedures had been followed before the bids for a given project were opened and awarded. Before tonight’s meeting, Town Patrolman Devin Dahlk had prepared a written description of the proposed road work and distributed to the contractors interested in bidding on the project upon their request. The bids for paving, chip sealing, crack filling, and Hidden View Trail widening were opened.

The higher bid from County Line Concrete, LLC, 210 Quail Ridge Dr., Barneveld, WI  53507, dated April 24, 2012, was not accepted. Motion carried 3-0. Discussion: It was agreed that the Town Patrolman would prepare the extension, grade and gravel the area and Fink’s would install the blacktop, remove the curb and reinstall the curb. Scott Grabins, President of the Hidden Ridge – Springdale Homeowners Association, agreed to be responsible for the removal of a specific shrub in the work area and to replant it. Motion to approve carried 3-0.
