MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE TOWN BOARD MEETING – Sept. 16, 2013 

IN ATTENDANCE: Town Board Chair Ed Eloranta, Supervisor I Jeff Smith, Supervisor II Richard Schwenn ( A quorum is present.)  and Clerk Vicki Anderson.   
CALL TO ORDER: by Chair Eloranta, 7 p.m.

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. By 9/13/13 the agenda was posted in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law and as a courtesy to the citizens, the agenda was published in the Mt. Horeb Mail. 
MINUTES: MOTION by Schwenn/Smith to approve the minutes as distributed of the following TB meetings: 7/22/13, 8/12/13, 8/19/13, 8/26/13. Motion carried 3-0. 

ROAD BIDS-OPENING BIDS/AWARDING ROAD CONTRACTS CONTINGENT UPON SPECIAL MEETING OF THE ELECTORS AND BORROWING: 
Background: By 7 p.m. on 9/16/13, two bids had been received for chip sealing in September, 2013, on the following roads:

Andy Ct. (also known as Blaha Dr.), Baker Dr., Berg Dr., Hefty Rd., Jolly Rd., Lewis Dr., McSherry Rd., O.C. Harris Rd. and Quiet Glen Dr., and a portion of Town Hall Rd. All but Town Hall Rd. are single-residence town roads under consideration for discontinuance as town roads in 2013. The work is being done before the roads revert to private driveways in 2013.  

MOTION by Smith/Schwenn to approve the bid by Scott Construction, Inc., 560 Munroe Ave., P.O. Box 340, Lake Delton, Wis. 53940, the lowest bid for the various roads listed, and a portion of Town Hall Rd., instead of Sutter Dr. South. Discussion: Scott Construction, Inc., bid $33,817.00 ($1.80 per square yard.) The other bid, a higher bid, was received from Fahrner Asphalt Sealers, LLC, 316 Raemisch Rd., Waunakee, Wis. 53957. - $2.46 per square yard. Motion to approve carried 3-0, 7:14 p.m.
ADJOURN TOWN BOARD MEETING: by unanimous consent.
SPECIAL MEETING OF ELECTORS TO AUTHORIZE HIGHWAY EXPENDITURES: 
CALL TO ORDER: by Chair Eloranta, 7:15 p.m.
Background: In order to complete the road work this year, the town will need to borrow money now. The town electors must approve highway expenditures that exceed the sum of $5000.00/mile x 53.28 miles = $266,400. In the budget meeting on Nov. 27, 2012, the town electors authorized highway expenditures of $ $285,829.13. The TB is now asking the electors to approve the additional sum, not to exceed, $33,817.00 for highway maintenance on the roads to be discontinued. The town would not have to do this, but strive to handle all 21 roads under consideration for discontinuance in the same manner. (The other roads under consideration for discontinuance have been recently maintained.) Approximately, 1.73 miles of road work involves the roads to be discontinued and 0.6 miles involves a portion of Town Hall Rd., a heavily traveled through road. Instead of delaying the work until 2014, by completing the work now and discontinuing the roads before snow plowing season, the town will save money by avoiding the snow plowing costs on these roads. The interest rate quoted by the Board of Commissioners of Public Lands and the State Bank of Cross Plains is 2%. The town would delay borrowing the money as long as possible and pay back the loan as soon as possible to decrease interest fees. Whether the town will offset the 2014 monies for road work by this sum to be borrowed will be a decision of the electors at the annual budget meeting in November, 2013. 
MOTION by D. Hartman/S. Gauger to exceed the (previously approved) highway budget by $33,817.00. Discussion: 53.28 miles = miles of highway under the jurisdiction of the town measured by the most recent highway mileage for the town. Motion to approve carried unanimously.
ADJOURN THE SPECIAL MEETING OF THE ELECTORS: MOTION by C. Anderson/S. Gauger. Motion to adjourn carried unanimously. 7:30 p.m.
CALL TO ORDER THE TOWN BOARD MEETING: by Chair Eloranta, 7:30 p.m.
BORROWING SHORT-TERM LOAN FOR ADDITIONAL ROADWORK IIN 2013: MOTION from Smith/Schwenn to borrow $33,817.00, Thirty-three Thousand, Eight Hundred Seventeen and zero Dollars, or up to that amount, from the Board of Commissioners of Public Lands, 101 E. Wilson St., Madison, Wis., with the condition that no prepayment penalty would exceed the loan origination fee charged by a private bank. Discussion: The two lending institutions contacted regarding a short-term loan quoted 2% interest rate. Due to the $400 loan origination fee charged by the State Bank of Cross Plains, the loan application will be submitted to the Board of Commissioners of Public Lands with no application fees, prepayment penalties, or any other fees. Motion carried 3-0. 

ROAD RIGHT-OF-WAY ON KLEVENVILLE-RILEY RD. IN RILEY/SECTION 2: MOTION by Smith/Schwenn to authorize Ben Deneen to paint whatever lines he wants on his property along the survey line to delineate the private property and a 16’ width for the shared driveway to the garage and the 4’ on each side of the driveway for a total length of 24’ of no parking parallel to the Deneen property. Discussion: History: The Deneen home at 8201Klevenville Riley Road has a section of paved roadway that is private property based on the June 5, 1996, quit-claim deed from the Town of Springdale to Deneens, Dane County Register of Deeds Doc. No. 2768591.  At the same time, a comparable stretch of town road right-of-way was quit-claimed to Murphy, owner of the adjacent property known as Riley Tavern. This resulted in a vacation of a portion of Front Street platted in the 1881 plat of Sugar River Station reducing the right-of-way width of Klevenville-Riley Rd. in this area to approximately 33’ in width instead of the typical 66’ width. The purpose of the road right-of-way change in 1996 was to allow the old Riley Tavern steps to be replaced with a deck. Dane County Sheriffs Gagner and Bennett were in attendance to answer questions about parking laws. It was stated that vehicles may be able to parallel park on the public roadway in front of the Deneen property as long as a vehicle does not create a road hazard, does not obstruct the right-of-way and is not parked within 4’ on each side of a driveway. A vehicle may not be parked and abandoned on a roadway. In the past, with cars parked parallel along the north and south side of the roadway, farm equipment has had difficulty traveling through in this area. Motion to approve carried 3-0. 

DRIVEWAY PERMIT/B. Lardie/Sec. 5/ CTH S:  MOTION by Schwenn/Smith to approve the Driveway Permit Part 2 for the shared driveway on CTH S. Discussion: The existing access point on CTH S has been constructed. The Dane County Highway Access Permit and the shared driveway agreement are in place. The driveway shall be constructed in conformance with the Town of Springdale Driveway Construction Guide and in particular, the driveway shall be ditched or a culvert installed to drain water off of the driving surface. Motion to approve carried 3-0. 
AMENDMENT TO THE TOWN DRIVEWAY ORDINANCE TO FACILITATE TOWN DRIVEWAY PERMITS FOR DISCONTINUED TOWN ROADS: NO ACTION/DISCUSSION: As part of the proposed discontinuance of dead-end or loop town roads servicing only a single residence, the town will issue town road driveway permits to the residents previously accessed via the town road. The following amendment language has been discussed for Section (9) Permits Required and will be reviewed prior to the Sept. 30, 2013, public hearing on the discontinuance of some town roads. 
Current text: (9)  Permits Required.  An approved Driveway Permit Part 1 is required prior to the approval of the Driveway Permit Part 2. When a driveway accesses a state or county highway, the required access permit granted by that governing body controlling the right-of-way shall be obtained by the applicant and a copy provided to the Town before issuance of the Driveway Permit Part 1. An approved Driveway Permit Part 2 is required for the construction of a new driveway from the access point to the building site and shall be obtained from the Town Board prior to construction, pursuant to this chapter. Driveway Permit Part 1 and Part 2 may be issued simultaneously. 

Proposed additional text: To the extent that the Town Board would vacate a town road, no Town Driveway Permit Part 1 and Part 2 application shall be required for the vacated town road. The vacated town road shall continue as the private driveway and the Town shall approve and issue a Town Driveway Permit Part 1 and Part 2 for the vacated town road address. When a discontinued town road accesses a state or county highway, the required access permit granted by that governing body controlling the right-of-way shall be facilitated by the Town. Town roads discontinued on Sept. 30, 2013 include: (list the roads here).
In the event that the property served by the vacated town road contains lots for development under the Town of Springdale Land Use Plan, the Town Board may consider the adoption of a new town road per the town policy for new town roads.
