MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE TOWN BOARD MEETING – Sept. 17, 2012 

IN ATTENDANCE: Chairman Ed Eloranta, Supervisor I Wayne Hefty, Supervisor II Richard Schwenn, ( A quorum is present.) and Clerk Vicki Anderson
CALL TO ORDER: by Chair Eloranta, 7:30 p.m.

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. By 9/13/12 the agenda was posted in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law and as a courtesy to the citizens, the agenda was published in the “Mt. Horeb Mail” on 9/13/12.
MINUTES: Motion by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the TB minutes of 8/22/12 as distributed. Motion to approve carried 2-0.  
PUBLIC INPUT: Supervisor Schwenn reported that he is pleased with the work done to widen the intersection of Hidden View Trail and Klevenville Riley Rd.
FIRE DISTRICT UPDATE: Mike Lamberty, fire district representative, invited the TB to attend the annual budget hearing on Wednesday, Sept. 26, 7:30 p.m. in the Fire House. The budget increased by less than 10 % due in large part to two areas:

The Safer Grants of 2007 and 2008 are expiring. $25,000 was added to the budget to compensate for the loss of revenue from the 2007 grant and $17,350 for the loss of revenue from the 2008 grant. The Capitol Expenditure Fund increases each year to set money aside towards the purchase of equipment. The most recent purchase, the truck replacement for Engine No. 3, will arrive in Jan. 2013, with no money owed. The Cap. Exp. Fund % increase may decrease in the 2014 budget. .  

OUTDOOR EVENT WITH AMPLIFIED MUSIC: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the event for Oct. 20, 2012, with the conditions imposed in the past. RILEY TAVERN/OUTDOOR EVENT CONDITIONS USED IN THE PAST: 

1. All amplified sound and music shall be discontinued at midnight, 12:00 a.m.

2. All amplified sound and music shall be discontinued at 1:30 a.m. for the Riley Fest. The Riley Fest is the only outdoor music event at Riley Tavern at which amplified sound or music shall continue past midnight. 

3. Access for emergency equipment shall be maintained at all times on all roadways in the vicinity of Riley Tavern that are being used for parking by the patrons of the Riley Fest, Hog Wild Bash and other events. It shall be the responsibility of Riley Tavern to request “no parking” signs if necessary. 

4. Riley Tavern, Inc. shall continue their policy of employing adequate security for the event. 

DISCUSSION: Seven outdoor music events, in addition to the Riley Fest, are permitted annually at Riley Tavern. The events shall comply with Town of Springdale Code of Ordinances, Sec. 7-2-17 © “SPECIAL PERMITS FOR EVENTS WITH AMPLIFIED SOUND OR MUSIC IN THE OUTDOOR CONSUMPTION AREA. Special permit(s) for event(s) with amplified sound or music in the outdoor consumption area may be granted by the Town Board. The Town Board shall approve each event and/or events by permit(s) and may impose specific conditions such as date of event, duration of event, hours of operation, hours of sale, notification requirements, and/or any additional conditions they deem necessary.”  This permitted event will be the third event for 2012 – 2013. 
Motion carried 3-0.
DRIVEWAY PERMIT: T & K. SVEOM /DAHLK CIRCLE/SEC. 24: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the Driveway Permit Part 1 and 2 to access a new lot to be created on Dahlk Circle. The property owners were represented by Jeannette and Kevin Acker, the builders. Motion to approve carried 3-0. 
SPECIAL ASSESSMENTS FOR ROAD IMPROVEMENTS: More work on this matter with the TB and the town attorney is needed. 
The town chairman, town attorney and an engineer from Vierbicher did hold a conference call this week to discuss experiences in other communities with special assessment formulas for road improvements. A few points from the discussion were listed:

*It is good to maintain some flexibility in the special assessment formula to account for particular circumstances, if needed. 

*Some factors to include in the formula are the number of existing houses, the number of potential lots, distance of the lots/houses from the intersecting street, etc. *The ADT, average daily trip count, could be used as a contributing factor in demonstrating the need for the road improvement. *Under some conditions, the developer could be required to pay the entire cost of the road improvement. 
Bills: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to pay the bills. Motion carried 3-0.
