MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE TOWN BOARD MEETING – Jan. 17, 2011 

IN ATTENDANCE: Supervisor I Wayne Hefty, Supervisor II Richard Schwenn and Clerk Vicki Anderson.

CALL TO ORDER: by Supervisor I Hefty, 7 p.m.

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. By 1/15/11 the agenda was posted in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law. As an additional service to the citizens, a tentative agenda of the meeting was published in the “Mt. Horeb Mail” and Town and Country Shopper on 1/13/11. 
MINUTES: Motion by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the TB minutes of 12/20/10 as distributed. Motion carried 2-0. 

PUBLIC INPUT: Since the Town is no longer served by the Verona Fire District (VFD), Richard Schwenn noted that 2011 will be the first year since April, 1987, when he will not attend monthly meetings as the town’s representative to the VFD Commission. He believes that the new full-time chief will do a professional job and Richard wishes the VFD had moved to a full-time chief years ago, as recommended by the VFD Commission.
LIQUOR LICENSE AND APPROVAL OF AGENT-MARCINE LYNN GILBERTSON/MARCINE’S LLC/SEC. 34/8640 DAVIS ST., MT. HOREB, WI:
MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to terminate without prejudice, the Class B & B liquor license for Gone Fish Inn at 8646 Davis St., Mt. Horeb, WI, along with any/all considerations and/or contingencies afforded to Gone Fish Inn concurrent with that license termination, upon the change of ownership which is proposed for Jan. 18, 2011. Discussion: Steve and Pamela (Kelly) Brumm plan to sell the premises to Marcine and Lanny Gilbertson on Jan. 18, 2011. Motion to terminate carried 2-0. 

MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve a Class B & B liquor license for Marcine’s at 8646 Davis St., Mt. Horeb, contingent upon proof of ownership of the premises and a Wisconsin Seller’s Permit submitted to the Town, and with the understanding that any/all considerations and/or contingencies afforded to Gone Fish Inn terminate concurrent with that license termination. Discussion: All the required public notices and paperwork have been completed. Motion to approve carried 2-0.

MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the appointment of Marcine Gilbertson as the agent for the limited liability company, making application for an alcohol beverage license for a premises known as Marcine’s LLC. After checking the state criminal records, to the best of our knowledge, with the available information, the character, record and reputation are satisfactory and we have no objection to the agent appointed. Motion to appoint carried 2-0.  

OPERATOR’S LICENSES: SANDRA K. BERG, LANNY R. GILBERTSON, LACY L. GRUENENFELDER, AND KEVIN L. LARSON: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve liquor licenses for Jan. 21, 2011 through June 30, 2011 for Sandra K. Berg, Lanny R. Gilbertson, Lacy L. Gurenenfelder, and Kevin L. Larson. Discussion: All the paperwork, fees, and criminal record checks have been satisfactorily completed. Motion to approve carried 2-0. 

ZAHLER LANDS-JONAS BEDNAREK/LOT LINE ADJUSTMENT/SEC. 22/SPRINGDALE CENTER RD.:

MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to rescind the approval of the five-acre CSM as presented at the TB meeting on 12/20/10, because it is a separate CSM, not a lot line adjustment, and cannot be approved as a separate CSM. 

Discussion/Background: PC action of 11/22/10: The PC action of 11/22/10, the provisional approval of a CSM to be presented to the TB on 12/20/10, was based on the stipulation that the lot line adjustment shall not result in an additional lot/building site.

TB action of 12/20/10: At the TB meeting on 12/20/10, Eloranta/Schwenn moved to approve the CSM of the lot line adjustment per the provisional approval of the Plan Commission on 11/22/10. Discussion: Since the CSM presented at the meeting, Lot 1 of 5.3 acres, dated 12/1/10, 12/7/10, 12/10/10, 12/14/10, does not include the adjacent residential property owned by J. Bednarek, and is a separate CSM as presented, legally binding language shall be required to make it a lot line adjustment, restricted from being a lot and restricted from further divisions for perpetuity. 
Communication between the Town Clark and surveyor Grenlie, property owner Riemenkapp, applicant Bednarek, county land division personnel, etc., prior to 12/20/10 and through 1/17/11, focused on the question of how to make a stand-alone CSM equivalent to a lot line adjustment since the Town had never seen a stand-alone CSM presented as a lot line adjustment.

12/22/10 phone call between J. Bednarek and Clerk when the Clerk notified Bednarek that her research did not identify a way to make the stand-alone CSM equivalent to a lot line adjustment and, therefore, she could not sign the approval certificate on the CSM as presented. Bednarek stated that he would consider his options and get back to the town. 

Letter of 1/6/11 from the Clerk to J. Bednarek reiterated the issues discussed in the 12/22/10 phone call.

Week of 1/3/11 phone call between N. Reimenkapp and Clerk. Reimenkapp wanted assurances that a CSM that constituted a lot would not be approved by the town, per the understanding she had with the town and the applicant, J. Bednarek. Her agreement to sell land, not a lot, to Bednarek was based on the price of land, not a building site.
1/17/11 TB agenda: Town Board Chairman Ed Eloranta approved the inclusion of this matter on the 1/17/11 TB agenda. Supervisor I Hefty also wanted to share the research he had completed since the 12/20/10 TB meeting. At the 12/20/10 meeting he abstained from voting on the CSM as presented because he questioned whether it could be made equivalent to a lot line adjustment. Subsequently, in speaking to county planning staff he learned it could not.

Next steps: J. Bednarek spoke of several ideas about obtaining the additional land: 

*to build an agricultural outbuilding, *to avoid the refinancing of his current mortgage on his residential metes and bounds lot, *to avoid the rezoning process, *to use a metes and bounds description to obtain the land, etc. The TB reiterated that a lot line adjustment by metes and bounds would not pass through the town approval process while a lot line adjustment with a CSM would pass through the town approval process. 

Motion to rescind the 12/20/10 TB approval passed 2-0, 7:30 p.m.   

BILLS: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the bills as submitted. Motion carried 2-0.

ADJOURN: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to adjourn. Motion carried 2-0.
