AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND SECTION 3.08(9) General Provisions OF THE TOWN OF SPRINGDALE CODE OF ORDINANCES TITLE 5, CHAPTER 3, PRIVATE DRIVEWAYS ORDINANCE

WHEREAS, Section 3. 08(9) of the Town of Springdale Code of Ordinances, Title 5, Chapter 3 of the Private Driveways Ordinance has been amended; and 

WHEREAS, subsequent to a class 2 published notice, a public hearing was held on Nov. 18, 2013 by the Town Board regarding the adoption of the amendment; and 


WHEREAS, the Town Plan Commission has met and considered a recommendation to the Town Board, and the Town Board has considered the Town Plan Commission’s action; and  

              WHEREAS, the Town Board believes that the adoption of the amendment will promote the public health, safety, and general welfare of the Town, will encourage the safe and efficient travel between private lands and a street, road or highway, and will encourage the most appropriate use of land throughout the Town. 
 


NOW, THEREFORE, based on the above and pursuant to state statutes including secs. 60.10(2)©, 60.22(3), 61.34(1), and 236.45, Wis. Stats., the Town Board of the Town of Springdale, Dane County, Wisconsin, does hereby ordain as follows: 

      Section 1. Section 3. 08(9) of the Town of Springdale Code of Ordinances, Title 5, Chapter 3 of the Private Driveways Ordinance is amended to provide as follows:

To the extent that the Town Board would vacate a town road, no Town Driveway Permit Part 1 and Part 2 application shall be required for the vacated town road. The vacated town road shall continue as the private driveway and the Town shall approve and issue a Town Driveway Permit Part 1 and Part 2 for the vacated town road address. When a discontinued town road accesses a state or county highway, the required access permit granted by that governing body controlling the right-of-way shall be facilitated by the Town. In the event that the property served by the vacated town road contains lots for development under the Town of Springdale Land Use Plan, the Town Board will consider the adoption of a new town road per the town policy for new town roads.

     Section 2.  This chapter shall take effect and be in force from and after the day of passage and publication as required by law.

     Section 3. If any section or part of this Ordinance is adjudged to be unconstitutional, unlawful, or invalid, by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remainder of the Ordinance shall not be affected thereby. 

   Section 4. This Ordinance shall become effective upon adoption and posting as provided by law. 

    The above and foregoing ordinance was duly adopted by the Town Board of the Town of Springdale, Dane County, Wisconsin at a meeting held on Nov. 18, 2013, by a vote of 3 in favor and 0 opposed. Motion carried. 
QUIT CLAIM DEED FOR LANDS PREVIOUSLY KNOWN AS MCSHERRY ROAD: MOTION by Schwenn/Smith to approve the quit-claim deed for the lands dedicated to the Town for McSherry Rd. Discussion: Of the single-residence town roads discontinued on 9/30/13, this was the only discontinued town road which was land actually deeded over to the town. This action deeds the land back to the private property owner to continue as a private driveway. Motion to approve carried 3-0. 
TREASURER’S BOND: MOTION by Smith/Schwenn to approve the ordinance assuming the responsibility of the Treasurer for tax collection for taxes payable in 2014. Motion carried 3-0.

DCCO AMENDMENTS 17 AND 18: MOTION by Eloranta/Smith to refrain from commenting on the proposed amendments. Motion carried 3-0.
