MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE TOWN BOARD MEETING – Nov. 14, 2011 

IN ATTENDANCE: Town Board Chair Ed Eloranta, Supervisor I Wayne Hefty, Supervisor II Richard Schwenn and Clerk Vicki Anderson.

CALL TO ORDER: by Chair Eloranta, 7 p.m.

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. By 11/10/11 the agenda was posted in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law. As an additional service to the citizens, a notice of the meeting was published in the “Mt. Horeb Mail” on 11/10/11. 
MINUTES: Motion by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the TB minutes of 10/17/11 as distributed. Motion to approve carried 3-0, 7:01 p.m.  

PC RECOMMENDATION: J. BIGLER & J. EDWARDS-V. HERRICKS TRUST/PRELIMINARY CSM/KOLLATH RD./SEC. 35: MOTION to approve the preliminary CSM as recommended by the PC. Discussion: 
Discussion:  Contiguous acres owned on the effective date of the Plan = 190.791 acres. An Option 1 concept plan was approved in late 2003 with development areas in the wooded land in the southwest corner and northeast corner of the property. Based on that concept plan, a two-acre lot was created for Chad Bigler. Now, a preliminary certified survey map (CSM) has been created showing Lot 1 of 118.455 acres with the 2003 concept plan development area in the southwest corner of the proposed lot; Lot 3 of 36 acres with the 2003 concept plan development area covering two-thirds of the proposed lot; and Lot 2 of 36 acres with no previously identified development area. Therefore, the wooded, non-agricultural land of Lot 2 was identified as the development area for that lot. A revised Option 1 concept plan, showing this new development area, was approved at the October, 2011, PC meeting. It was generally agreed at that PC meeting that the development areas shown on the three proposed lots were adequate for the number of potential density units: nine potential density units – one density unit used by Chad Bigler = eight remaining potential density units. At this point in time, one density unit per lot, for a total of three density units on the three-lot CSM has been agreed to by the family. The location of more than one density unit on each lot will need to be reviewed by the Town for driveway access, frontage requirements, compliance with approved development areas and Option 1 standards. Motion to approve the the preliminary CSM carried 3-0, 7:06 p.m. 
J. LIVESEY/REVISED SHARED DRIVEWAY PERMIT/SHARPES CORNER RD/SEC 32: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the revised shared driveway permit as submitted, entitled “Livesey Arena – Town of Springdale, Grading and Erosion Control Plan, dated Sept. 14, 2011, by Quam Engineering, LLC.” Discussion: The revised driveway was designed to avoid wetlands, begins at the existing driveway on Sharpes Corner Rd. and is proposed to be built to the standards of a shared driveway its entire length in case two house sites can be developed in the Town of Primrose. At this point in time, only one house site has been approved in the Town of Primrose. If a second house site is approved, an amendment to this driveway permit from the Springdale Town Board will be required. The shared driveway agreement is on file in the town hall. Motion carried 3-0, 7:12 p.m. 
BARTENDER’S LICENSE/MADELINE DOYLE/MARCINE’S: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the bartender’s license for Madeline Doyle. Discussion: The required proof of training, satisfactory record check and fee have been received. Motion to approve carried 3-0, 
7:19 p.m.

SIGNATURE ON BUILDING INSPECTION CONTRACT/JOHNSON INSPECTIONS, LLC: NO TB ACTION REQUIRED. FYI to the TB - Johnson Inspections, LLC, has generated a contract in the new business name and has requested the Town Chair signature confirming the TB action of the October TB meeting. The terms remain the same as discussed at the October TB meeting. 
BUDGETARY: 

A. MT. VERNON CEMETERY FUNDING REQUEST: It was generally agreed that it would be reasonable to provide some financial assistance to the Mt. Vernon Cemetery Association for annual maintenance. The TB has received a copy of the association’s financial statement to establish a basis for the annual contribution. Presently, the town spends approximately $800 on the upkeep of the Oak Hill Cemetery. The Mt. Vernon Cemetery is considered to be at least twice the size of the Oak Hill Cemetery. During the budget work session the TB calculated a contribution of $1000 per year. Harland Erfurth, the representative of the Mt. Vernon Cemetery Association thanked the TB for its consideration, requests the TB to consider increasing the annual donation to $2000 in the future and plans to submit a request for funding every year. The matter will be acted on at the 11/16/11 budget hearing.
B. ASSESSOR ELECTRONIC RECORDS REQUIRMENT: According to the State Department of Revenue, beginning in 2013, assessors will be required to collect and store electronically all data on the current Property Record Card. In a letter dated, October 27, 2011, Town Assessor Gardiner Appraisal Service, LLC, requests $6,300.00 be budgeted to make a computerized file of all drawings of the buildings in Springdale and to update any digital pictures in a computerized file. Gardiner has purchased the software and attended three classes to meet the new requirements. He requests payment to begin the required electronic conversion in 2012, since it would be difficult to complete this requirement for all the communities the firm serves in 2013. $6,300.00 is based on the product of the number of parcels in a municipality and $8. ($5 for the copy of the pictures and $3 for the copy of the drawings. Gardiner has the camera and would hire technicians to complete the work.) Generally speaking the TB considers the proposal ‘probably reasonable” but needs more information before the budget hearing on 11/16/11. 
DANE COUNTY INTERGOVERNMENTAL RADIO SYSTEM REVISED AGREEMENT: TB Supervisor Wayne Hefty attended the most recent Dane County Towns Association meeting about this topic and will keep the TB apprised of upcoming developments. It is generally agreed that the radio system is a good and needed system but paying the bills now and in the future is the sticky point.

BILLS: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve payment of the bills. Motion to approve carried, 3-0.
ADJOURN: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to adjourn. Motion carried 3-0.
