MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE TOWN BOARD MEETING – March 19, 2012 

IN ATTENDANCE: Town Board Chair Ed Eloranta, Supervisor I Wayne Hefty, Supervisor II Richard Schwenn and Clerk Vicki Anderson.

CALL TO ORDER: by Chair Eloranta, 7 p.m.

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. By 3/15/12 the agenda was posted in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law and as a courtesy to the citizens, the agenda was published in the “Mt. Horeb Mail.” 
MINUTES: Motion by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the TB minutes of 2/6/12 and 3/1/12 as distributed. Motion to approve carried 3-0.  

Fire District Update: INFORMATION ONLY: Mike Lamberty, town representative to the Mount Horeb Area Joint Fire Department, provided an update to the TB: *A new mechanic has been hired to replace the mechanic who resigned. *Old Engine 3 has been sold. *New Engine 3 is being outfitted to serve as a first-response vehicle and should be available in 2013. 

Mt. Vernon Park Association Annual Report to TB: INFORMATION ONLY: Craig Judd, President of the volunteer park board, provided the annual report to the TB: *The Board continues to oversee the maintenance and activities of the town park. 

* In addition to the donation from the Town to the association to support its activities, the Board holds several fundraisers. For example, a chili cook-off and bake sale was held at Marcine’s in Mt. Vernon on 3/24 and the annual ball tournaments will be held in August. * In 2011, the association purchased improved playground equipment for $7800 and reshingled the bathrooms. *The park was rented out 26 days last summer. *Calendar for 2012: Park Spring Clean Up – April 27, 4:40 p.m., with the rain date of April 28. Ball Tournaments: Aug. 25-26, Sept. 1-2 and Sept. 8-9. *The 2012 Board members are: Craig Judd, President; James Graham, Vice-President; Lindsay Jenson, Secretary; Anita Nesheim, Treasurer/Park Scheduler; Jack Northrop/Park Grounds Keeper; Directors: Ben Goebler, Dan Michaels, Jack Northrup and Terry Pankow. The TB thanked Judd and the Board for its good work – “The Town is getting a good deal.”

PC Recommendations: Public Hearing: M. Brunner/CTH J/Sec. 23/LOT LINE ADJUSTMENT/CSM,
MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the lot line adjustment as presented in the revised CSM as approved by the PC. Discussion: Approximately 0.4 acres will be added to the existing CSM lot to allow for the necessary property line setback for the construction of a new shed. There are no further divisions of this lot and no fee will be charged since it is a lot line adjustment. The Town Plan states: “The town requires notification of any lot line adjustment.” Motion to approve carried 3-0. 

Driveway Permit Part 2/Lot 1 - Getz Rd./Sec. 6/S. Jochimsen: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the Driveway Permit Part 2 contingent upon payment of the $100 fine by the property developer Don Anderson,  and the $100 Driveway Permit fee by the current property owner of Lot 1, and receipt of the required shared driveway agreement within 30 days of this meeting. Discussion: TB Chair Eloranta conducted a site visit of the proposed driveway location and reports no terrain or water drainage issues. The Driveway Permit Part 1 for the shared portion of the driveway for Lots 1, 2 and 3 by D. Anderson, had been approved by the TB with conditions. The conditions were not satisfactorily completed prior to construction of the shared portion of the driveway, therefore a $100 fine has been assessed to D. Anderson. Motion to approve Driveway Permit Part 2 with conditions carried 3-0, 7:28 p.m. 
Alliant Energy/Rebuilding of Overhead Lines – part of Messerschmidt Dr., Kollath Rd. and Kelly Hill Rd: MOTION  by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the power line locations as presented. Discussion: Residents along the route were notified about this scheduled discussion of the overhead lines and invited to weigh-in. No residents attended the meeting or contacted the town hall. Motion to approve carried 3-0., 7:29 p.m. 
Hidden View Trail Layout: Residents of Hidden View Trail brought to the attention of the TB that the current layout of the road at its intersection with Klevenville-Riley Rd. makes it difficult for large vehicles, such as school busses, to turn. The TB generally agreed that the Town Patrolman should prepare a construction plan to improve this intersection and include it in the packet of 2012 road work to be submitted for bids. The construction plan would include: modifying the tear drop at the intersection to allow a straight shot at both sides; tear out the curb, bushes and a tree; and maintain a dip/low spot to prevent water from rushing onto Klevenville-Riley Rd.  bids and more details about the construction plan will be discussed at the April 24 TB meeting. 

Bridge Inspection Contract – Dane County Highway/ 2012-2013: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the 2012-2013 Bridge Inspection Contract between the Town and Dane County Highway. Discussion: In accordance with State Statute 84.17, all municipal bridges will need to be inspected in 2012. The two bridges in Town that must be inspected on Spring Rose Rd. and Paulson Rd. The town has satisfactorily entered into this contract with DC Highway in the past for the same sum, $150/bridge. Motion to approve carried 3-0., 7:42 p.m.

Asssessor’s Contract – Amendments for Electronic Record Requirements: NO ACTION. The Town will await receipt of the standard language for the contract amendment before paying the increased cost of electronic record requirements. The Wisconsin Towns Association recommends simple, standard language.

Road Repairs in 2012 incl. Fargo Rd.: MOTion by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the proposed repair of Fargo Rd. in cooperation with the private party responsible for the damage so that the private party covers 2/3s the cost of the material and spreads the black top and the Town covers the cost of the Town Patrolman’s labor and 1/3 the cost of the material and provides the equipment.  Discussion: In the fall, a piece of farm equipment damaged Fargo Rd. The operator is willing to work with the Town to repair the damage. Since Fargo Rd. was not in tip-top condition, it is not expected that the operator would have to cover all of the costs of repair. Motion carried 3-0. 

Amendment - Agreement Relating to DaneCom Radio – Procedural: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the changes to the DaneCom Radio Agreement. Discussion: The amendment is procedural, not substantive. It deletes the date by which a certain number of towns were to approve the agreement. Motion carried 3-0. 
Bills: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to pay the bills. Motion carried 3-0. 

Adjourn/Time: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to adjourn. Motion carried 3-0, 7:50 p.m..
