MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE TOWN BOARD MEETING – April 18, 2011 

IN ATTENDANCE: Town Board Chair Supervisor I Wayne Hefty, Supervisor II Richard Schwenn and Clerk Vicki Anderson.

CALL TO ORDER: by Chair Eloranta, 7 p.m.

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. By 4/14/11 the agenda was posted in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law. As an additional service to the citizens, a tentative agenda of the meeting was published in the “Mt. Horeb Mail” and Town and Country Shopper on 4/14/11. 
MINUTES: Motion by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the TB minutes of 3/21/11 as distributed. Motion carried 3-0. 

PUBLIC INPUT: The 2011 Open Book will be held on Tuesday, May 3, from 4-6 p.m. in the town hall. The 2011 Board of Review will be held on Wednesday, May 25, from 6 – 8 p.m. or later if need be. 

MOUNT HOREB AREA JOINT FIRE DISTRICT (MHAJFD) ORDINANCE FOR FIRE SAFETY INSPECTIONS/ENFORCEMENT AND MONTHLY REPORT: a. Monthly Report: MHAJFD Commissioner Mike Lamberty reported the following: 1. The annual spring fire muster will be held in conjunction with the Village of Mt. Horeb summer art fair in mid-July as part of the Village’s sesquicentennial celebration. 2. He will provide a copy of the volunteer firefighters and EMT fund to the TB annually. The fundraisers, such as the fire muster, generate revenue used by the volunteers for fire department related activities outside of the department’s operating budget. 3. The MHAJFD is leaning towards maintaining the interim fire chief position, currently held by Craig Brinkman, as a volunteer position. Sometimes, volunteer staff with a paid fire chief can lead to friction among the personnel. Also, it was generally agreed that a paid position should be subject to a typical employee selection process with applications from both inside and outside the department. 

b. Ordinance for Fire Safety Inspections/Enforcement: It was agreed to send the following ordinance to the town attorney before consideration of adoption at the next TB meeting.   

The purpose of the ordinance is to give the fire safety inspectors the authority to inspect businesses open to the public for compliance with fire safety codes and to issue citations for fire safety code violations. No costs would be incurred by the town for the fire safety inspections. 
ORDINANCE 11-04-1       TOWN OF SPRINGDALE

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 4-1-1 AND SECTION 1-2-5  OF THE TOWN OF SPRINGDALE CODE OF ORDINANCES RELATING TO FIRE SAFETY INSPECTIONS AND ENFORCEMENT

The Town Board of the Town of Springdale hereby ordains as follows:

1. Section 4-1-1 of the Town Code of Ordinances is amended to provide as follows: 

(3) Fire protection within the Town shall be furnished in accordance with the Fire Protection and Rescue Service Agreement establishing the Mount Horeb Area Fire District. The Chief of the Mount Horeb Area Fire Department shall hold the office of Fire Inspector, pursuant to Wis. Stat. 101.14, and may appoint one or more deputy fire inspectors. 

2. Section 1-2-5 of the Town Code of Ordinances is amended to provide as follows:

(b) (3) Fire Inspector or Deputy Fire Inspectors. The officials granted authority to issue citations under this subsection may delegate that authority to other Town employees only with the approval of the Town Board.

PLAN COMMISSION: A. S. LANDRY/CUP #2167 LIMITED-FAMILY BUSINESS FOR MOTORCYCLE SALES/SEC. 26/ERB RD.: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve with the following conditions as agreed upon by the Plan Commission at their 3/28/11 meeting: 
1. The business operation shall be limited to the existing accessory building on the property.

2. Additions to the existing building and/or construction of another building for business purposes shall be reviewed by the Town of Springdale Plan Commission.

3. The business operation is limited to the sale of up to ten (10) rare motorcycles per year. No outdoor display of motor vehicles shall be permitted.

4. All business-related materials shall be stored in the existing accessory building. 

5. No signage will be installed.

6. No extra lighting for the business is necessary.

7. No retail sales shall be conducted on the property.

8. Hours of operation, to arrange the pick up of a motorcycle, shall be limited to Saturdays only from 8 a.m. to noon.

9. No non-family members shall be employed by the limited-family business.

10. The conditional use shall expire upon sale of the property to a non-family member. 
Discussion: The CUP is needed to bring into compliance a small-scale operation to sell restored motorcycles. The State noticed that S. Landry had sold more than three motorcycles in a year, necessitating a dealer’s license. Neighbors in attendance expressed concern about the limited-family business growing into something bigger and different than originally intended. They questioned whether the business would require frequent use of Erb Rd. by delivery trucks, which would further deteriorate the road. To address these concerns it was explained that delivery trucks were not expected as part of this application and the neighbors were encouraged to contact Dane County Zoning with their concerns if they observed business activity above and beyond the permitted limited-family business. Motion to approve with conditions carried 3-0, 7:29 p.m.

B. T. RINDY/REZONE FROM B-1 TO C-1 #10301, CUP #2168 FOR DUPLEX OF EXISTING STRUCTURE/CTH G AND STATE RD. 92/SEC. 34: MOTION to approve the rezone from B-1 to C-1 with the CUP for the duplex ONLY. Discussion: This action is necessary to bring the existing use into compliance with the current zoning code. The former grandfathered status as a legal non-conforming duplex in B-1 zoning expired after more than one year of vacancy. Due to the space limitations on the property, the typical zoning district for duplexes, R-3A, did not apply. Motion to approve with conditions carried 3-0, 7:31 p.m.  
DRIVEWAY PERMITS: A. DALBY – STARK/AGRICULTURAL DRIVEWAY ONLY/KLEVENVILLE-RILEY RD./SEC. 3: MOTION by Eloranta/Schwenn to approve the Driveway Permit for agricultural use only on CSM 4855 Lot 2, to be constructed in conformance with the Town of Springdale Driveway Construction Guide. Discussion: A restriction has been recorded on the CSM 4855 Lot 1 and Lot 2 which states: “..shall not be utilized for residential purposes pursuant to Town of Springdale action of Aug. 12, 1985.” The applicants state that an agricultural building of approximately 1200’ or 1400’ will be constructed on Lot 2 and the ag driveway is needed to access the building. It was questioned what type of viable ag activity could occur on the small lot with a building and whether access from Keithbridge Circle vs. Klevenville-Riley Rd. would be preferable. However, the applicants considered the terrain better suited for a building near Klevenville-Riley Rd. Motion to approve carried 2-1 (Hefty – nay), 7:38 p.m.

B. R. PHARO – T. DUERST/STATE RD. 92-DUERST VALLEY RD./SEC. 33: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve as depicted on the Site Plan Project No. 1179, Drawing No. C1.1 as presented, to be constructed in accordance with the Town of Springdale Driveway Construction Guide. Discussion: According to R. Pharo, Dane County Rural Numbering Dept. required the name of the road to be changed from Duerst Rd. to a name not yet used in Dane County. The applicants selected the name Duerst Valley Rd. Motion to approve carried 3-0.   
REPAIRS TO WINDOWS/HISTORICAL TOWN HALL, REPAIRS AND PAINTING TO THE CEILING/CURRENT TOWN HALL AND PAINTING BATHROOMS: MOTION by Eloranta/Schwenn to accept the bid of Larry Skupien for work in the 1981 town hall for the labor cost of $1,605.00 and to accept the bid of Joel and Larry Hefty for the work in the historical town hall for the labor cost of $3,471.00. Discussion: H. Bircher was not in attendance to answer questions re: his bid. Motion carried 3-0.

PUBLIC HEARING: AMENDMENTS TO THE TOWN LAND USE PLAN AFTER REVIEW BY THE PC. No motion. It was generally agreed that the draft language for the proposed amendments shall be sent to the town attorney for review at this time. More discussion is needed but it was generally agreed that the town would continue to pursue language to allow for one further land division when the bulk of the farmland was split off and sold as long as the land was protected for perpetuity by a conservation easement, the land was never built on for residential purposes and the land was kept in agricultural production. For the purposes of a conservation easement for this additional land division above and beyond the density units established in the Plan for residential development, the criteria for the co-holder of the conservation easement and the restriction on buildings to be stipulated in the conservation easement need further discussion. Also, it was generally agreed at this time that the town would not allow one further land division when land was split off to protect non-agricultural land such as prairie remnants, significant resources of ground and surface water, wildlife habitat, historic sites or scenic views. 

BILLS: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the bills as submitted. Motion carried 3-0.
