MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE TOWN BOARD MEETING – Sept. 19, 2011 

IN ATTENDANCE: Town Board Chair Ed Eloranta, Supervisor I Wayne Hefty, Supervisor II Richard Schwenn and Clerk Vicki Anderson.

CALL TO ORDER: by Chair Eloranta, 8 p.m.

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. By 9/15/11 the agenda was posted in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law. As an additional service to the citizens, a notice of the meeting was published in the “Mt. Horeb Mail” on 9/15/11. 
MINUTES: Motion by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the TB minutes of 8/22/11 with corrections:  replace reference to Lot 3 with Lot 2 and add “Motion carried 3-0.” Motion to approve carried 3-0. 

Public Input: Supervisor Richard Schwenn commented that he is happy that the town is served entirely by the Mount Horeb Area Fire District because he has read that the Verona Area Fire District is considering a push to build a new fire station at a cost of $580,000 to 7.8 million dollars. 
Dane County Sheriff Brooke Gagner: Deputy Gagner has returned from maternity leave and wanted to check in with the town about any concerns. Speeding will continue to be monitored through Klevenville on CTH P, at the intersection of Offerdahl Rd. and Town Hall Rd. The speed board can be requested from the Sheriff’s Dept. if anyone has concerns about speeding.  
FIRE DISTRICT INPUT: MHAFD Board Representative Mike Lamberty shared the following information with the TB: 

1. Craig Brinkman has been named Chief in a two-year contract, no salary but $250/month compensation. 

2. The rough land rescue vehicle, the Argo, will be sold and the funds from the sale of the equipment used to repair the station roof. 

3. The TB learned that the volunteer firefighters group in the MHAFD is not required to provide its financial records to interested parties per the public record law because it is a non-profit organization. The TB was disappointed in the group’s position on this request because the TB believes it is good policy to open the books to the public to show how money raised from the public is spent. 

4. The annual budget meeting of the MHAFD will be held on Wednesday, Sept. 28, 7:30 p.m., in the fire station. At that time the TB would like to discuss the following topics:

a. The philosophy behind borrowing/carrying debt of the MHAFD.

b. The budget shows $35,500 for the chief even though he is to receive no salary but $250/month compensation. On what will the rest of the $36,500 be spent?

c. Volunteer fire fighters financial records. 

d. Can the debt incurred by a fire department, the responsibility of the member municipalities, be listed as an allowable expenditure on the DOR levy limit worksheet?
Operator’s Licenses/MaRCine’s: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the operator’s license for Dorene Lynn Crichton. Discussion: The paperwork has been properly filed, fees paid and criminal record check satisfactory. Motion carried 3-0. 
Resolution/adopt employee Grieveance Procedure: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn by resolution to adopt the Employee Grievance Procedure as prepared by Attorney Mark Hazelbaker, Dane County Towns Association, with corrections: 1. In the table of contents the duplicate listings of Section Five and Section Six shall be stricken. 2. In Section 7 (4) the typographical error of “who” shall be replaced with “whole.”; this fulfills the requirement set forth by the State (2011 Act 10). Motion carried 3-0. 
Ordinance ESTABLISHING SPECIAL OR seasonal and special weight limits: MOTION by Eloranta/Hefty to make a statement of support in principle and awaiting final approval of the text for the Ordinance Establishing Special or Seasonal Weight Limits. Discussion: The Town of Berry has drafted an ordinance proposed to be utilized across Dane County for enforcement by the Dane County Sheriff’s Office. Supervisor Hefty wants an ordinance to be enforced all year round and Supervisor Schwenn does not agree with a year round ordinance. Therefore, Chair Eloranta looks at the special and seasonal weight limit ordinance as a means of protecting the roads when most vunerable, during the spring thaw. Motion for a statement of support carried 3-0.
BILLS: MOTION by Schwenn/Eloranta to approve payment of the bills. Discussion: The bill from Hefty Construction, Inc. for the repair of the windows in the historical town hall was not approved for payment because a couple of the windows can’t be opened/closed. Supervisor Hefty will discuss the matter with L. Hefty. Motion to approve the other bills carried 3-0, 
ADJOURN: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to adjourn.
