I. PUBLIC HEARING:

Call to order by Eloranta at 7 p.m. The following handouts were distributed and discussed as requested: Agenda, Sample Resolution for Electors to Exceed the Levy Limits at Special Town Meeting of the Electors, Sample Resolution for Electors to Adopt the Town Tax Levy at Special Town Meeting of the Electors, Spreadsheet of 2012-2014 Expenses, Notice of Public Budget Hearing.
* Chair Eloranta highlighted the following details on the budget summary handout: 

*The revenue is decreasing while the taxes are increasing from 2013-2014. In 2013 the town intends to borrow as needed to pay for the $33,817.00 bill for chip sealing roads to be discontinued. The loan has been approved and the town is waiting until it is necessary to borrow the money in late November – early December to pay the remaining 2013 bills. This was a 2014 expense incurred in 2013.  

*The intergovernmental revenue decreased due to the fewer road miles eligible for state aid. The town expects to recover this lost revenue in decreased expenses for snowplowing and road maintenance since all or portions of 21 roads were discontinued. 

* The 5% increase in the levy from 2012 to 2013 can be attributed to the 1.2% in new construction, debt service payment in 2014 for the loan for chip sealing the discontinued roads and a suggested increase in the levy limit to continue road work. 

*In 2014 a decrease in expenditures is suggested due to the 2013 road work completed in 2014. 

*The TB has recommended increasing slightly monies allocated for annual road work in the effort to stay ahead of road deterioration because some year, the town could incur extra ordinary expenses and have to borrow for the big expense. If borrowing is necessary, it has been the policy of the TB to pay off debt as quickly as possible to decrease the cost of interest. 

*TB recommendation: The TB is recommending a slight increase of $15,000.00 to the levy limit, a 3.756% increase over the allowable levy limit, to enable the town to complete $136,000 worth of road maintenance in 2014. Typically, the town has budgeted $160,000 for road maintenance. $412,937.20 divided by $298,312,200 = mill rate 1.38424509/thousand/assessed value.
