IN ATTENDANCE: Carol Statz, Ellen Bunn, Wayne Hefty, John Rosenbaum, Jeff Smith, Denise Sullivan. (A quorum is present.)
CALL TO ORDER: by Statz at 7 p.m. 

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. The final agenda was posted on 7/18/12 in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law and as a courtesy to the residents, a notice was published in the Mt. Horeb Mail. 
MINUTES: MOTION by Hefty/Sullivan to approve the minutes of June 25, 2012, as distributed. Motion carried 5-0.
C & E BOLDEN/CTH PD/SEC. 11 & 14/SLIGHTLY REVISED PRELIMINARY CSM: MOTION by Rosenbaum/Sullivan to approve the revised lot line with the understanding that new building sites shall be limited to two – one new building site on Lot 2 and one new building site on Lot 4.  Discussion: The preliminary CSM approved by the Town in June, 2012, contained Lot 3 with the existing house on 6 acres. A prospective buyer is interested in purchasing the existing house and 13 acres.  This proposal is consistent with the approved concept plan- no more lots, and the approved development areas /building envelopes are retained. Motion to approve carried 5-0, 7:09 p.m.

B. PADLEY/KLEVENVILLE RILEY RD./SEC. 3/PRELIMINARY CSM: MOTION by Hefty/Smith – Due to the covenants and restrictions on the property, the PC cannot approve the preliminary CSM as submitted. Discussion: A preliminary CSM containing Lot 1 of 8.2 acres and the remainder of the property containing 131.2 acres was submitted for the July PC meeting. This farmhouse, outbuildings and agricultural land constitute the 75% open area of the Plat of Hidden Ridge. B. Padley sold the 25% area and all of the density units to Terry Temple.  Temple owned the 25% area and developed it into the Plat of Hidden Ridge.  According to the Deed Restriction Agreement, Document # 4171522,  recorded at Dane County Register of Deeds on 3/17/06, the “Developer shall close on the purchase of the lands owned by Padley to be incorporated with the Plat, and all of the Development Units on Padley’s adjoining land to be retained by Padley shall be conveyed by Padley to Developer pursuant to the Deed Restriction Agreement. Motion to deny carried 6-0, 7:38 p.m.   
PLAN COMMISSION PROCEDURES: 
MEETING TIME: MOTION by Hefty/Rosenbaum to move the meeting time to 7 p.m. Discussion: Two members of the PC,  and two members of the TB who usually attend the PC meetings, are not in attendance tonight. It was generally agreed to put the matter on the Aug. PC agenda to allow time to consult with all interested parties to see whether their work schedules will always allow for an earlier start time. For example, the TB has two different meeting times depending upon the time of the year: 7:30 p.m. during the farming season and 7 p.m. the rest of the year.  Motion to move the meeting time was denied.
The next PC meeting will be held on Monday, Aug. 27, at 7 p.m., with the deadline for submittals as Aug. 13, 2012.  If a site visit is requested, the applicant will be asked to attend the August PC meeting to enable the PC to explain the site visit/concept plan process and answer any questions the applicant may have regarding the town land use plan.
