MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE PLAN COMMISSION MEETING OCTOBER 24, 2011  
IN ATTENDANCE: Carol Statz, Mike Fagan, Jim Hanson, Wayne Hefty, John Rosenbaum, Jeff Smith and Denise Sullivan.  (A quorum is present.)
CALL TO ORDER: by Statz at 8:01 p.m. 

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. The final agenda was posted on 10/20/11 in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law. 
MINUTES: MOTION by Fagan/Leazer to approve the minutes of Sept. 26, 2011, as distributed. Motion carried 8-0.

J. & J. BIGLER-HERRICKS TRUST/CONCEPT PLAN-PRELIMINARY CSM/KOLLATH RD./SEC. 35 & 36:
MOTION by Hefty/Sullivan to approve the revised 2003 concept plan of Violet Herrick lands to include all wooded, non-agricultural land as a development area for the preliminary CSM Lot 2 in the southwest quadrant of Sec. 36. Discussion:  Contiguous acres owned on the effective date of the Plan = 190.791 acres. A concept plan was approved in late 2003 with development areas in the wooded land in the southwest corner and northeast corner of the property. Based on that concept plan, a two-acre lot was created for Chad Bigler. Now, a preliminary certified survey map (CSM) has been created showing Lot 1 of 118.455 acres with the 2003 concept plan development area in the southwest corner of the proposed lot; Lot 3 of 36 acres with the 2003 concept plan development area covering two-thirds of the proposed lot; and Lot 2 of 36 acres with no previously identified development area. Therefore, the wooded, non-agricultural land of Lot 2 was identified as the development area for that lot. It was generally agreed that the development areas shown on the three proposed lots were adequate for the number of potential density units : nine potential density units – one density unit used by Chad Bigler = eight remaining potential density units. At this point in time, one density unit per lot, for a total of three density units on the three-lot CSM has been agreed to by the family. The location of more than one density unit on each lot will need to be reviewed by the Town for driveway access and frontage requirements for lots of 35 acres or less. Motion to approve the revised concept plan carried 8 -0. 

MOTION by Hefty/Fagan to approve the preliminary CSM as presented in conformance with the revised concept plan. Discussion: The Lots will be subject to a development area on file in the town hall. Motion carried 8-0.  
PLAN COMMISSION PROCEDURES: 
Annual Town Land Use Plan Amendments: It was generally agreed that language in Section 9/Commercial Development of the Town Land Use Plan could be clarified by using the terms Non-Residential/Non-Agricultural Development instead of Commercial Development. The Town wants to make it perfectly clear that the standards in the Plan could apply to a range of uses -family businesses, agricultural businesses, home-occupations, institutions, limited commercial, commercial, industrial, conservatory, etc. 
The next PC meeting will be held on Nov. 28, 2011, at 8 p.m., with the deadline for submittals as Nov. 14, 2011.  If a site visit is requested, the applicant will be asked to attend the November PC meeting to enable the PC to explain the site visit/concept plan process and answer any questions the applicant may have regarding the town land use plan.
