MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE PLAN COMMISSION MEETING NOV. 28, 2011  
IN ATTENDANCE: Carol Statz, Ellen Bunn, Mike Fagan, Wayne Hefty, Dick Leazer, John Rosenbaum, Jeff Smith and Denise Sullivan.  (A quorum is present.)

CALL TO ORDER: by Statz at 8:01 p.m. 

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. The final agenda was posted on 11/27/11 in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law. 
MINUTES: MOTION by Hefty/Fagan to approve the minutes of Oct. 24, 2011, as distributed. Motion carried 7-0.

J. LIVESEY-FORMERLY J. OLTMAN LANDS/SEC. 32/SHARPES CORNER RD./CUP #2188-HORSE STABLE/RIDING ARENA/PLUMBING IN ACCESSORY BUILDING. OUTBUILDINGS FOR PRIVATE USE: 

MOTION by Hefty/Rosenbaum to recommend approval of Conditional Use Permit #2188 with the six conditions as drafted by Dane County Zoning Division and three additional conditions:

1. Horse boarding shall be limited up to 20 horses.

2. Horse boarding shall be limited to boarding of personal horses owned by the landowner.

3. Public riding events or competitions are prohibited.

4. Outside loudspeakers and amplified sounds are prohibited.

5. Owner is responsible for instituting a manure management plan approved by Dane County Land Conservation.

6. Sanitary facilities shall be permitted in the accessory structure, if needed.

7. The CUP is granted for private use only; no commercial uses shall be allowed.

8. No residential uses shall be permitted in the stall barn.

9. Exterior lighting shall be dark-sky lighting and preferably motion activated.

Discussion: Dane County Zoning is requiring a CUP for the horse stable/riding arena because the property owner does not live on the premises and the accessory building is to include a kitchenette, laundry facility and sanitary facilities. It is to made perfectly clear that the accessory building may not be occupied. It is the intent of the owner to house his eight or nine horses on the property and a trainer will care for them. An additional building, a storage building, will also be built as a replacement for a storage building removed from the property. The new storage building is not part of this CUP. 

The Plan Commission after consideration of the conditional use permit made the following findings of fact. 

Consideration of the six standards in Dane County Code of  Ordinances 10.255(2)(b) by PC:

1. That the establishment, maintenance, or operation of the conditional use will not be detrimental to or endanger the public health, safety, comfort or welfare; 

2. That the uses, values and enjoyment of other property in the neighborhood for purposes already permitted shall be in no foreseeable manner substantially impaired or diminished by establishment, maintenance or operation of the conditional use.

3. That the establishment of the conditional use will not impede the normal and orderly development and improvement of the surrounding property for uses permitted in the district. 

4. That adequate utilities, access roads, drainage and other necessary site improvements have been or are being made; 

5. That adequate measures have been or will be taken to provide ingress and egress so designed as to minimize traffic congestion in the public streets; 

6. That the conditional use shall conform to all applicable regulations of the district in which it is located.  Motion to approve with conditions carried 8-0. Motion to approve CUP #2188 with conditions carried 8-0. 

S. LANDRY/CUP# 2167/REVISED CONDITIONS FOR LIMITED-FAMILY BUSINESS IN MOTORCYCLE SALES/ERB RD./ SEC. 26: 

MOTION by Hefty/Fagan to revise the conditions agreed upon in May, 2011, to meet the requirements of the state vehicle sales department:

1. The business operation shall be limited to the existing accessory building on the property for the purposes of sales of exotic motorcycles.

2. Additions to the existing building and/or construction of another building for business purposes shall be reviewed by the Town of Springdale Plan Commission.

3. The business operation is limited to the sale of up to ten (10) rare motorcycles per year. 
4. All business-related materials shall be stored in the existing accessory building. No outdoor display of motor vehicles shall be permitted.

5. Signage, if required by the state, shall be installed in conformance with the Town of Springdale sign ordinance and State and County ordinances, whichever is stricter.

6. No extra lighting for the business shall be permitted.

7. Retail hours for onsite customers shall be limited to Saturdays only from 8 a.m. to noon.

8. No non-family members shall be employed by the limited-family business.

9. The conditional use shall expire upon sale of the property to a non-family member. 
Discussion: The state vehicle sales department requires signage and retail hours. The previous conditions for the CUP stated “no signage” and “no retail sales.” The intent of the previous condition prohibiting retail sales was to prevent prospective customers coming-and-going to this limited-family business in a residential neighborhood. The Plan Commission believes that goal can be achieved by limiting the retail hours for onsite customers to Saturday mornings only, the time period originally stipulated for the pick up of the motorcycles. Motion to approve the revised conditions carried 8-0, 8:45 p.m.

PLAN COMMISSION PROCEDURES: 
The next PC meeting will be held on Jan. 23, 2012, at 8 p.m., with the deadline for submittals as Jan. 9, 2012.  If a site visit is requested, the applicant will be asked to attend the January PC meeting to enable the PC to explain the site visit/concept plan process and answer any questions the applicant may have regarding the town land use plan.
