ERICKSON LANDS/OFFERDAHL RD./SEC. 21/PRELIMINARY CSM: 
MOTION by Bunn/Leazer to approve the preliminary CSM as it matches the concept plan approved on 6/27/11 and is consistent with the Town Land Use Plan goals to preserve agricultural land and the rural character of the town. Discussion: Contiguous acres owned on the effective date of the Plan = approximately 40 acres. A site visit was conducted on 1/29/11. The Option 2 concept plan with 

Lot 1 – existing house on 1.98 acres, Lot 2 – 3.08 acres and Lot 3 - 34.95 acres,  was discussed at PC meetings on 5/23/11 and 6/27/11 and the PC and applicant worked to consider all of the factors: preserving ag land, avoiding strip development and clustering some building envelopes. The following statements will be required on the final CSM – no further divisions of these three lots and the approved building envelopes will be on file in the town hall. Screenings will be required at the building envelope for Lot 3. Motion to approve carried unanimously, 6-0.
