MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE PLAN COMMISSION MEETING Oct. 22, 2012  
IN ATTENDANCE: Carol Statz, Mike Fagan, Wayne Hefty, Jim Hanson, Jeff Smith and Denise Sullivan. (A quorum is present.)
CALL TO ORDER: by Statz at 7 p.m. 

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. The final agenda was posted on 10/18/12 in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law and as a courtesy to the residents, a notice was published in the Mt. Horeb Mail on 10/18/12. 
MINUTES: MOTION by Fagan/Sullivan to approve the minutes of Oct. 1, 2012, as distributed. Motion carried 6-0.
PUBLIC HEARING/ACTION: C. & M. LOTTA/CUP #2012-0222/HORSE BOARDING STABLE/SEC. 36/SPRINGROSE RD.: MOTION by Hefty/Fagan to approve CUP #2012-0222 for a horse boarding stable with the following conditions: 
1. Horse boarding shall be limited up to 20 horses.

2. Horse boarding shall be limited to boarding and training of personal horses and horses owned by others.

3. No public riding events or competitions are permitted.

4. No outside loudspeakers and amplified sounds are permitted.

5. Sanitary facilities, a bathroom and sink, without a shower, and water utilities necessary in a barn, shall be permitted in the accessory structure.

6. No residential uses shall be permitted in the stall barn.

7. Exterior lighting shall be dark-sky lighting, preferably motion activated, and no photo cell or timer activated lighting shall be permitted.

8. Employees shall be limited to family members residing on the farm and a maximum of two non-family employees.

9. No horse trailer parking shall be permitted within 50 feet of Spring Rose Rd.

Standard considerations for all CUP applications: The Plan Commission after consideration of the conditional use permit made the following findings of fact. 

Consideration of the six standards in Dane County Code of  Ordinances 10.255(2)(b) by PC:

1. That the establishment, maintenance, or operation of the conditional use will not be detrimental to or endanger the public health, safety, comfort or welfare; 

2. That the uses, values and enjoyment of other property in the neighborhood for purposes already permitted shall be in no foreseeable manner substantially impaired or diminished by establishment, maintenance or operation of the conditional use.

3. That the establishment of the conditional use will not impede the normal and orderly development and improvement of the surrounding property for uses permitted in the district. 

4. That adequate utilities, access roads, drainage and other necessary site improvements have been or are being made; 

5. That adequate measures have been or will be taken to provide ingress and egress so designed as to minimize traffic congestion in the public streets; 

6. That the conditional use shall conform to all applicable regulations of the district in which it is located.

Motion to approve carried 6-0. 
PUBLIC HEARING/ACTION: PC CONSIDERATION AND REPORT ON DISCONTINUANCE OF THAT PORTION OF EAST 2NDS STREET  BETWEEN BLOCKS 26 AND 27 IN MT. VERNON: MOTION BY STATZ/SULLIVAN to adopt the following resolution and to recommend that the neighboring property owners draft and record a joint driveway easement for the shared use of this land.:
CONSIDERATION AND REPORT OF THE TOWN OF SPRINGDALE PLAN COMMISSION ON THE RESOLUTION TO VACATE THE PORTION OF EAST SECOND STREET LOCATED IN THE TOWN OF SPRINGDALE, DANE COUNTY, WISCONSIN


WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Springdale introduced a Resolution to vacate a portion of East Second Street in the Town of Springdale, Dane County, Wisconsin. A copy of the Resolution is attached hereto; and 


WHEREAS, the Town Board referred the Resolution to the Town of Springdale Plan Commission for consideration and report; and 


WHEREAS, upon consideration of the Resolution, the Town of Springdale Plan Commission has determined that the public interest requires that the portion of East Second Street, described on the diagram and legal description attached hereto, be discontinued and the Resolution be adopted; 


NOW, THEREFORE, the Town of Springdale Plan Commission hereby reports and recommends that the Town Board of the Town of Springdale adopt the Resolution vacating the portion of East Second Street. The Town’s official map should also be revised and amended consistent with this recommendation.


This recommendation was duly adopted by the motion at a Plan Commission meeting on Oct. 22, 2012.

PLAN COMMISSION PROCEDURES: 
The next PC meeting will be held on Monday, Nov. 19, at 7 p.m., with the deadline for submittals on Nov. 5, 2012.  If a site visit is requested, the applicant will be asked to attend the November PC meeting to enable the PC to explain the site visit/concept plan process and answer any questions the applicant may have regarding the town land use plan.  In regards to the meeting time, the PC will strive to hold meetings at 7 p.m. with the understanding that flexibility may be required to accommodate everyone’s schedule. The TB meets at 7 p.m. or 7:30 p.m. depending upon the farming season.
