MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE TOWN BOARD MEETING – June 17, 2013 

IN ATTENDANCE: Town Board Chair Ed Eloranta, Supervisor I Jeff Smith, Supervisor II Richard Schwenn ( A quorum is present.)  and Clerk Vicki Anderson.   CALL TO ORDER: by Chair Eloranta, 7 p.m.

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. By 6/13/13 the agenda was posted in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law and as a courtesy to the citizens, the agenda was published in the “Mt. Horeb Mail.” 
MINUTES: Motion by Schwenn/Smith to approve the TB minutes of 5/20/13 as distributed. Motion to approve carried 3-0.  

PUBLIC INPUT: The pine tree at the intersection of CTH P and Zander Rd. in the road right-of-way has been selectively trimmed for road visibility from Zander Rd. 

Bartenders’ Licenses for Marcine’s and Riley Tavern: Motion by  Smith/Schwenn to approve the bartenders’ licenses for the following individuals. 

Marcine’s – Sandra K. Berg, , Lacy Gilbertson, Lanny Gilbertson, Tonia Gilbertson, Peggy J. Halverson, Patti L. Lawinger, William J. Lawinger, Justina J. Morgan, Holly Schoenmann, and Renee Tollefson. 

Riley Tavern – Julie Ann Brice, Tania Earley, Guy C.Evans III, Caana Heibel, Ryley O’Brien, Katherine Redican, Nicole C. Williams, and Tracey Young. Discussion: The fees, proof of training and acceptable criminal record check have been completed satisfactorily. Motion to approve carried 3-0.
Mt. Vernon Park Association/Picnic Permit/Bartenders’ Licenses/Ball Tournaments – Aug. 24, 25, 31, Sept. 1, 7, 8 - Forest of Fame Park in Mt. Vernon: MOTION by Schwenn/Smith to approve the Picnic Permit for the ball tournaments and to approve temporary operators’ licenses for James Graham, Craig Judd and Douglas Schlimgen for the tournament. Motion carried 3-0. 
Special Permit for Outdoor Events with Amplified Sound/Music/Riley Tavern/Aug. 17, 2013:

MOTION by Schwenn/Smith to approve the special permit for the single outdoor event scheduled at this time at Riley Tavern subject to the normal conditions and three new conditions: 

1. All amplified sound and music shall be discontinued at midnight, 12:00 a.m., for the events other than the Riley Fest.

2. All amplified sound and music shall be discontinued at 1:30 a.m. for the Riley Fest. The Riley Fest is the only outdoor music event at Riley Tavern at which amplified sound or music shall continue past midnight. 

3. Access for emergency equipment shall be maintained at all times on all roadways in the vicinity of Riley Tavern that are being used for parking by the patrons of the Riley Fest and other events. It shall be the responsibility of Riley Tavern to request “no parking” signs if necessary. 

4. Riley Tavern, Inc. shall continue their policy of employing adequate security for the event. 
5. Riley Tavern, Inc. shall install temporary snow fencing along the Deneen property line on the south side of Klevenville-Riley Rd. from the westerly edge of the tavern property to the easterly edge of the Deneen driveway for the Riley Fest.

6. Riley Tavern, Inc.  shall install temporary snow fencing along the Deneen property on the north side of Klevenville-Riley Rd. from CTH J to the westerly edge of the Deneen garden for the Riley Fest. The purpose of the snow fencing is to prevent Riley Fest participants from trespassing on Deneen property. 

7.  Riley Tavern, Inc. shall install “no parking’ signs on the west side of N. Station Rd. for the Riley Fest. 

DISCUSSION: Seven outdoor music events, in addition to the Riley Fest, are permitted annually at Riley Tavern. 
As of 6/17/13, one event has been scheduled for 7/1/2012-6/30/2013. As other events are scheduled, Riley Tavern is to notify the town so that the permit event can be discussed at a TB meeting and neighbors may be informed of the dates. The events shall comply with Town of Springdale Code of Ordinances, Sec. 7-2-17 © “SPECIAL PERMITS FOR EVENTS WITH AMPLIFIED SOUND OR MUSIC IN THE OUTDOOR CONSUMPTION AREA. Special permit(s) for event(s) with amplified sound or music in the outdoor consumption area may be granted by the Town Board. The Town Board shall approve each event and/or events by permit(s) and may impose specific conditions such as date of event, duration of event, hours of operation, hours of sale, notification requirements, and/or any additional conditions they deem necessary.” Motion carried 3-0.

Liquor Licenses: Marcine’s and Riley Tavern; MOTION by Schwenn/Smith to approve the renewal of the alcohol beverage license for Class B beer and Class B liquor for the period of 7/1/13 to 6/30/14 to Marcine L. Gilbertson, Marcine’s LLC, and James G. Murphy, Riley Tavern, Inc.  Discussion: The paperwork has been properly filed, fees paid and satisfactory criminal record check and premises inspection have been completed. Due to concerns expressed by a  neighbor to Riley Tavern regarding the noise levels from Tuesday – Thursday, the work week, the TB implored everyone involved to be respectful of each other. Often it is difficult to document a noise problem. The Dane County Sheriff’s Dept. has and will continue to respond to all complaints. In responding to noise complaints since May, 2013, the deputies personally, have not witnessed any noise problem. Motion to approve carried 3-0. 
Bartenders’ Licenses for Marcine’s: Motion by Schwenn/Smith to approve the bartenders’ licenses for Desyra Ott. 

Discussion: The fee,  proof of training and acceptable criminal record check have been completed satisfactorily. Ms. Ott is a new bartender in the Town of Springdale and attended the TB meeting to meet the TB. Motion to approve carried 3-0.
Plan Commission Recommendations: 

a. Coleman Dockter – rezone #10561 from C-1 to LC-1/compliance for structures and storage of equipment/N. Station Rd./Sec. 1: MOTION by Smith/Schwenn to approve from C-1 to LC-1 with the following conditions:1. The rezone is limited to the single permitted use of 10.111 Dane County Code of Ordinances Chapter 10.111 LC-1(2) Permitted Uses (b) Indoor Storage. 2. All setback regulations shall be met. 3. Outside lighting shall be dark-sky lighting (shielded to prevent glare into the night sky or direct-beam illumination of neighboring residences and with full cut-off fixtures which prevent all upward transmission of light) and switch-activated. Motion to approve with conditions carried 3-0.

b. T. J. Johnson/Preliminary CSM-Lot line adjustment/Coray Lane/Sec. 1 and CUP # 2242-limited family business – e-commerce business: MOTION by Smith/Schwenn to approve the preliminary CSM for the lot line reconfiguration. Discussion: The PC recommended approval of the preliminary CSM. New Lot 1, which was Lot 3, CSM 8897, will have 18.27 acres and new Lot 2, which was Lot 4 of CSM 8897, will have 14.64 acres. The lot line reconfiguration was designed to include more woods on the bigger property. Motion to approve carried 3-0. 

MOTION by Schwenn/Smith to approve CUP #2242 for Limited Family Business with the conditions as read:

In conclusion, the six standards for a CUP have been met with the following conditions of the CUP:

1. The accessory building to house the limited family business shall be limited in size to 48 sq. ft. x 56 sq. ft.

2. All employees, except one or one full-time equivalent, shall be a member of the family residing on the premises. 

3. On-site retail sales shall not be permitted. No customers shall travel to the site.

4. Outdoor storage, outdoor activities, and outside loudspeakers are prohibited.

5. The number of deliveries by standard UPS, FedEx and USPS deliveries shall be limited to six per day.

6. Outside lighting shall be dark-sky lighting (shielded to prevent glare into the night sky or direct-beam illumination of neighboring residences and with full cut-off fixtures which prevent all upward transmission of light) and switch-activated.

7.  Signage shall be limited to a small sign on the door or window.

8.  An easement agreement has been reached between T. J. Johnson and the neighboring property owner for the installation of utilities. 

Motion to approve carried 3-0, 8:17 p.m.   
c. Elmer and Norma Baker/preliminary CSM – Lot line adjustment/Ridgeview Rd./Sec. 7 & 8:

MOTION by Smith/Schwenn to approve the adjusted CSM for the adjusted lot line. Discussion: The Bakers are increasing the existing 1.7 acre Lot 1 CSM 4421, to include the outbuildings with the house. The preliminary CSM is approximately 4.5 acres. The PC recommended approval. Motion to approve carried 3-0.

Driveway Permit: 

a. Dennis Midthun/Sec. 36/Spring Rose Rd./existing Lot 3 and 70 acre parcel: MOTION by Schwenn/Smith to approve the shared Driveway Permit Part 1 to Lot 3, CSM 12742, and the 70 acre parcel contingent upon receipt of a revised and Town-approved shared driveway agreement and the driveway permit fees. Discussion: The shared Driveway Permit Part 1 shall be constructed in conformance with the Town of Springdale Driveway Construction Guide and Driveway Permit Ordinance with specific attention to the following: 1. Marty Bethke and Dennis Midthun, two of the property owners, volunteered to mark the location of the proposed driveway to insure that the driveway will be constructed with its property lines and to indicate the existing trees that could be impacted by the driveway construction. 2. The driveway will require a culvert, elevated driving surface, water retention areas and a Dane County Erosion Control Permit. 3. The shared driveway agreement submitted to the Town shall be revised to clarify that the 70 acre parcel is not eligible for further division. 4. Before building construction on Lot 3 and/or the 70 acre parcel, the Driveway Permit Part 2 shall be required.  5. A town-approved building envelope is on file for the 70 acre parcel. Motion to approve with contingencies carried 3-0. 
b. Dean Zingg/Sec. 31/Lewis Rd.: MOTION by Schwenn/Smith to approve Driveway Permit Part 1 and 2 noting that a culvert, adequate area for public safety equipment to reverse direction and a Dane County Erosion Control Permit shall be required. Discussion: The driveway shall be constructed in accordance with the Town of Springdale Driveway Construction Guide and Driveway Permit Ordinance. Motion to approve carried 3-0. 
Appeal of CUP 2237 – W. Smith/July 18, 2013, Dane County Board meeting:  It was generally agreed that Town Chair Eloranta is authorized to work with the Town Attorney Chris Hughes on any legal matters pertaining to the W. Smith appeal of the town denial of CUP application 2237 before the DC Board meeting on July 18, 2013. 
Swiss Cheese and Spotted Cows Bicycle Tour/Sunday, June 23, CTH JG in Springdale: INFORMATION ONLY: This bicycle tour on June 23 will travel a short distance in Springdale.
Bills: MOTION by Schwenn/Smith to pay the bills. Motion carried 3-0.
