MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE PLAN COMMISSION MEETING, July 28, 2014  
IN ATTENDANCE: Ellen Bunn, Mike Fagan, Jim Hanson, John Rosenbaum, Jeff Smith, and Denise Sullivan. (A quorum is present.) Clerk Vicki Anderson as the recording secretary.
CALL TO ORDER: by Rosenbaum at 7 p.m. 

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. The final agenda was posted on 7/24/14 in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law, and as a courtesy to the citizens, published in the Mt. Horeb Mail on 7/24/14. 
MINUTES: MOTION by Fagan/Smith to approve the minutes of 6/23/14 as distributed. MOTION carried 6-0. 

P. ARMSTRONG/LOT LINE ADJUSTMENT/CORAY LANE/SEC. 1: MOTION by Sullivan/Bunn to approve the lot line adjustment/CSM. Discussion: In the 1990’s R. Eberle laid out these two lots of approximately 16 acres each before adoption of the current Town Land Use Plan. The lot line adjustment will create Lot 1 of 22.63 acres and Lot 2 of 10 acres. The existing residence on Lot 1 retains its existing access point on Coray Lane. Lot 2 requests a new driveway on Coray Lane. The driveway for the original Lot 2 off of the shared driveway on the west edge of Lot 1 will be discontinued. The shared driveway agreement shall be amended to reflect the discontinuance of one of the driveways. A neighboring property owner to the east would prefer the new residence to be located closer to Coray Lane rather than back on the lot closer to his residence. Motion to approve carried 6-0. 

 K.  ZWEIFEL/CONCEPT PLAN/CTH J/SEC. 2: No Action/Discussion Only: Ken Zweifel plans to create a single lot for his son on his property. Contiguous acres owned on the effective date of the Plan by Zweifel and Lehman (land inherited by Zweifel) = 214.32 acres, new lots = Option 1 – 9, Option 2 -13 and Option 3 – 15.  A site visit has been requested and is scheduled for Tuesday, Aug. 5, 2014, 6:30 p.m. Plan Commissioners will meet at the intersection of Paulson Rd. and CTH J.
C.  KAVON/REVISED CONCEPT PLAN/ERB RD./SEC. 23: C. Kavon requested the agenda item to be rescheduled for the Aug. 25 meeting since he was unable to attend the meeting on July  28. 

N & B HURLEY/CONCEPT PLAN-OPTION 3 RURAL CLUSTER SUBDIVISION/GRIMSTAD RD./SEC. 10: B. Hurley requested the agenda item to be rescheduled for the Aug. 25 meeting since the submittals are incomplete at this time. 

D. ANDERSON/REVISED CONCEPT PLAN – CSMS/GETZ RD./SEC. 6: MOTION by Bunn/Fagan for:

1. Tentative approval of a revised concept plan with final approval contingent upon receipt of the overall plan (existing lots and buildings and proposed lots and building envelopes) for D. Anderson lands in Sec. 6 and written opinion from the Village of Mount Horeb (Village) regarding the abandonment of the existing Outlot 1 (Future Street), 0.78 acres.  
2. Approval of the combining of Lots 4 and 5 from the current concept plan into proposed Lot 1 with the new building envelope as depicted on DWG. 114-20, sheets 6 of 6 prepared by Grothman & Associates S.C. Land Surveyors, Portage, Wis.

3. Approval of moving the former building envelope from Lot 4 into the Northeast edge of the 22 acres, Lot 1 CSM 12024, Outlot 2 if the Future Street is abandoned by the Village.
4. If the Future Street is not abandoned by the Village, the proposed new building envelope would be moved 66’ South. 

5. Contingent upon building restrictions on the hillside of Lot 1 on the proposed concept plan. 

6. Contingent upon the restriction that the location for outbuildings on the proposed 22 acre lot shall be approved by the Town. 

7. The PC recommends to the TB a variance to allow four residences to share a driveway to apply to the proposed Lots 1, 2, 3 and the existing lot owned by Jochimsen.

8. Contingent upon an amended shared driveway agreement for Item #7 above.

Discussion: D. Anderson has proposed several revisions to the concept plan approved on April 22, 2009 due to the difficulty of constructing driveways across the drainage easement to access two back lots, Lots 4 and 5. It was generally agreed that this revised concept plan was an improvement because it retained a larger agricultural field, kept driveways off of the drainage easement, kept buildings out of the view shed of neighboring property owners, houses are clustered in one area and served with shorter, less complicated driveways, and a small building envelope is proposed for the edge of the 22 acre farm field. More information is required for final approval. Motion for tentative approval with contingencies carried 6-0.  
J. STAUFFER/SITE VISIT REPORT/KLEVENVILLE RILEY RD./SEC. 2/DISCUSSION ONLY: Per J. Stauffer’s request, the PC did not discuss the July 7, 2014 site visit at his property since he could not attend the meeting tonight.
