MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE TOWN BOARD MEETING – Dec. 2, 2013 
IN ATTENDANCE: Town Board Chair Ed Eloranta, Supervisor I Jeff Smith, Supervisor II Richard Schwenn ( A quorum is present.)  and Clerk Vicki Anderson.   
CALL TO ORDER: by Chair Eloranta, 7 p.m.
NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. By 11/28/13 the agenda was posted in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law and as a courtesy to the citizens, the agenda was published in the Mt. Horeb Mail on 11/28/13. 
MINUTES: MOTION by Smith/Schwenn to approve the minutes as distributed of the 11/18/13 TB meeting and public budget hearing. Motion carried 3-0.
PUBLIC INPUT: TB Supervisor Richard Schwenn reported that a neighboring municipality has purchased a tandem axle truck and are satisfied with its performance. Since Springdale may be shopping for a new truck in 2015, the TB and Town Patrolman may want to consider a tandem for better traction.  

WEBSITE CONTRACT: MOTION by Smith/Schwenn to approve the change in the host of the Town website to FACE Websites, LLC, Jim Noel, per the service agreement dated 12/2/13..
Discussion: FACE Service Agreement-Cost: $500 start up fee of which $250 would be required to begin work on the website. $44.95/month service fee payable quarterly. The $44.95/month would be locked in for three years. Rate increase after 3 years are based on amount of custom service required of FACE by the Town. Term: 30 days notice of termination of the service agreement.

Current provider is Department of Administration, DOA, website. Cost is $65/month. This service provides a minimal template with few opportunities for custom work or flexibility. Term: 60 days notice of termination of service agreement. 

Timeline:a. Notify DOA of discontinuation of service agreement after TB approval of FACE Proposal on 12/2/13. Continue with DOA for required 60 days, through January, 2014. 

b. Notify FACE of approval of service agreement after TB approval of FACE proposal on 12/2/13, with service effective Feb. 2014. Pay ½ start up fee in January, 2014. Upon receipt of approved FACE service agreement after 12/2/13 TB meeting, FACE would begin the work on town website through them. 

c. Cost: The $20 decrease in monthly fee between DOA and FACE would payoff the $500 start up fee in 25 months. 
d. Clerk to request the continued use of the Town domain name – www.tn.springdale.wi.gov
Motion to approve carried 3-0. 
LIQUOR LICENSE-RILEY TAVERN INC./NEW OWNER CYNTHIA J. BERRYMAN: 
MOTION by Smith/Schwenn 

a. To approve the liquor license for Cynthia J. Berryman (new license holder) for Riley Tavern at 8205 Klevenville Riley Rd., Verona, WI, (location of tavern) contingent upon receipt by the town by the date of the real estate closing, of all the required documents – completed and satisfactory: AT-106, certificate of completion of beverage server’s training and criminal record check. 
b. To terminate without prejudice, the Class B & B liquor license for James G. Murphy at 8205 Klevenville Riley Rd., Verona, WI (previous license holder and address of tavern), along with any/all considerations and/or contingencies afforded to James G. Murphy (previous license holder) concurrent with that license termination, contingent upon the change of ownership at real estate closing. 
Discussion: James G. Murphy (previous owner) plans to sell the premises to Cynthia J. Berryman(new owner) on Dec. 5, 2013(date of real estate closing). 

c.To approve a Class B & B liquor license for Cynthia J. Berryman (new license holder) 8205 Klevenville Riley Rd., Verona, WI  (address of tavern)contingent upon proof of ownership of the premises, satisfactory and complete AT-106, certificate of completion of beverage server’s training and criminal record check submitted to the Town, and with the understanding that any/all considerations and/or contingencies afforded to James G. Murphy (previous license holder and owner of tavern) terminate concurrent with that license termination except for the conditional use permit #1577. Discussion: All the required public notices and the following paperwork have been completed – AT-103, AT-104, Seller’s Permit, and FEIN. 
d. To approve the appointment of  Cynthia J. Berryman (new license holder) as the agent for the limited liability company, making application for an alcohol beverage license for a premises known as  Riley Tavern, 8205 Klevenville Riley Rd., Verona, WI (name and address of tavern) contingent upon the check of the state criminal records. Motion to conditionally approve the different components of the liquor license carried 3-0.  
Note: Mr. Chris Parker will apply for a bartender’s license in the Town of Springdale at the Jan. 2014 TB meeting at which time he will attend the meeting to meet the TB.

MOTION by Schwenn/Smith to approve the following individuals as elections inspectors for the 2014-2015 term:

Motion to approve carried 3-0. 

SNOW PLOW DRIVER – BEN THOMPSON: MOTION by Smith/Schwenn to hire Benjamin Thompson as part-time snow plow operator per the recommendation of Town Patrolman Devin Dahlk. Discussion: B. Thompson has passed the criminal record check. His brother Brant drove snow plow for the Town in 2013. Motion to approve carried 3-0. 

BUILDING PERMIT ORDINANCE AMENDMENT –ACCESSORY BUILDINGS: NO ACTION: TB Supervisor Jeff Smith provided an overview of the PC discussion on Nov. 25, 2013, regarding a proposed revision to the standards for residential accessory buildings size, and possibly, location. The TB agreed with continued research on this matter and Smith will take the lead with PC discussions and researching legal questions. 

PARKLAND FEES: NO ACTION: Developers have asked the Town to estimate the parkland fees for a possible subdivision. 

Background: Dane County Code of Ordinances Chapter 75.11 Dedication of Lands for Public Recreation within Residential Plats
states: “1. Dedication as a condition of plat approval. The committee shall require the dedication of the land or monies in lieu of land for public recreation purposes as follows:…(b)Where the town agrees to accept money for park or recreation purposes in lieu of land, the specific amount of money shall be set as a general standard by the respective town board, but in no case should the minimum amount be less than the last official equalized value for the required public land area (1,750 square feet of land for each proposed residential dwelling unit within the plat.)”
Wis.Stats. 236.45 (a) states “…a municipality or town may impose a fee or other charge to fund the acquisition or initial improvement of land for public parks. (b) Any land dedication, easement, or other public improvement or fee for the acquisition or initial improvement of land for a public park that is required by a municipality, town, or county as a condition of approval under this chapter must bear a rational relationship to a need for the land dedication, easement or other public improvement or parkland acquisition or initial improvement fee resulting from the subdivision or the division of land and must be proportional to the need.”
Next step: The TB will consider if the town should set up some mechanism to make a formal plan for parkland fees. 

	BILLS: MOTION by Smith/Schwenn to pay the bills. Motion carried 3-0. 
MOTION by Smith /Schwenn to amend the budget for 2013 by borrowing $17,802.95 from BCPL to offset the $33,817 bill for chip sealing in September, 2013,on some roads discontinued on 9/30/13 and a portion of Town Hall Rd. Motion carried 3-0. 

MOTION by Smith/Schwenn to amend the budget for 2014 by shifting $1322 from General Government to Public Safety. Discussion: (The adopted Dane County Budget for 2014 discontinues County funding automobile liability insurance for Emergency Medical Services Districts.  The 2013 levy limit of the Town of Springdale shall be increased by the amount of cost shifted from the County to the Town.  That amount is calculated as:  $1,322.  The Clerk is directed to insert that amount in Form Sl-202M 2013 levy limit worksheet at page 3, line K (or such other line as may be appropriate). This  action does not increase the higher levy approved by special resolution at a special meeting of the town electors on 11/18/13. The levy approved by the electors remains as $412,937.) Motion carried 3-0.
