The Springdale Plan Commission will conduct its regular monthly business meeting on Monday, March 28, 2011, at 8 p.m. in the town hall, 2379 Town Hall Rd., Mt. Horeb, WI  53572. TENTATIVE AGENDA ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION/PUBLIC INPUT/POSSIBLE ACTION: (The final agenda will be posted at Riley Tavern, the Town Hall and the Mt. Vernon Family Auto, formerly Erfurth Citgo Station.)

Note: The preliminary CSM of Lot 1 – 85 acres, Lot 2 – 93.9 acres and Lot 3 – 11.48 acres is enclosed. It is the intent of the children of Violet Herrick, Jim Bigler and Judy Edwards, to divide up the land for their three adult children. 


In considering the three lots as proposed in the preliminary CSM, Bigler and Edwards considered the value of the land as hunting land and farmland. Since the family members are hunters, the wooded land was of import to them. They do not anticipate ever developing the land for the 8 remaining potential house sites under the Option 1 concept plan for 190 acres owned on the effective date of the Plan. (Chad Bigler used one of the density units when his Lot CSM #11071 was created in 2004.)


However, to complete the procedure of identifying adequate development areas for potential density units, they believe that the Lots 1-3 on the preliminary CSM could accommodate a total of 8 potential lots in the development areas of the concept plan:
***One building envelope in Lot 3 of 11.48 acres. Lot 3 has 100’ of frontage on an existing public way. Or, two building envelopes in Lot 3 if 32’ of additional frontage could be acquired. (If two building envelopes could be located here, one less building envelope would be needed in Lot 1 or Lot 2 below.)
***Three building envelopes scattered in the development area along the western property line and near the woods in the back of the property in Lot 1. (The exact amount of frontage at the road is unknown at this time. For 3 lots of less than 35 acres each, 198’ of frontage would be required. For lots greater than 35 acres each, no road frontage is required.) 
Here, the lots could be served by a shared driveway.

*Four building envelopes along the northwestern corner of Lot 2 to the west of the woods. The family describes this farmland as of poorer quality. For whatever lots would be less than 35 acres, the 66’ frontage requirement could be met off of the end of the existing town road. With the proposed houses clustered, the family questions whether the existing town road could be extended at their expense to provide frontage if necessary. 
Background:
PC meeting minutes of 1/26/04: J. BIGLER-V. HERRICKS LAND/LAND DIVISIONS/SEC. 35 & 36/KOLLATH RD:

 MOTION by Lamberty/Tracy to accept the development areas as indicated on the concept plan as future development areas for the parcel. DISCUSSION:Continguous acres owned on effective date of 3/11/02 = 190.791acres. Site visit was conducted on 11/15/03 and then discussed at the 11/24/03 PC meeting at which time the landowners discussed their wish to create one 1.7 acre lot for one relative now and plan for three additional lots for other family members sometime in the future. They do not foresee ever developing the number of lots that would be available to them under option 1 in the Plan. In trying to develop a concept plan to accommodate the 8 lots (total of 9 house sites) as permitted by the Plan, the county subdivision code requirement of 66'frontage on an existing public way for lots of 35 acres or less poses layout problems. The approved concept plan is believed to contain adequate development areas to fit the number of lots under option 1. Some lots would require 66’frontage strips to flag lots and some could be greater than 35 acres each to avoid the county 66’ frontage requirement. Motion carried unanimously.

MOTION by Albert/Spaay to approve the CSM as presented for a 1.7 acre lot per option 1. No further division of this lot is permitted. Motion carried unanimously.
