MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE TOWN BOARD MEETING – February 19, 2007. 

IN ATTENDANCE: Chairman Ed Eloranta, Supervisor I Wayne Hefty, Supervisor II Richard Schwenn, and Clerk Vicki Anderson.

CALL TO ORDER: by Eloranta, 8:00 p.m.

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed.

By 2/15/07 the agenda was posted in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law and as an additional service to the citizens, the agenda was published in the “Mt. Horeb Mail”. 

MINUTES: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the minutes of the 1/8/07 meeting as distributed. Motion carried 3-0.

DANE COUNTY SHERIFF-INFORMATION ONLY: Deputy Sheriff Coy Bethel, Community Deputy-Southwest, region of Dane County, advised citizens to lock their home and automobile doors and to report all suspicious activity in light of the recent rash of break-ins in Middletown, Westport, and Madison. The best defense against burglaries is neighbors.  
He urged citizens to call the Sheriff’s Office if they see an unfamiliar car drive up and down their road a few times. If it’s a suspicious vehicle the Sheriff’s Office wants to come out and investigate while it’s happening. The contact numbers are: 267-4936, 266-4948, and 833-9560.

DOT PROJECT/STATE ROAD 92 IN 2008-INFORMATION ONLY: Gary Sassman, Engineer, Project Development Section, Project Manager, Division of Transportation System Development, WI DOT, 608/246-3859, shared information on the resurfacing project for 200 feet of pavement on State Highway(STH) 92 in Mt. Vernon for two to three months in the summer of 2008. The DOT proposes to mill off four inches of the existing asphalt in poor condition, constructed in 1950, and put back four inches of new asphalt and install curb and gutter on the north side of the road with gravel shoulders on the south side. No right-of-way acquisition will be required. During construction, the road will remain open to through traffic, down to one lane at times. The total construction cost is projected at $400,000.00 of Federal and State funds. Some items to be considered in the final plans are: ** the repair of the sidewalk and while working around some existing trees and ** the disposition of potentially contaminated soils from previously removed underground petroleum storage tanks. A citizen who requested a bike lane along STH 92 to Mt. Horeb was encouraged to make an official request to the DOT. Other comments regarding the project should be mailed to WisDOT District 1, 2101 Wright Street, Madison, WI  53704.
DRIVEWAY PERMIT: B. & D. OLSON/COLBY ROAD/SEC. 32: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the driveway permit Part 1 and 2, for a single residence on the Olson property on Colby Road, as per the drawing submitted, with the agreement that the culvert may be reduced to 15” capacity and oval-shaped. Discussion: Driveway Construction: appears to pose no problems. The shallow ditch can be accommodated with a smaller than standard culvert. Shared Driveway: In laying out this driveway, the Olsons have set-up it up to not preclude a future shared driveway. At this point in time, two lots by certified survey map (CSM) would require 132’ frontage on an existing public way per the town and county ordinances. The Olson land has 114’ frontage. Their goal is to get permission from both the town and county to meet the 66’ frontage requirement for each lot by CSM by taking a piece of the lot on the edge of the existing right-of-way, with dimensions which would equal 66’, and dedicating it the Town as public roadway. This addition to the public road would never serve a public purpose nor be constructed as public road. The Olsons requested the TB to consider their proposal and discuss it at the next TB meeting. Motion to approve the driveway permit Part 1 and 2 carried 3-0.    
UPDATE ON VFD: VFD representative Supervisor Schwenn reported that hiring a full-time fire chief seemed to be supported at the special fire district meeting on 1/16/07. The goal is to conduct an open, advertised search and fill the position by 7/15/07. In the 2008 budget we’ll feel the impact of the full-time chief salary. Professional staff is obviously more expensive and with the growth in the Verona area, the transition from volunteer to professional is obviously necessary. One-third of the Town of Springdale receives fire service from VFD, two-thirds is covered by the Mt. Horeb Area Fire District (MHAFD), and all EMS is provided by MHAFD. In light of the continued increase in cost of services for VFD, the TB will continue to weigh various fire service options. If Springdale were to discontinue its service agreement with the VFD what is the compensation for approximately 6% of the value of the Verona Fire Station and 25 years of collaboration. Also, it is unclear whether the MHAFD would agree to provide fire service for 100% of the town since the response time from VFD is quicker for the southeastern one-third of the town. The difference in losses as a factor of response time is markedly more critical in fire calls than EMS calls. 
DANE COUNTY ORDINANCE (DCCO)T 9-BIODIESEL MANUFACTURING IN THE AGRICULTURAL BUSINESS ZONING DISTRICT: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to accept the amendment to add to the conditional uses in the A-B Agriculture Business District (e) Bio-diesel and ethanol manufacturing bio-power facilities and (f) Manure processing facilities. Discussion: Eloranta believes the manufacturing facilities would be better located in the industrial zoning district of the DCCO, with Schwenn preferring the use near the farm operation. Motion carried 2-1, (Eloranta-nay)
DNR RECYCLING GRANT AUTHORIZING RESOLUTION: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to do whatever the town has to do to participate in the DNR recycling grant program. Discussion: The DNR is in the process of updating all outdated Authorizing Resolutions on file in the Recycling Program. For the Town of Springdale the resolution on file shows the old Wis. Stats. Participation in the Recycling Program is worthwhile as Springdale annually receives approximately $9000.00 in grant monies. Motion carried 3-0. 
TREASURER NONA ERFURTH OPEN HOUSE-4/15/07: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to host an open house on Sunday, April 15 from 2-4 p.m. to honor Springdale Treasurer Nona Erfurth for 40 years of service and her willingness to continue for another term. Refreshments will be served. An announcement will be included in the spring newsletter to be sent to all Springdale property owners in March, 2007. Motion carried 3-0. 
MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the bills. Motion carried 3-0.

ADJOURN: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to adjourn. Motion carried 3-0.
