IN ATTENDANCE: Town Chairman Ed Eloranta, Supervisor I Wayne Hefty, Supervisor II Richard Schwenn, and Clerk Vicki Anderson.

CALL TO ORDER: by Eloranta, 8:00 p.m.

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed.

By 11/18/07 the agenda was posted in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law and as an additional service to the citizens, a notice of the meeting was published in the “Mt. Horeb Mail” on 11/15/07 and “Town and Country Shopper” on 11/15/07. 

MINUTES: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the minutes as distributed of the 10/15/07 meeting. Motion carried 3-0.

Public Input-discussion only, non agenda items: 

*Resident Joe Frisbie reminded the TB that the deteriorated sections of Dairy Ridge Road have not been repaired since the damage by heavy truck traffic occurred approximately four months ago. Frisbie attributes the damage to the truck traffic from the quarry to the bike path and believes the parties involved should cover the cost of the repair. Chairman Eloranta will discuss it with Town Patrolman Chancellor. 
*With four elections scheduled for 2008: February 19, April 1, September 9, and November 4, Election Inspectors are needed to work at the polling place in the town hall. Please contact the town clerk if you are interested. In addition to receiving $6.00/hr. treats are served all day.

A RESOLUTION TO AMEND SECTIONS 3 and 15 OF THE TOWN OF SPRINGDALE LAND USE PLAN

WHEREAS, the Town Plan Commission has met and considered a recommendation to the Town Board, and the Town Board has considered the Town Plan Commission action; and

WHEREAS, an amendment to the Plan has been prepared which is attached hereto and incorporated herein as Attachment A (the “Plan Amendments”); and 


WHEREAS, the Town has held several meetings to obtain input from citizens on the Plan Amendments; and 

      WHEREAS, public hearings were held at the August 2007 Plan Commission meeting and the September 2007 Town Board meeting; and       

      WHEREAS, the Town Board believes that the adoption of the Plan Amendments will promote the public health, safety, and general welfare of the Town, and will encourage the most appropriate use of land throughout the Town. 
 


NOW, THEREFORE, based on the above and pursuant to state statutes, and the procedure for amending the Land Use Plan contained in the 2002 Plan and the amendments, the Town Board of the Town of Springdale hereby adopts the Plan Amendments attached hereto and incorporated herein as Attachment A. The Plan Amendments shall be effective upon adoption and posting as provided by law.

MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to adopt the Ordinance Resolution 07-11-1 for amending the Town of Springdale Land Division and Subdivision Code: ORDINANCE NO. 07-11-1, TOWN OF SPRINGDALE, DANE COUNTY, WISCONSIN

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE TOWN OF SPRINGDALE LAND DIVISION AND SUBDIVISION CODE WITH REGARD TO: DEFINITIONS OF LAND DIVISIONS AND SUBDIVISIONS; THE REQUIREMENTS FOR DEDICATIONS, PUBLIC IMPROVEMENTS, AND ROADS; AND THE REQUIREMENT OF NOTICE OF SPECIAL ASSESSMENTS, IN SECTIONS 3.9, 3.12, 3.19, 3.23, 3.26, AND 3.33 OF THE TOWN OF SPRINGDALE CODE OF ORDINANCES TITLE 9, CHAPTER 3, LAND DIVISION AND SUBDIVISION ORDINANCE


WHEREAS, the Town Plan Commission has met and made a recommendation to the Town Board relating to the amendments to the Town of Springdale Land Division and Subdivision Code (the “Code”) contained in this Ordinance, and the Town Board has considered the Town Plan Commission’s recommendation;, and 

WHEREAS, an amendment to Chapter 3 has been prepared which is attached hereto and incorporated herein as Attachment A (the “Ordinance Amendments”); and 


WHEREAS, subsequent to a class 2 published notice, a public hearing was held on September 17, 2007 by the Town Board regarding the adoption of the Ordinance Amendments; and       

      WHEREAS, the Town Board after considering the Plan Commission’s recommendation and public comment from the public hearing, believes that the adoption of the amendments to the Code contained in this Ordinance will promote the public health, safety, and general welfare of the Town and its residents, and will encourage the most appropriate use of land throughout the Town. 
 


NOW, THEREFORE, based on the above and pursuant to state statutes, including Wis. Stat. Sec. 60.22, 61.34(1), and 236.45, Wis. Stats., the Town Board of the Town of Springdale, Dane County, Wisconsin, does hereby ordain as follows: 

     Section 1. Title 9, Chapter 3, Land Division and Subdivision Ordinance contained in the Town Code of Ordinances is hereby amended as provided in the Ordinance Amendments. In the event of a conflict between a provision contained in the Ordinance Amendments and an existing ordinance provision, the provision contained in the Ordinance Amendments shall govern and prevail. 

     Section 2. If any section or part of this Ordinance is adjudged to be unconstitutional, unlawful, or invalid, by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remainder of the Ordinance shall not be affected thereby. 

     Section 3. This Ordinance shall become effective upon adoption and publication of posting as provided by law. Motion carried 3-0.
Plan Commission: 

a. C. Pharo-J. Hoffman/CSM/Ben Franklin St./Sec. 34:Motion by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the CSM and rezoning for a single-family residence. Discussion: This is a housekeeping matter since Dane County Zoning now requires a CSM vs. a deed restriction. The deed restriction combining Lot 6, Block 30, Lot 7, Block 29 and a vacated street to create one lot for a single family residence was approved by the town when the land was rezoned from C-1 to R-1. Nothing substantive has changed. There will be no further divisions of this lot. Motion carried 3-0. 
b. D. Blumer rezoning from C-1 to R-3/CSM to combine lots for single family residence/Ben Franklin St./Sec. 34: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the rezoning from C-1 to R-3 and the two lot CSM containing the existing Blumer home and a new lot for a single-family residence. There will be no further divisions of these lots. Motion carried 3-0. 
c. Tschudy and Pharo rezoning with changes in conditions due to state law: MOTION to approve the rezoning to RH-2 (Tschudy) and R-1(Pharo) as amended by Dane County, without the restrictions on community living arrangements and foster homes to conform with State Law. Motion carried 3-0. 
B. Haack/Driveway Permit/CTH G/Sec. 34: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the shared driveway contingent upon receipt of the shared driveway agreement in a form acceptable to the town and with the conditions that the driveway be constructed in conformance with the Town of Springdale Driveway Construction Guide. Discussion: The existing single use driveway serving the Brumm residence shall be expanded to shared standards for that portion used to access the Haack lands. The driveway will course through the Town of Springdale to reach the building site in the Town of Primrose. Town Chairman Eloranta will inspect the driveway for compliance since no town building permit will be issued, triggering the driveway compliance check. Motion carried 3-0.
Garnish Wages/Delinquent Personal Property Taxes: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to pursue the chargeback procedure for reimbursement by the other taxing entities of that portion of the personal property taxes anticipated in 2007 but never received. Discussion: a property owner in the Town of Springdale has not paid $451.65 due in personal property taxes. It is the responsibility of the town, not the county, to collect these p.p. taxes. As always, Treasurer Nona Erfurth has attempted to collect the monies from the individual but to no avail. The town could pursue collection via small claims court but the process is complicated and time-consuming. The chargeback procedure through the county would result in a reimbursement of all but the town’s portion of the taxes (approximately 8%). Since those papers do not have to be submitted to the county until October 2008, the Treasurer could continue her efforts to collect the monies, since everyone should pay their fair share, until the deadline in October. Motion carried 2-1.
Tax Collection/Waiver of Bond: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to assume the responsibility of paying the taxes as opposed to filing a bond for the collection of taxes. DISCUSSION: Pursuant to WI Stat. 70.67 the TB annually takes action before the Treasurer may collect the taxes. Motion carried 3-0. 

D. Anderson/Acceptance of Improvements-Getz Rd./Sec. 6:MOTion by Hefty/Schwenn to adopt resolution 07-11-3 to accept the improvements to Getz Road and to further reduce the letter of credit to 15% for the one year guarantee period contingent upon receipt of the lien waivers. Discussion: Gerry Burns, who served as Town Engineer on this project, recommends acceptance of the improvements. 
TOWN OF SPRINGDALE RESOLUTION NO. 07-11-3, Resolution by the Town Board of the Town of Springdale Authorizing a Letter of Credit Reduction

Recitals

A. Donald L. Anderson and Beth A. Anderson (the “Developer”) and the Town of Springdale (the “Town”) entered into a development agreement, dated October 20, 2006 (the “Agreement”). 
B. The Agreement required the Developer to install improvements and provide the Town with letters of credit. 
C. The Developer has asked the Town to accept all of the improvements as stipulated in the Agreement and to reduce the amount of the letters of credit.

Resolution

Now, Therefore, the Town Board of the Town of Springdale resolves as follows:  
1.       Acceptance of Improvements. The Town accepts the following improvements (the 

      “Accepted Improvements”) and certifies that the Accepted Improvements are in 
      compliance with the Agreement and with the standards and plans and specifications 
      of the Town: the improvements No. 1-26 as listed on the “Cost Estimate” dated 
      December 13, 2004, entitled Oak Glen Subdivision, Town of Springdale, WI, MSA 
      Project No. 120146.

2     It is understood that the Developer will submit proof of final payment to 
      contractors and delivery of lien waivers to the Town. Upon such receipt the Town 
      shall reduce the letter of credit. 

3.    Reduction of Letters of Credit.  The value of the Accepted Improvements is 

      $124,378.14. Accordingly, the letters of credit may be reduced from a total of 

      $173,750.00 to $49,317.86. 

 4.   One Year Guarantee Period. For purposes of the guarantee period in the Agreement, 

      the date this resolution is adopted is the date of final acceptance of the last 

      improvement which starts the one-year guarantee period. Motion carried 3-0.   
Hill Blocks View sign:MOTION by Eloranta/Hefty for Town Patrolman Dan Chancellor to contact Dane County Highway Department with the suggestion to install a “Hill Blocks View” sign along the portion of CTH P south of the intersection with Bakken Road. Discussion: This more specific warning sign, as used in other areas of Dane County, may alert drivers to the intersecting road. CTH P could be scraped down to allow better visibility of the intersection but it is doubtful that the highway department will undertake such an expensive project. The TB wants to support whatever road improvements could be made. Motion carried 3-0. 
VFD and MHAFD Update: INFORMATION ONLY: VFD commission Representative Schwenn reported the following: 

*Since the VFD budget was approved, the part-time chief position is being advertised. 

*On 11/28/07, prior to the annual Town of Springdale budget hearing in the town hall, MHAFD Chief Himsel will discuss the possibility of receiving all emergency services from the MHAFD instead of the VFD. Currently, emergency medical technical services are provided for the entire town by MHAFD, while fire emergency services are provided to the Verona Area School District portion of the town by VFD and the Mount Horeb Area School District portion of the town by MHAFD. If the town and city of Verona merge, Springdale is concerned about the possibility of one entity, a city run fire department, setting the rates for fire protection for the Verona Area School District portion of Springdale. If the residents of that portion of town support the possibility of receiving all services from the MHAFD, the matter could be put to a referendum vote.
Part-time Snow Plow Operator: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to authorize Town Patrolman Dan Chancellor to hire Mitch Sutter and Allen Jelle as part-time snow plow operators pending satisfactory criminal record checks and CDL license for Mr. Jelle. Mr. Sutter, who previously worked for the Town of Perry, holds a CDL license. Motion carried 3-0.  

US 18/151 Hwy Changes: INFORMATION ONLY: Supervisor Hefty reminded those in attendance that the State Highway Department would be holding an open house here, on 11/29/07 from 4-6 pm to discuss the changes in US 18/151 from CTH G to Dodgeville. For Springdale, some current access points to the highway will be eliminated. 
Bills-Amend Budget: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to amend the 2007 budget by transferring $672.00 from the General Government category of elections to the Verona Fire District. Discussion: The 2006 sum, instead of the 2007 cost of services, was inadvertently adopted in November, 2006 for the 2007 budget. The VFD should be $22,025 and the election budget will become $1328. Motion carried 3-0.

MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the bills. Motion carried 3-0.
