MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE PLAN COMMISSION MEETING October 22,  2007
IN ATTENDANCE: Chair Carol Statz, Steve Albert, Ellen Bunn, Mike Fagan, Jim Hanson, Wayne Hefty, John Rosenbaum, and Denise Sullivan.
CALL TO ORDER: by Statz at 8:00 p.m. 

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. Agenda was posted on 10/18/07, prior to the legally required date and published in the “Town and Country  Shopper” and “Mt. Horeb Mail” by 10/18/07 as a courtesy to the citizens. 

MINUTES: MOTION by Rosenbaum/Fagan to approve the minutes of 9/24/07 as distributed.  Motion carried unanimously, 6-0.
SPRINGDALE COMMITTEE ON UTILITIES IN THE RURAL ENVIROMENT(SCURE): INFORMATION ONLY: Rick Gordon and Marilyn Gardner, members of SCURE, provided a brief overview of the committees work. Other committee members are: Dave Atwell, Bryan Biggers, Linda Hitchman, Mark Lotta, and Jim Skiles. To-date the committee has worked to understand the American Transmission Company (ATC) process for locating transmission lines, to influence the decision making-process, and to help interested citizens do so, as well. In September, the ATC announced its two final route options for the proposed 345-kilovolt electric transmission line between the towns of Middleton and Christiana. One of these final routes goes through Springdale and could affect us all.  In October, a postcard was mailed to the 90 property owners who would be most impacted by the proposed route due to its proximity to their property. The notice informed them of several ways to keep abreast of the process and the upcoming pubic comment period. In addition, the committee has investigated what other communities have done or are doing in an attempt to influence the decision makers. The committee took away two assignments: to research what other towns are doing with ordinances on pole heights, location requirements, and a permitting process and to provide feedback to the town TDR committee regarding conservation easements purchased with federal funds as a means to influence transmission line location.

C. PHARO-J. HOFFMAN/CSM/BEN FRANKLIN ST./SEC. 34:MOTION by Hefty/Sullivan to approve the CSM combining Lot 6, Block 30, Lot 7, Block 29 and a  vacated street to create one lot for a single-family residence. Discussion: This is a housekeeping matter. The deed restriction combining these lands was approved by the PC when the land was rezoned from C-1 to A-1 in July, 2007. Dane County Zoning requires a CSM vs. deed restriction. Nothing has changed since the town action in July. There will be no further divisions of this lot. Motion carried 8-0.
G. KRAFT/CONCEPT PLAN/2920 TOWN HALL RD./SEC. 8: MOTION by Hefty/Hanson to approve the concept plan as presented. Discussion: Contiguous acres owned on the effective date of the Plan = 17.09, allowing one new lot per Option 2. The site visit was conducted on 10/06/07. The concept plan shows a shared driveway with the existing Kraft home, the proposed new lot, and the property currently owned by Stieves. Building sites A and B, as depicted by the landowner, are considered consistent with the Plan.  To access site B, conformance with the Town  Driveway Construction Guide, specifically the requirements of no greater than 10% grade on any portion of the driveway and an adequate area for emergency equipment to reverse direction. In the case of site A, a neighboring property owner requested the residence be tucked into the woods to hide it from neighboring properties.  Since site A conforms with the Plan the PC can suggest, but not require, screenings to honor the neighboring property owner’s request. There will be no further divisions of either lot. Motion to approve carried 6-0-2 (Sullivan and Bunn abstained). 
D. BLUMER/REZONING FROM A-1 and C-1 TO R-3/CSM TO COMBINE LOTS FOR SINGLE FAMILY RESIDENCE/BEN FRANKLIN ST./SEC. 34: MOTION by Hefty/Albert to approve the zoning change and the CSM as presented. Discussion: In order to create a new lot for single-family residence the Blumer property on Ben Franklin Street is all being rezoned to R-3 and defined by a CSM. Lot 1 consists of Lots 9 and 10 of Block 30 and a portion of vacated 2nd Street and is vacant at this time. Lot 2 CSM consists of Lots 6, 7, 8, 9, and 10 and a portion of vacated 2nd Street and contains the Blumer residence. There will be no further divisions of either lot.  Motion carried 8-0. 
PLAN COMMISSION PROCEDURES/SITE VISIT:  The next PC meeting is scheduled for Monday, November 26, 2007 with November 12 as the deadline for submittals. A site visit will be conducted on November 10, 2007, 8:30 a.m. with S. Albert as the responsible party.
