MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE TOWN BOARD MEETING – August 18, 2008. 

IN ATTENDANCE:Vice-Chair Supervisor I Wayne Hefty, Supervisor II Richard Schwenn, and Clerk Vicki Anderson.

CALL TO ORDER: by Hefty, 8:00 p.m.

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed.

By 8/14/08 the agenda was posted in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law. 
MINUTES: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the minutes of the July 25, 2008 regular meeting and August 8, 2008 special meeting as distributed. Motion carried 2-0.

Public Input-discussion only, non agenda items: 
a. Town Patrolman Position: The deadline for applications is August 20, 2008. Approximately a dozen individuals have requested an application. Town Patrolman Dan Chancellor plans to resign at least before the first snowfall and will train the new employee as much as time permits.
b. Water testing program: On 8/26/08 from 7 – 11 a.m. at the Springdale Town Hall, Dane County Office of Public Health will be handing out water sampling kits and remaining to pick them up that day. Participants have the 4 hours to pick-up the water sample kit, complete the water sample, and return the sample to the town hall. On 8/24/08 a mass taped phone call will be made to all residents in town to notify them of this water testing opportunity.
Dairy Ridge Road Emergency Repair/Information Only: Dairy Ridge Rd. was resurfaced with a layer of blacktop on 8/8/08 by Payne and Dolan, as an emergency repair. The road had become unsafe and hazardous as a result of two unrelated but intersecting events. First, in an attempt to take out the bumps and humps in the road, Payne & Dolan milled the road surface in two passes. Unfortunately, this caused the bond over the concrete of the old 18/151 highway concrete to loosen. Then, due to a fatal traffic accident on U.S. 18/151, heavy rush hour traffic was rerouted to Dairy Ridge Rd. and CTH J, causing the already weakened road to be further torn up, to the point that rebar was popping to the surface. Funds allocated for the repair of Gust Road Bridge were diverted to cover the emergency repair. The bridge repair, as discussed at the June TB meeting, was already postponed until 2009 due to the unavailability of Dane County Highway Department. DCHD is unavailable due to the weather-related emergency repairs required after the spring flooding.  
Operator’s License: MOtion by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the new operator’s licenses for Susan Hoffmann at Riley Tavern. Discussion: Ms. Hoffmann has satisfactorily completed the required beverage server training, paid the fee, and passed the criminal record check. Motion carried 2-0. 
PC: Public Hearing: 

a. J. Oltman/revised CSM for consistency with Dane County procedures/Sec. 32/Sharpes Corner Rd.: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the revised CSM. Discussion: In August and September, 2007 a single preliminary CSM for these four small lots was approved by the PC and TB. Dane County Land Division Review Office requires that the land divisions be processed on two preliminary CSMS rather than one as approved by the Town in 2007. These two CSMS are consistent with the preliminary CSM previously approved. The remaining land on the east side of the road is approximately 33 acres and must be counted as a CSM lot since is it less than 35 acres. No further division of the single CSM lot and the remaining farmland on the west side of the road and the three small CSM lots on the east side of the road shall be permitted according to the current town land use plan. Any future divisions of the 33 acres will be in accordance with the approved concept plan on file in the town hall. Motion carried 2-0. 
b. J. & L. Lombardo/Sec. 28/preliminary CSM/Messerschmidt Dr. & State Rd. 92: MOTION by
Schwenn/Hefty to approve the preliminary CSM. Discussion: Contiguous acres owned on the effective date of the Town Land Use Plan = 14.629 acres. The existing house lot is expanded to approximately 11 acres, the new lot contains 3 acres, and both lots shall share a driveway. The required 66’ of frontage on an existing public way is created through a lot line reconfiguration of the adjacent farmstead at 1938 State Road 92. The Town-approved building envelope for the new lot, with the requirement to retain the existing vegetative screenings towards Donald Park and State Road 92, is on file in the town hall. No further division of these lots shall be permitted per the current town land use plan. Motion to approve carried 2-0, 8:09 p.m.

c. V.M. Lotta/Sec. 36/Spring Rose Rd./A-1 with CUP#2083-boarding/training horse facility: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the CUP as recommended by the Plan Commission. Discussion: The maximum number of horses shall be 25. Motion carried 2-0, 8:12 p.m. 

d. J. Kavon/Sec.31/building envelope change/Lewis Rd.: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the revised building envelope, 150’ x 385’ instead of 125’ x 385’, with the requirement that the recorded Deed Restriction Document 4212994 shall be amended to reflect the changes. Discussion: The Deed Restriction discusses the location and height of any structures on the lot in Section 4.01 Building Setback Requirements and Section 4.02 Building Construction Restrictions. Motion carried 2-0, 
Driveway Permit:
a. J. Campbell/Getz Rd./Sec. 6, Part 1 and 2: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve Driveway Permit Part 1 and 2. Discussion: Chairman Eloranta conducted a site visit and reported no issues with the driveway. Motion carried 2-0, 8:25 p.m. 
b. M. Mackler/CTH P/Sec. 9-16, Part 1 only: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve Driveway Permit Part 1. Discussion: Supervisor 2 Schwenn conducted a site visit and reported no issues with Part 1. Dane County Highway Access Permit has been reissued. The landowner was informed that another site visit will be required for the location of the driveway from the access point to the house. Motion carried 2-0, 8:40 p.m.
Hidden View Trail Upgrade-Letter of Credit Release/Sec. 2: Motion by Hefty/Schwenn to adopt Resolution 08-08-1. Town Patrolman has inspected the road after the one year 
guarantee period, which included a snowy winter, and finds it acceptable.

Accepting Public Improvements and Authorizing Letter of Credit Cancellation

Recitals

A. Temple Development Corp. (the “Subdivider”) and the Town of Springdale (the “Town”) entered into an “Agreement for Land Division Improvements, Plat of Hidden Ridge” dated October 6, 2005 (the “Agreement”). 
B. The Agreement required the Subdivider to install Improvements and provide the Town with a Letter of Credit. 
C. The Subdivider has asked the Town to cancel the Letter of Credit upon the satisfactory completion of the One-year Guarantee Period.

Resolution

Now, Therefore, the Town Board of the Town of Springdale resolves as follows: 

1.    One-year Guarantee Period.   For purposes of the One-year Guarantee Period (the 

      “Guarantee Period”) in the Agreement, the final acceptance of the last 

      Improvement started the Guarantee Period from August 20, 2007 to August 20,                

      2008.

2.    Cancellation of Letter of Credit.  Upon satisfactory completion of the  

      Guarantee Period the Letter of Credit may be cancelled, reduced from $39,454.00 

      to $0.00. Motion carried 2-0.
UPDATE ON VFD: Hefty reports that the committee will present its recommendation re: a part-time Fire Chief to the Fire Commission at the 8/19/08 meeting. Schwenn reports that the VFD Finance Committee reduced the 2009 budget from a 16% increase to 9.75% increase. The growth in Verona and Mt. Horeb brings costs.   
BILLS: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the bills. Motion carried 2-0. 
ADJOURN: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to adjourn. Motion carried 2-0.
