MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE EMERGENCY TOWN BOARD MEETING – AUGUST 8, 2008. 

IN ATTENDANCE: Supervisor I Wayne Hefty, Supervisor II Richard Schwenn, Clerk Vicki Anderson and Town Patrolman Dan Chancellor.

CALL TO ORDER: by Hefty, 8:01 a.m. The purpose of the meeting is to act on the emergency repair of Dairy Ridge Rd.
NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Stat. Sec. 60.47(5) public contracts do not have to be noticed or advertised for the repair and construction of public facilities if damage or potential damage to the facility creates an emergency. To rely on this exception the town board has to meet and declare by resolution, an emergency that endangers the public health or welfare of the town. The minimum 2-hour notice requirement under the open meeting law would apply to such a meeting. Sec. 19.84(3). By 9:30 p.m. on 8/7/08 the emergency TB agenda was posted in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law. 
EMERGENCY REPAIR TO DAIRY RIDGE ROAD: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to adopt the resolution authorizing Payne & Dolan, Inc., 6295 Lacy Road, Fitchburg, WI  53593 to pave over the milled portion of Dairy Ridge Road at a cost of $68,200.00 to correct the unsafe road condition. (“Construct a 1 lift, 1 ¼” average compacted thickness asphalt pavement over approximately 14,200 SY(20’ X 6,400’. 1,100 TN @$62.00/TN”). Discussion: The town has received numerous phone calls from residents of and travelers on Dairy Ridge Rd. regarding the very hazardous road conditions. The TB concurs that the road condition constitutes an emergency that endangers the public welfare of the town. The road surface was recently milled by Payne & Dolan, Inc. in preparation for sealcoating. However, the road was milled twice which resulted in lots of material no longer adhering to the road base and the creation of gaping holes where the concrete underneath had failed. In addition, a fatal accident on US 18/151 on 8/6/08 @ 4:30 p.m. caused the rush hour traffic and semi-trailer trucks from the state highway to be rerouted to the town road for several hours, further damaging the road surface. Motion to adopt the resolution carried 2-0.
