MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE TOWN BOARD MEETING – Aug. 22, 2012 

IN ATTENDANCE: Supervisor I Wayne Hefty, Supervisor II Richard Schwenn, (A quorum is present.) and Deputy Clerk Carol Statz.
CALL TO ORDER: by Chair Hefty, 7:32 p.m.

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. By 8/19/12 the agenda was posted in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law and as a courtesy to the citizens, the agenda was published in the “Mt. Horeb Mail” on 8/16/12.

MINUTES: Motion by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the TB minutes of 7/16/12 and 7/30/12 as distributed. Motion to approve carried 2-0.  
OPERATOR’S LICENSE: DANIELLE DREW/RILEY TAVERN: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the license. Discussion: The record check, training documents and fee are in order. As a new operator in town, Ms. Freeman attended the 7/30/12 TB meeting to meet the TB. Motion to approve carried 2-0. 

BIKE RIDE: sEPT. 9 – ironman Wisconsin: According to the Dane County Highway “Requirements for Permit to Use County Trunk Highways,”the organizer of a biking event must notify all affected governmental units of the plans to use their roads for an event. The packet sent to the TB by the Dane County Highway satisfies the notification requirement. The Town does not require a permit to bike on town roads. PUBLIC HEARING:PC RECOMMENDATIONS: 

A. C. & E. BOLDEN/CTH PD/SEC. 11 & 14/SLIGHTLY REVISED CSM: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve per the recommendation of the PC. Discussion: The PC approved the revised lot line with the understanding that new building sites shall be limited to two – one new building site on Lot 2 and one new building site on Lot 4.  Discussion: The preliminary CSM approved by the Town in June, 2012, contained Lot 3 with the existing house on six acres. Now, Lot 3 will be larger, with approximately 13 acres and Lot 2 will be decreased accordingly. A prospective buyer is interested in purchasing the existing house and desired more than 6 acres. This proposal is consistent with the approved concept plan - no more lots, and the approved development areas /building envelopes are retained. Motion to approve carried 2-0. 

B. B. PADLEY/KLEVENVILLE RILEY RD./SEC. 3/PRELIMINARY CSM: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the PC recommendation - to deny the preliminary CSM as submitted - for the following reasons: Due to the covenants and restrictions on the property, the Town cannot approve the preliminary CSM as submitted. A preliminary CSM containing Lot 1 of 8.2 acres and the remainder of the property containing 131.2 acres was submitted for the July PC meeting and the August TB meeting. This farmhouse, outbuildings and agricultural land constitute the 75% open area of the Plat of Hidden Ridge. B. Padley sold the 25% area and all of the density units to Terry Temple.  Temple owned the 25% area and developed it into the Plat of Hidden Ridge.  According to the Deed Restriction Agreement, Document # 4171522, recorded at Dane County Register of Deeds on 3/17/06, the “Developer shall close on the purchase of the lands owned by Padley to be incorporated with the Plat, and all of the Development Units on Padley’s adjoining land to be retained by Padley shall be conveyed by Padley to Developer pursuant to the Deed Restriction Agreement.” Motion to deny carried 2-0.   

DRIVEWAY PERMITS:

A. K & D BERG/KLEVENVILLE-RILEY RD./SEC. 3: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the Driveway Permit Part 1 and 2 to access a new lot to be created on Klevenville Riley Rd. Motion to approve carried 2-0. 

B. M. BANIK/GRIMSTAD RD./SEC. 10: MOTION
by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the Driveway Permit Part 1 for an agricultural only access from Grimstad Rd. to a parking area for the Banik Christmas tree farm with the contingency  that if a culvert is needed, the culvert will be installed by the property owner, M. Banik. Motion to approve carried 2-0. 

SPECIAL ASSESSMENTS FOR ROAD IMPROVEMENTS: More work on this matter with the TB and the town attorney is needed. The matter is tabled until further notice. 

LAND USE PLAN AND ORDINANCE AMENDMENTS: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the update of the Plan and Ordinances as recommended by the town attorney. Discussion: Hefty provided an overview of the recommendations received from the town attorney since the April 24, 2012 TB meeting when the amendments recommended by the PC were adopted by the TB. The  town attorney’s recommendations focused on improving the readability of the Plan.

*Sec. 9 (K) repeats the criteria from Sec. 4 Option 1 and Sec. 5 Option 2 to apply to non-residential uses so that the reader does not have to page back and forth among the sections.

*Sec. 15 Definitions includes definitions for residential use and non-residential use.  Motion to approve carried 2-0. 

ORDINANCE FOR FEES/COSTS INCURRED: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to amend the fee schedule as stated below:

“The Town finds that applications for zoning amendments, conditional use permits, driveway permits, certified survey maps, or modifications of previous land use permits present complex issues. The Town Plan Commission and Board should have expert consultants available to assist the Commission and Board. The Commission and Board should not be dependent on opinions of consultants working for the applicant or other agencies. However, it is not fair for the taxpayers to pay the cost of hiring such consultants when the benefit accrues largely to the applicants. Therefore, it is the Town’s policy that all expenses incurred by the Town in reviewing various land use applications shall be paid by and recovered by the Applicants.” Motion carried 2-0. 
DCCO AMENDMENT #11/KEEPING DOMESTIC FOWL IN SINGLE FAMILY RESIDENTIAL YARDS: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve. Motion carried 2-0. 

Bills: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to pay the bills. Motion carried 2-0.
