MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE TOWN BOARD MEETING – July 8, 2013 

IN ATTENDANCE: Town Board Chair Ed Eloranta, Supervisor I Jeff Smith, Supervisor II Richard Schwenn ( A quorum is present.)  and Clerk Vicki Anderson.   
CALL TO ORDER: by Chair Eloranta, 7 p.m.

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. By 7/4/13 the agenda was posted in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law and as a courtesy to the citizens, the agenda was published in the Mt. Horeb Mail. 
MINUTES: Motion by Schwenn/Smith to approve the TB minutes of 6/17/13 as distributed. Motion to approve carried 3-0.  

PUBLIC INPUT: The Springdale 4-H Club spruced up around the historic Town Hall. The club volunteered to complete the community service in appreciation of using the town hall for their meetings. 
Bartenders’ Licenses for Marcine’s and Riley Tavern: Motion by  Schwenn/Smith to approve the bartenders’ licenses for the following individuals. 
Marcine’s –Jennifer Lynn Ace, Riley Tavern – Abby Baumeister. Discussion: The fees, proof of training and acceptable criminal record check have been completed satisfactorily. Motion to approve carried 3-0.
Plan Commission Recommendation: NEIL AND PAM JOHNSON/PRELIMINARY CSM/SPRING ROSE RD./SEC. 25: 
MOTION by Smith/Schwenn to accept the Plan Commission recommendation – “to approve the preliminary CSM as presented with the statements on  the CSM “No building on Lot 2”  and “This approval is given subject to the presentation for recording of the Certified Survey Map with an official NOTICE document from the Town regarding future land divisions in the Town of Springdale.” The NOTICE document shall read “no further land divisions for development according to the current Town land use plan and ordinances.” Discussion: Contiguous acres owned on the effective date of the Plan = 44.734 acres. This is an Option 1 division and exhausts the lots on the Johnson property. The Johnsons plan on selling approximately 34 acres to a farmer and no building shall be permitted there. The land is agricultural and wet. Motion to approve with notice documents carried 3-0.

DISCUSSION: OVERVIEW OF PROCESS/PROCEDURES FOR DISCONTINUANCE OF SINGLE-USE, DEAD-END TOWN ROADS. NO SPECIFIC ROADS WILL BE DISCUSSED: The Town will begin the process of discontinuing single-use, single-owner roads, which basically serve as private driveways. It is a fairness issue since only a few people in Springdale get their ‘driveways’ maintained and plowed. 
Aug. 12 – Public information meeting. The single action of the meeting will be to authorize the Clerk to file a Notice of Pendency at Dane County Register of Deeds for the roads proposed for discontinuance. 

Aug. 19 – Town Board meeting – Introduction of a Resolution for the Discontinuance of Public Roads and scheduling of the Public Hearing on the Discontinuances. The Public Hearing shall be held not less than 40 days after the date the Resolution is introduced. 

The process requires notices to affected property owners and a Class 3 notice for the general public in the Mt. Horeb Mail prior to the Public Hearing after the Aug. 19 meeting. 
INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT WITH DANE COUNTY/PURCHASE OF REPLACEMENT ELECTION EQUIPMENT: MOTION by Smith/Schwenn to approve the Intergovernmental Agreement with Dane County/Purchase of Replacement Election Equipment. Background: Twenty years ago Dane County communities purchased the Optech Eagle voting equipment. Now, some of the machines are starting to break down and replacement parts are no longer manufactured. Dane County has allocated funds for purchase of voting equipment countywide. The County agrees to pay for the election equipment for participating communities then bill back half of the cost. This results in a significant savings for the municipalities, as well as continued support from DC for ballot layout and coding, training of election inspectors on the new equipment, etc. The estimated one-year expense is $2875 for the Eagle, ballot box, 4 GB Jump Drive, modems, shipping/handling, installation/acceptance testing and trade-in. The Town of Springdale purchased the Optech Eagle on 12/11/98 for $5013.01. Motion to approve carried 3-0.   
Appeal of CUP 2237 – W. Smith/July 18, 2013, Dane County Board meeting:  NO ACTION. Dane County Zoning reports that no additional information has been submitted to DC by the attorney for the W. Smith appeal of the town denial of CUP by the deadline of June 30, 2013. 
Bills: MOTION by Schwenn/Smith to pay the bills. Motion carried 3-0.
