MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE TOWN BOARD MEETING – Aug. 19, 2013

CALL TO ORDER: by Chair Eloranta, 7 p.m.

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. By 8/15/13 the agenda was posted in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law and as a courtesy to the citizens, the agenda was published in the Mt. Horeb Mail. 
INTRODUCTION OF RESOLUTION FOR DISCONTINUANCE OF PUBLIC ROAD/SCHEDULE PUBLIC HEARING:
Discussion: Challenge: The town is struggling to maintain the roads because state highway aids are decreasing, costs of road work are increasing  and the state levy limit restricts tax increases. Therefore, the Wisconsin Towns Association (WTA) has recommended that the towns consider returning to private driveways the single-residence town roads. In the 40’s and 50’s private driveways were taken over as town roads because the state highway aids were adequate to pay for road costs. The situation has changed dramatically over time. The rough cost to the town to maintain four + miles of single-residence, primarily dead-end roads, is $27,000/year. These 4+ miles basically serve as private driveways to 22 residences. Approximately 720 other households in town pay for the maintenance of their own private driveways. The town should not maintain 22 private driveways while 720 private driveways are maintained at the owners’ expense. 

Repairs: Even though it is not required, the town will patch and seal the roads to be discontinued to leave them in good shape before abandonment.

Town Road Policy: The TB will adopt a policy to restore the discontinued town road to a town road when it is necessary for a development proposal consistent with the Plan. The developer will be required to bring the discontinued town road up to road standards for the number of new lots proposed. 
Schedule of Discontinuance Process:  
*Aug. 12 – Public information meeting. The single action of the meeting was to authorize the Clerk to file a Notice of Pendency at Dane County Register of Deeds by Aug. 19, 2013, for the roads proposed for discontinuance. 

*Aug. 19 – Town Board meeting – Introduction of a Resolution for the Discontinuance of Public Roads and scheduling of the Public Hearing on the Discontinuances. The Public Hearing shall be held not less than 40 days after the date the Resolution is introduced. 

The process requires notices to affected property owners and a Class 3 notice for the general public in the Mt. Horeb Mail prior to the Public Hearing after the Aug. 19 meeting. 

*Aug. 19 – 29 - Notice of the Sept. 30, 2013 public hearing to be delivered or mailed to abutters of the roads proposed for discontinuance.

*Aug. 26 – PC consideration of the Resolution for the Discontinuance of Public Roads.

*Sept. 5, 12, 19 – Public notice in the Mt. Horeb Mail announcing the Sept. 30, 2013, public hearing. 

*Sept. 30 – Public Hearing by the TB

Other Towns: In our area, the following towns are known to have discontinued some roads:  Town of Vermont -approximately 7-8 roads; the Town of Pleasant Springs - 45-47 roads; the Town of Springfield – less than 10. The towns of Verona and Perry are studying the matter. 

Roads under consideration at this time: Single-residence; no landlocked parcels. 

MOTION by Smith/Schwenn to file the Resolution as presented for each of the 22 roads on the list read by Town Chair Eloranta under consideration for discontinuance in order to name and describe each individual road.  (The roads on the list are: BAKER DRIVE, BARNES ROAD, BERG DRIVE, BERGLUND ROAD, BLAHA DRIVE, FRYE ROAD, HEFTY ROAD, HEUSER ROAD, JOLLY ROAD, KITTLESON ROAD, LEWIS DRIVE, MARTIN ROAD, MCSHERRY ROAD, MIDTHUN ROAD, MOORE ROAD, O.C. HARRIS ROAD, QUIET GLEN DRIVE, RINDY ROAD, SCHWARTZ DRIVE, SUTTER DRIVE SOUTH, THOMAS ROAD, ZURBUCHEN ROAD.)

                                                                                               RECITALS:

A. It is in the public interest that the public way, ______________, shown and described on the diagram and legal description attached    

     hereto and incorporated herein is vacated and discontinued in the Town of Springdale, Dane County, Wisconsin, under 66.1003(4). 

B. The Town Board of Springdale intends to discontinue the Right-of-Way.

C. The discontinuance of the Right-of-Way will not deprive the landowner of all access to a highway and will not result in a 
     landlocked property and no owner of property abutting the discontinued Right-of-Way will be damaged by the discontinuance.

 D.This Resolution was introduced before the Town Board of the Town of Springdale on Aug. 19, 2013. A Notice of Pendency of 
     Application to vacate the Right-of-Way was filed with the Registry of Deeds for Dane County on Aug. 19, 2013. The Notice 

     of Hearing was published as a class 3 notice under Chapter 985 of the Wisconsin Statutes. A copy of the Notice of Hearing was    

     served or mailed more than 30 days  prior to the hearing in the manner prescribed by law on the owners of all the frontage of the 
     lots and lands abutting upon the Right-of-Way. A public hearing was held before the Town Board of the Town of Springdale on 
     Sept. 30, 2013.

D. This matter was referred for consideration and report to the Town of Springdale Plan Commission which considered and reported 
    on this matter. 

E. No proper written objection to the discontinuance of the Right-of-Way was filed with the Town Clerk.

F. The public interest requires that the Right-of-Way be discontinued. 

   NOW, THEREFORE, based on the above recitals, pursuant to section 66.1003 of the

Wisconsin Statutes, the Town Board of the Town of Springdale hereby resolves as follows:

1. Discontinuance of Right-of-Way. The Right of Way is hereby vacated and discontinued.

2. Official Map Amendment.  The Town’s official map shall hereby be amended consistent with this Resolution. 

3. Clerk Duties.  The Town Clerk is instructed to record a certified Copy of this Resolution with the Dane County Register of Deeds.

Motion carried 3-0. 
PROCESS TO HONOR LANDOWNERS’ DEED RESTRICTION REQUESTS: INFORMATION ONLY: It has come to the attention of the TB that a residential property has been zoned C-2, Commercial since the 1950’s. The current property owner plans to sell the property but is uncomfortable with the possible uses that could be permitted on a C-2 zoned property. Through Dane County Zoning, the Town learned that a property owner, for the sake of their neighbors, could file a notice at the Register of Deeds restricting future uses on the property. The property owner could also request to rezone the property, but the rezoning process can take more time. 
PLAN COMMISSION: M. & R. RICHARDSON/DRIVEWAY OPTIONS FOR BETTER COMPLIANCE WITH THE PLAN:

MOTION by Smith/Schwenn to recommend to the PC to consider the following options for the concept plan for the Richardson property: a. Support a variance to allow overlapping 66’frontage strips to Town Hall Rd., one on the North and one on the South side of the southern most land, to serve two lots of 35 acres or less on each strip; or b. Support the construction of a new town road at the developer’s expense per the Town of Springdale New Town Road policy.  Discussion: This is a large property with the potential for 12 new lots and limited access from Town Hall Road. Due to the access issues, the TB made the above recommendation to help meet the Plan goals of no strip development along roadways, keeping building envelopes off of agricultural land, maintaining the rural character and accessing the most desirable building sites with the houses in or near the woods. As a policy, the town works to minimize the miles of town road. But, the town policy supports a new town road when the development is possible and the new town road would improve the development’s compliance with the Plan. Since the landowner is considering an Option 1 concept plan, to qualify for a new town road, the development would follow the layout of an Option 2 concept plan. Motion carried 3-0. 
DRIVEWAY PERMIT: J. KLEIN/BRINGOLD DR./SEC. 35: MOTION by Schwenn/Smith to approve a Driveway Permit Part 1 and Part 2 for a residential accessory building on the corner of Kollath Rd. and Bringold Dr. Discussion: Generally, the TB discourages a second driveway on a lot but in this case, and it would be impractical to access the proposed accessory building with the existing shared driveway serving the Klein residence. The driveway shall be constructed in conformance with the Driveway Construction Guide. Motion to approve carried 3-0. 
PUBLIC HEARING/ACTION: ADOPTION OF AMENDMENTS TO THE TOWN OF SPRINGDALE CODE OF ORDINANCES, TITLE 9, CHAPTER 4, COMPREHENSIVE PLAN, WHICH INCLUDE THE TOWN LAND USE PLAN AND LAND DIVISION AND SUBDIVISION CODE: MOTION by Smith/Schwenn to approve the amended language. Discussion: The amended language already has been discussed at several town public hearings in 2013 and approved by the PC and TB. Motion carried 3-0. 
IRONMAN WISCONSIN ROUTE IN SPRINGDALE/SEPT. 8: INFORMATION ONLY: The Ironman route will follow the same route as in the past. 
BILLS: MOTION by Schwenn/Smith to pay the bills. Motion carried 3-0.

ADJOURN:MOTION by Schwenn/Smith to adjourn. Motion to adjourn carried 3-0.
