NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. By 8/22/13 the agenda was posted in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law.
CHIP SEAL IN 2013 SOME ROADS BEING CONSIDERED FOR DISCONTINUANCE: MOTION by Schwenn/Smith to chip seal the roads as presented in the list prepared by Town Patrolman Devin Dahlk, except for Sutter Drive South which serves Dane County Donald Park and does not serve a Town of Springdale taxpayer. This list includes: Baker Drive, Berg Drive, Blaha Drive, Hefty Road, Jolly Road, Lewis Drive, McSherry Road, O.C. Harris Road, and Quiet Glen Drive. Discussion: Before discontinuance of these single-residence roads, as a courtesy to the homeowners, the town will complete this maintenance. Then, all the roads under consideration for discontinuance in 2013 could be discontinued as the same time. The town could obtain a short-term loan of approximately $45,000.00 for the period of December, 2013, through Feb. 2014. The interest of 2% for this short period of time is estimated as approximately $300.00. A bid notice will appear in the Mt. Horeb Mail as a Class 2 notice. At the Sept. 16, 2013 TB meeting the following actions will be on the agenda: 1. The opening of the bids and awarding of the contract contingent upon the approval of the electors to increase the budget for highway expenditures in 2013. 2. A special meeting of the electors will be held to act on the increase in the budget for highway expenditures in 2013. 3. The TB will authorize the borrowing of approximately $45,000.00 as a short-term loan.  Motion to approve the additional roadwork in 2013 carried 3-0, 6:42 p.m.
