MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE PUBLIC HEARING AND TOWN BOARD MEETING – Sept. 30, 2013 

IN ATTENDANCE: Town Board Chair Ed Eloranta, Supervisor I Jeff Smith, Supervisor II Richard Schwenn ( A quorum is present.)  Clerk Vicki Anderson, Deputy Clerk Carol Statz, and Town Attorney Christopher Hughes, Stafford Rosenbaum, LLP.   
CALL TO ORDER: by Chair Eloranta, 7:03 p.m.

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. By 9/26/13 the agenda was posted in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law and as a courtesy to the citizens, the agenda was published in the Mt. Horeb Mai. In addition, the public hearing on road discontinuance was published and posted as a Class III on 9/5, 9/12 and 9/19. 
Call to order the public hearing on the discontinuance and vacation of the following single-residence, dead-end or loop roads located in the Town of Springdale, Dane County, Wisconsin: Baker Drive, Barnes Road, Berg Drive,  Berglund Road (also known as Berglund), Blaha Drive (also known as Andy Ct.), Frye Road, Hefty Road, Heuser Road, Jolly Road, Kittleson Road, Lewis Drive,  Martin Road, McSherry Road, Midthun Road, Moore Road, O.C. Harris Road, Quiet Glen Drive, Rindy Road, Schwartz Road (also known as Schwarz Road),Sutter Drive South, Thomas Road, Zurbuchen Road:

Town Attorney Chris Hughes explained the sequence of events for the public hearing: Due to the amount of material to cover in one night, Town Chair Eloranta will provide an overview of the road discontinuance process,; each road will then be introduced and public comments will be requested for each road, with final citizen comments at the end of the public hearing. 

Overview of Road Discontinuance by Eloranta: In the 1950-1960’s the town had a whole series of roads servicing single residences that were converted from private driveways to town roads. At that time, the conversion to town roads was beneficial to all - the town and the residents. As the road costs have increased and the state road aids to pay for the road costs have decreased, it is no longer beneficial to the town.  It is a challenge and a struggle for the town to adequately repair roads with major problems while experiencing a disproportionate expense for the maintenance, snow plowing and mowing of the single residence town roads.  For approximately 24 roads small roads, the annual cost is estimated to be $27,000.00. The snow plow operator assigned to plow these single purpose roads has to use the smaller truck and hopscotch around town plowing them. Three trucks go out to plow snow and the three trucks complete their routes in approximately the same time. One truck plows 24 single purpose roads and two trucks to share the plowing of 73 roads. The town cannot continue to maintain driveways for a few residents while the other 700 residences maintain their own driveways. In preparation for the discontinuance, the town has recently completed maintenance on these roads to leave them in good shape. It was the goal to eliminate all town roads servicing single residences. Due to complications with some of the single residence roads, the town was unable to discontinue all of them at this time since further research is needed.

Wayne Hefty believes that Hefty Road should not be discontinued until such time that all roads with non-residential users using the roads are discontinued. He brought up the examples of some other roads he felt were in the same category as Hefty Road. (The other roads will be researched because each road has it unique set of circumstances.) W. Hefty owns to the centerline of Hefty Road and uses Hefty Road to access his property adjacent to Hefty road. The Hefty residence is accessed via a residential driveway south of Hefty Road on CTH J. 
HEUSER ROAD – Concern that this road should not be discontinued because a farmer uses it to access their farmland.

General comments: 

*The State Department of Transportation has verified for the Town that road aids received in 2013 do not have to be returned to the State for the road miles discontinued on Sept. 30, 2013. The State official stated that the monies received in quarterly installments for 2013 probably have been expended since the time to complete snow plowing and roadside mowing and road maintenance in 2013 has passed. 

*In a situation where a non-residential user may be using the road to be discontinued, when it is a private driveway, the owners of the driveway could grant the farmer access via their driveway or the farmer could obtain a field road access from the town at another location. 
*In a situation when an adjacent property owner owns to the center line of the road, since the road right-of-way is typically 66’ wide, this property owner could apply for a non-residential driveway permit on their side of the road to be discontinued.

Amendments to town driveway ordinance to facilitate town driveway permits for discontinued town roads: 
MOTION by Smith/Schwenn to approve the amendment to the Town Private Driveway Ordinance as read by Chair Eloranta: “To the extent that the Town Board would vacate a town road, no Town Driveway Permit Part 1 and Part 2 application shall be required for the vacated town road. The vacated town road shall continue as the private driveway and the Town shall approve and issue a Town Driveway Permit Part 1 and Part 2 for the vacated town road address. When a discontinued town road accesses a state or county highway, the required access permit granted by that governing body controlling the right-of-way shall be facilitated by the Town.

In the event that the property served by the vacated town road contains lots for development under the Town of Springdale Land Use Plan, the Town Board may consider the adoption of a new town road per the town policy for new town roads.”
Discussion: At the October Town Board meeting the TB will add specific language to the town road policy to the effect that in case a development in conformance with the Town Land Use Plan and ordinances cannot proceed without a town road, the TB will consider reestablishing a discontinued town road as a town road. Motion carried 3-0, 8:47 p.m.
Town, county and/or state driveway permits for discontinued town roads: 
MOTION by Eloranta/Schwenn that Driveway Permit Part 1 and Part 2, as necessary, shall be issued for all town roads to be discontinued at no fee to the property owners. Discussion: The town will prepare the paperwork and pay all fees if fees are incurred with permits from Dane County Highway for CTH J for the Brunner and Hamachers and State Road 92 for Sutter Drive South – Dane County Parks land. Motion to approve carried 3-0.  
Bureau of Commissioners of Public Lands loan application and borrowing resolution for road work: 
FORM OF RECORD: the following preamble and resolutions were presented by Supervisor Ed Eloranta and were read to the meeting. By the provisions of Sec. 24.66 of the Wisconsin Statutes, all municipalities may borrow money for such purposes in the manner prescribed, and, by the provisions of Chapter 24 of the Wisconsin Statutes, the Board of Commissioners of Public Lands of Wisconsin is authorized to make loans from the State Trust Funds to municipalities for such purposes. (Municipality is defined by Sec. 24.60(2) of the Wisconsin Statutes means a town, village, city, county, public inland lake protection and rehabilitation district, town sanitary district created under Sec. 60.71 or 60.72, metropolitan sewerage district created under Sec. 200.05 or 200.23, joint sewerage system created under Sec. 281.43(4), school district or technical college district. 

MOTION by Smith/Schwenn to approve the foregoing resolution and preamble approving and authorizing an application for a loan to finance road maintenance for procurement of funds from the Board of Commissioners of Public Lands. The road maintenance/chip sealing is on a portion of Town Hall Road and for some of the roads under consideration for discontinuance:

“THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town of Springdale, in the County of Dane, Wisconsin, borrow from the Trust Funds of the State of Wisconsin the sum of Thirty Three Thousand Eight Hundred Seventeen And 00/100 Dollars ($33,817.00) for the purpose of financing road maintenance and for no other purpose. 

The loan is to be payable within 1 year from the 15th day of March preceding the date the loan is made. The loan will be repaid in annual installments with interest at the rate of 2.50 percent per annum from the date of making the loan to the 15th day of March next and thereafter annually as provided by law. 


RESOLVED FURTHER, that there shall be raised and there is levied upon all taxable property, within the Town of Springdale, in the County of Dane, Wisconsin, a direct annual tax for the purpose of paying interest and principal on the loan as they become due. 


RESOLVED FURTHER, that no money obtained by the Town of Springdale by such loan from the state be applied or paid out for any purpose except financing road maintenance without the consent of the Board of Commissioners of Public Lands. 


RESOLVED FURTHER, that in case the Board of Commissioners of Public Lands of Wisconsin agrees to make the loan, that the chairman and clerk of the Town of Springdale, in the County of Dane, Wisconsin, are authorized and empowered, in the name of the Town to execute and deliver to the Commission, certificates of indebtedness, in such form as required by the Commission, for any sum of money that may be loaned to the Town pursuant to this resolution. The chairman and clerk of the Town will perform all necessary actions to fully carry out the provisions of Chapter 24 Wisconsin Statutes, and these resolutions. 


RESOLVED FURTHER, that this preamble and these resolutions and the aye and no vote by which they were adopted, be recorded, and that the clerk of this Town forward this certified record, along with the application for the loan to the Board of Commissioners of Public Lands of Wisconsin.” Motion carried: Eloranta-aye, Smith-aye, Schwenn-aye, 3-0.
