MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE TOWN BOARD MEETING – Oct. 15, 2012 
IN ATTENDANCE: Chairman Ed Eloranta, Supervisor I Wayne Hefty, Supervisor II Richard Schwenn, ( A quorum is present.) and Clerk Vicki Anderson
CALL TO ORDER: by Chair Eloranta, 7 p.m.

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. By 10/11/12 the agenda was posted in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law and as a courtesy to the citizens, the agenda was published in the “Mt. Horeb Mail” on 10/11/12. In addition, due to the publication/posting requirements for the public hearing to discuss and act on amendments to the comprehensive plan, the public hearing notice was published on 9/13/12 in the “Mt. Horeb Mail.”
MINUTES: Motion by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the TB minutes of 9/17/12 as distributed. Motion to approve carried 3-0.  
DANE COUNTY DEPUTY SHERIFF BROOKE GAGNER: INFORMATION ONLY: 
a. In light of the increase in daytime home break-ins in the towns of Middleton, Cross Plains and Montrose, Deputy Gagner urges Springdale residents to take precautions to protect their residences. She urges residents to lock their doors and windows. In the break-ins, entry was made through doors, that were sometimes unlocked, and by cutting screens and entry through unlocked windows. 
b. In response to a citizen complaint about heavy trucks using Town Hall Rd. as a cut-through route, especially during the reconstruction of State Road 92, Deputy Sheriff Gagner stated that the town would have to post road weight limits and adopt an ordinance for the enforcement of the road weight limits before the sheriffs could respond. 
TOWN AND COUNTRY SANITATION CONTRACT 2013 – 2017/DOUG ENKE: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to accept the proposed Garbage and Recycling Contract from Town and Country Sanitation, Inc., dated Sept. 12, 2012, for five years, starting in 2013, with the changes, additional clauses, as discussed. Discussion: It was verbally agreed by Doug Enke, President, Town and Country Sanitation, Inc., and the Springdale Town Board that the following provisions in the current contract between Town and Country Sanitation, Inc., dated Jan. 1, 2010, and the Town shall remain in effect during the terms of the new contract: “Purpose of the Contract, ” “Term of Contract (with new dates of Jan. 1, 2013 through Dec. 13, 2017),” “Definition of Terms,” “Residential Collection and Disposal,” “Commercial, Industrial and Institutional Collection and Disposal,”  and “Spring cleanup.” In addition, the new clause in the Sept. 12, 2012 contract will be amended to read: “If the State of Wisconsin should impose a landfill or recycling fee increase, Town and Country Sanitation reserves the right to pass them along to the Town of Springdale and the Town agrees to pay for those additional expenses and only those additional expenses or taxes created by the compliance with such laws.” Motion to approve carried 3-0. 
ROAD ABANDONMENT RESOLUTION/MT. VERNON PLAT/EAST SECOND ST. BETWEEN LOTS 26 & 27:

MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to introduce the Resolution to Discontinue a Portion of East Second Street Located in the Town of Springdale, Dane County, Wisconsin. Discussion: In response to a request by the Gitchels, 1719 Washington St.,  and Ways, 1711 Washington St., pursuant to the procedures in Wis. Stats. 66.1003, the TB initiated the process to discontinue the undeveloped, platted street in the historical Plat of Byam’s Addition lying between the Gitchel and Way properties. The Ways believe that this undeveloped street was previously discontinued but since the Dane County surveyor office cannot find any record of the discontinuance, it is time to clean up the records. The Trainors, who own land to the west of the undeveloped street, support the discontinuance.  Since the Gitchels and Ways have been jointly using this undeveloped land, it was agreed that the costs incurred by the Town for the discontinuance shall be reimbursed to the town by them. In addition, they will draft and record a joint driveway easement for the shared use of this land. The timeline for the process is as follows: 

*10/15/12 – Lis Pendens filed with Dane County Register of Deeds by the Town; 

*10/15/12 – TB introduces the Resolution to Discontinue; 

*No earlier than 40 days after the 10/15/12 introduction of the Resolution to Discontinue, the TB shall meet to discuss the discontinuance. The meeting was set for 11/27/12.

*By 10/28/12, the Town shall notify the abutting property owners of the TB public hearing on the discontinuance scheduled for 11/27/12; 

*The PC shall review the proposal and make a recommendation to the TB at the 10/22/12 PC meeting.

* A class 3 notice shall be published in the Mt. Horeb Mail on 11/1, 11/8 and 11/15. Motion to approve the introduction of the Resolution to Discontinue and to set the meeting date as 11/27/12 carried 3-0. 7:23 p.m.

PUBLIC HEARING/ACTION: ORDINANCE ADOPTION FOR AMENDMENTS TO THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN (LAND USE PLAN AND LAND DIVISION AND SUBDIVISION ORDINANCE)

Public Hearing – Call to Order by Chair Eloranta, 7:24 p.m. During the annual process to review the Plan a few amendments were recommended and adopted by the PC and TB. By the procedures in the Plan and state law, it is a long process. The few tweaks to the Plan were projected on the wall and described by Chair Eloranta and Supervisor Hefty. Hearing no comments from the public, the public hearing was closed. 

MOTION by Eloranta/Schwenn to adopt Resolution No. 12-10-1 – A Resolution to Amend Sections 2, 3, 4, 5, 8, 9, 14 and 15 of the Town of Springdale Land Use Plan. 
A RESOLUTION TO AMEND SECTIONS 2, 3, 4, 5, 8, 9, 14 and 15 OF THE TOWN OF SPRINGDALE LAND USE PLAN

WHEREAS, the Town Plan Commission has met and considered a recommendation to the Town Board, and the Town Board has considered the Town Plan Commission action; and

WHEREAS, an amendment to the Plan has been prepared which is attached hereto and incorporated herein as Attachment A (the “Plan Amendments”); and 


WHEREAS, the Town has held several meetings in 2012 to obtain input from citizens on the Plan Amendments ( Jan. 23, Feb. 27, March 26, April, 23, April 24, May 21, and Aug. 22); and 

      WHEREAS, public hearings were held at the January and February,   2012 Plan Commission meetings and the April 2012 Town Board meeting; and       

       WHEREAS, the Town Board believes that the adoption of the Plan Amendments will promote the public health, safety, and general welfare of the Town, and will encourage the most appropriate use of land throughout the Town. 
 


NOW, THEREFORE, based on the above and pursuant to state statutes, and the procedure for amending the Land Use Plan contained in the 2002 Plan and the amendments, the Town Board of the Town of Springdale hereby adopts the Plan Amendments attached hereto and incorporated herein as Attachment A. The Plan Amendments shall be effective upon adoption and posting as provided by law. Motion carried 3-0. 

MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to adopt Ordinance No. 12-10-2 – An Ordinance to Amend Sections 3.9, 3.19, 3.20, 3.21, and 3.22 of the Town of Springdale Code of Ordinances Title 9, Chapter, 3, Land Division and Subdivision Ordinance. 
WHEREAS, the Town has completed its annual review in 2012 of its land use plan and Title 9, Chapter 3, Land Division and Subdivision Ordinance contained in the Town Code of Ordinances (“Chapter 3”); and 

WHEREAS, an amendment to Chapter 3 has been prepared which is attached hereto and incorporated herein as Attachment A (the “Ordinance Amendments”); and 


WHEREAS, subsequent to a class 2 published notice, a public hearing was held on April 24, 2012, by the Town Board regarding the adoption of the Ordinance Amendments; and 

      WHEREAS, the Town Plan Commission has met and considered a recommendation to the Town Board, and the Town Board has considered the Town Plan Commission action; and  

      WHEREAS, the Town Board believes that the adoption of the Ordinance Amendments will promote the public health, safety, and general welfare of the Town, and will encourage the most appropriate use of land throughout the Town. 
 


NOW, THEREFORE, based on the above and pursuant to state statutes including secs. 60.22, 61.34(1), and 236.45, Wis. Stats., the Town Board of the Town of Springdale, Dane County, Wisconsin, does hereby ordain as follows: 

     Section 1. Title 9, Chapter 3, Land Division and Subdivision Ordinance contained in the Town Code of Ordinances is hereby amended as provided in the Ordinance Amendments. In the event of a conflict between a provision contained in the Ordinance Amendments and an existing ordinance provision, the provision contained in the Ordinance Amendments shall govern and prevail. 

     Section 2. If any section or part of this Ordinance is adjudged to be unconstitutional, unlawful, or invalid, by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remainder of the Ordinance shall not be affected thereby. 

     Section 3. This Ordinance shall become effective upon adoption and posting as provided by law. Motion carried 3-0. 

MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to adopt Ordinance No. 12-10-3 – An Ordinance to Amend the Town of Springdale Code of Ordinances, Title 9, Chapter 4, the Comprehensive Plan of the Town of Springdale, Dane County, Wisconsin. 


WHEREAS, pursuant to sections 62.23(2) and (3) of the Wisconsin Statutes, the Town of Springdale is authorized to prepare and adopt amendments to the comprehensive plan as defined in sections 66.1001(1)(a) and 66.1001(2) of the Wisconsin Statutes.


WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Springdale, Dane County, Wisconsin, has adopted written procedures designed to foster public participation in every stage of the preparation of a comprehensive plan as required by section 66.1001(4)(a) of the Wisconsin Statutes. 

WHEREAS, an amendment to Chapter 4 has been prepared which is attached hereto and incorporated herein as Attachment A (the “Ordinance Amendments” and the “Plan Amendments”); and 

WHEREAS, the Town Plan Commission, by a majority vote of the entire commission recorded in its official minutes, has adopted a resolution recommending to the town board the adoption of the Ordinance Amendments and Plan Amendments; and

WHEREAS, subsequent to a class 1 notice under ch. 985, a public hearing was held on October 15, 2012 by the Town Board regarding the adoption of the Ordinance Amendments and Plan Amendments. 

NOW THEREFORE, based on the above and pursuant to state statutes including section 66.1001(4)(c) of the Wis. Stats., the Town Board of the Town of Springdale, Wisconsin, does hereby ordain as follows:

Section 1. Title 9, Chapter 4, Comprehensive Plan Ordinance contained in the Town Code of Ordinances is hereby amended as provided in the Ordinance Amendments and Plan Amendments. In the event of a conflict between a provision contained in the Ordinance Amendments and an existing ordinance provision, the provision contained in the Ordinance Amendments shall govern and prevail. In the event of a conflict between a provision contained in the Plan Amendments and an existing Plan provision, the provision contained in the Plan Amendments shall govern and prevail. 

Section 2. If any section or part of this Ordinance is adjudged to be unconstitutional, unlawful, or invalid, by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remainder of the Ordinance shall not be affected thereby.

               Section 3. This ordinance shall become effective upon adoption and posting as provided by law. Motion carried 3-0. 

TREASURER’S BOND ORDINANCE FOR TAX COLLECTION: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the ordinance assuming the responsibility of the Treasurer for tax collection for taxes payable in 2013. Motion carried 3-0, 7:42 p.m.

DANE COUNTY ORDINANCE AMENDMENTS 12, 13, 14 – PERTAINING TO A-1EX, A-4, A-B: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the amendments. Motion carried 3-0. 
TB RESOLUTION TO PROPOSE TO EXCEED THE LEVY LIMIT: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the resolution to propose exceeding the levy limits for taxes collected in 2012 and payable in 2013. Discussion: The Town Board proposes to exceed the state-imposed levy limit for taxes payable in 2013. This will be subject to a vote of the electors at the special meeting of the electors on Tuesday, Nov. 27, 2012, at the annual public hearing/budget meeting. Motion carried 3-0, 8:04 p.m.
