MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE TOWN BOARD MEETING – Dec. 17, 2012 
IN ATTENDANCE: Chairman Ed Eloranta, Supervisor I Wayne Hefty, Supervisor II Richard Schwenn, ( A quorum is present.) and Clerk Vicki Anderson
CALL TO ORDER: by Chair Eloranta, 7 p.m.

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. By 12/13/12 the agenda was posted in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law and as a courtesy to the citizens, the agenda was published in the “Mt. Horeb Mail” on 12/13/12. 
MINUTES: Motion by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the TB minutes of 11/11/12 as distributed. Motion to approve carried 3-0.  
FIRE DISTRICT UPDATE: Mike Lamberty, town Representative to the Mount Horeb Area Joint Fire District, attended the meeting to share information with the town. 
1. The MHAJFD has requested the town to encourage homeowners to inspect their driveways for accessibility and durability for the safe and prompt access of the public safety equipment. It is expected that driveways will be able to accommodate the largest MHAJFD truck, the ladder truck. It requires a driveway opening that is 14 feet in height and 14 feet in width. Weight of the vehicles may be as much as 35 tons. This is an issue for private property protection. Driveways which are too narrow to accommodate a vehicle and/or have low-lying branches that block passage are unable to accommodate fire or EMS apparatus weight. Such driveways may be hazardous and will not be accessed by the apparatus. If the public safety professionals cannot access your property with their vehicles, they will be forced to respond on foot. This could be disastrous and costly since foot response significantly handicaps the fire ground operations and delays patient care. The town private driveway ordinance and construction guide addresses these access issues for new driveways. It is the responsibility of the homeowner to maintain the accessibility of existing driveways.
The TB agreed to include this message from the MHAJFD in the 2013 town newsletter mailed to all property owners.

2. The MHAJFD building committee will meet early in 2013 to continue the discussion about the feasibility for a new building and/or improved use of the existing building. 

3. The new fire truck will be in operation in the spring 2013. It meets Department of Transportation standards for crash and rollover tests. 

4. TB Supervisor Schwenn questioned whether MHAJFD has discussed the future possibility of joining forces with neighboring fire departments to cost-share equipment, administration, personnel, etc. The communities of Verona, Oregon, Fitchburg and Madison are discussing their options for shared services at this time. 

PUBLIC HEARING: PC RECOMMENDATION: C & E BOLDEN/CHANGE OF BUILDING ENVELOPE ON CONCEPT PLAN/SEC. 11 & 14/ALLEN DR.: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the change of the building envelope as recommended by the PC. Motion carried 3-0. 

DRIVEWAY PERMIT/ALLEN DR./SEC. 11: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve Driveway Permit Part 1 & 2 from Allen Dr., along an existing lane to the edge of the cornfield to the garage location in the building envelope. Discussion: It is understood that the driveway shall be constructed in conformance with the driveway construction guide, especially with suitable turnaround area for emergency equipment. Motion carried 3-0.
C & M LOTTA/CUP #2012-02222-HORSE BOARDING/ADDITIONAL CONDITION: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the additional condition adopted by Dane County Board: The owner shall be responsible for instituting a nutrient management (manure) plan with Dane County Land Conservation. Motion to approve with the additional condition carried 3-0.
UPPER SUGAR RIVER WATERSHED ASSOCIATION, USRWA, ANNUAL UPDATE: Megan Phillips, Executive Director of the USRWA, thanked the town for its continued support of their work and outlined several of their projects this past year.
*Monitored water quality, *Cleared the Sugar River Water Trail, *Designed and implemented hands-on environmental education lesson plans for Earth Day, *Hosted a free training to teach citizens how to identify and monitor for aquatic invasive species, *Provided a free canoeing experience for over 80 people at their annual Paddle & Pig Out in Paoli, *Held a free screening of “Green Fire: Aldo Leopold and  a Land Ethic for Our Time,” Continued to provide mentoring and support for the Lower Sugar River Watershed Association, *Conducted follow-up surveys of the sensitive sloughs habitats which is being encroached upon by the invasive western mosquitofish.
