MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE TOWN BOARD MEETING – May 16, 2011 

IN ATTENDANCE: Town Board Chair Ed Eloranta, Supervisor I Wayne Hefty, Supervisor II Richard Schwenn and Clerk Vicki Anderson.

CALL TO ORDER: by Chair Eloranta, 8 p.m.

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. By 5/12/11 the agenda was posted in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law. As an additional service to the citizens, a tentative agenda of the meeting was published in the “Mt. Horeb Mail” and Town and Country Shopper on 5/12/11. 
MINUTES: Motion by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the TB minutes of 4/18/11 as distributed. Motion carried 3-0. 

PUBLIC INPUT: a. A resident requested information about road right-of-way (r-o-w) issues: To fell trees within the r-o-w is the decision/action of the town and the felled wood may be available to the abutting landowner/occupant. The Code of Ordinances states: “…the public authority maintaining the highway may cut down, trim and remove trees, shrubs and hedges for the purpose of and conducting to the benefit and improvement of the owner’s land or the highway facility. When it is necessary for trees in a road r-o-w to be removed, the adjacent property owner shall have a right of first refusal to have the wood. After receiving notice that a tree is to be removed, the adjacent property owner has fourteen (14) days to remove the tree...” The TB does not interfere in disagreements between neighbors about the disposition of felled wood. The TB does have the authority to regulate activities with the r-o-w of town roads. 

b. Harland Erfurth, Mt. Vernon Cemetery Association President, requests the TB to consider an annual donation to the association for the maintenance of the cemetery. The cemetery receives no income except for grave sales and, presently, cannot afford the mowing and trimming expenses. It was generally agreed that the matter should be placed on the 2012 budget agenda.

PUBLIC HEARING/ACTION: MOUNT HOREB AREA JOINT FIRE DISTRICT (MHAJFD) ORDINANCE FOR FIRE SAFETY INSPECTIONS/ENFORCEMENT 
a. Ordinance for Fire Safety Inspections/Enforcement: The purpose of the ordinance is to give the fire safety inspectors the authority to inspect businesses open to the public for compliance with fire safety codes and to issue citations for fire safety code violations. No costs would be incurred by the town for the fire safety inspections. 
MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the ordinance as presented.

ORDINANCE 11-05-1  TOWN OF SPRINGDALE

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 4-1-1 AND SECTION 1-2-5  OF THE TOWN OF SPRINGDALE CODE OF ORDINANCES RELATING TO FIRE SAFETY INSPECTIONS AND ENFORCEMENT

The Town Board of the Town of Springdale hereby ordains as follows:

1. Section 4-1-1(a)(3) of the Town Code of Ordinances is created to provide as follows: 

(a)(3) Fire protection within the Town shall be furnished in accordance with the Fire Protection and Rescue Service Agreement establishing the Mount Horeb Area Fire District. The Chief of the Mount Horeb Area Fire Department shall hold the office of Fire Inspector, pursuant to Wis. Stat. 101.14, and may appoint one or more deputy fire inspectors. 

2. Sections 1-2-5 (b)(3) of the Town Code of Ordinances is created to provide as follows:

(b)(3) Fire Inspector or Deputy Fire Inspectors. 

(b)(4) The officials granted authority to issue citations under this subsection may delegate that authority to other Town employees only with the approval of the Town Board.

The above and foregoing ordinance was adopted by the Town of Springdale Board on May 16, 2011. Motion to approve the ordinance carried 3-0. 

b. MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to contribute $10,000.00 to the MHAJFD Apparatus Fund as a gesture of good will. Discussion: Effective Jan. 1, 2011, the entire Town of Springdale (Town) is in the MHAJFD for fire and emergency medical services. As part of the dissolution of the fire and emergency medical services from the Verona Area Fire District, the Town and City of Verona had to buy out the Town of Springdale. The Town received a buy out payment of $89,057.71 in March, 2011. MHAJFD did not require the Town to buy into the MHAJFD because the MHAJFD did not have a written policy in place to do so. Some argued that the Town should buy in to the fire district apparatus fund since the entire Town had not been contributing over the years to the apparatus fund as had the other towns. Others argued that the Village of Mt. Horeb may have expanded significantly in any year, increasing the service demands of the fire district, and no buy in had been required of the Village in the past. Motion to contribute the funds passed 3-0.
ROAD PROJECTS 2011: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the list of proposed road projects for 2011 as prepared by Town Patrolman Devin Dahlk with the inclusion of reconstruction of portions of Erb Rd. for the solicitation of bids as required. Discussion: The 2011 budget includes $160,000.00 for the annual summer through fall road repair and reconstruction projects. Due to the monies spent on significant bridge repairs the last couple of years, the TB proposes spending additional monies on road work to avoid getting behind on necessary road repairs. An additional $79,000.00 on road projects, in what was the Verona Area Fire District (VAFD) portion of the Town, is proposed. $79,000 is the balance from the buy out from the VAFD. As always, during the bid process, the TB will determine how far the available monies will go. The actual bids and list of work will be discussed at an upcoming TB meeting. Motion carried 3-0. 
OPERATORS’ LICENSES: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve an Operator’s License for Tracie Ace and Rochelle Kruchten for Riley Tavern. Discussion: The applications and criminal record checks have been successfully completed. Motion to approved carries 3-0.
OUTDOOR EVENT WITH AMPLIFIED SOUND/RILEY TAVERN/JUNE 25, 2011: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the permit with the normal requirements:

1. All amplified sound and music shall be discontinued at midnight, 12:00 a.m., for the events other than the Riley Fest.

2. All amplified sound and music shall be discontinued at 1:30 a.m. for the Riley Fest. The Riley Fest is the only outdoor music event at Riley Tavern at which amplified sound or music shall continue past midnight. 

3. Access for emergency equipment shall be maintained at all times on all roadways in the vicinity of Riley Tavern that are being used for parking by the patrons of the Riley Fest and other events. It shall be the responsibility of Riley Tavern to request “no parking” signs if necessary. 
4. Riley Tavern, Inc. shall continue their policy of employing adequate security for the event. DISCUSSION: Seven outdoor music events, in addition to the Riley Fest, are permitted annually at Riley Tavern. The events shall comply with Town of Springdale Code of Ordinances, Sec. 7-2-17 © “SPECIAL PERMITS FOR EVENTS WITH AMPLIFIED SOUND OR MUSIC IN THE OUTDOOR CONSUMPTION AREA. Special permit(s) for event(s) with amplified sound or music in the outdoor consumption area may be granted by the Town Board. The Town Board shall approve each event and/or events by permit(s) and may impose specific conditions such as date of event, duration of event, hours of operation, hours of sale, notification requirements, and/or any additional conditions they deem necessary.” Motion carried 3-0.
G. FARLEY NATURAL PATH SANCTUARY AGREEMENT WITH TOWN AND PLAT OF CEMETERY:
MOTION by Eloranta/Schwenn to approve the “Memorandum of Agreement Between the Town of Springdale, Wisconsin, and the Linda and Gene Farley Center for Peace, Justice, and Sustainability, (Center) Inc.” with the understanding that the language in the agreement will be amended to state that the Farley Center will deposit fifteen percent (15%) of the fair market value of each sale in the permanent care fund regardless of the burial site sale price. Discussion: Because the Center intends to sell burial rights on a sliding fee scale, it was emphasized that the 15% deposited in the permanent care fund for all sales shall be based on the fair market value not the sliding fee scale. Peter McKeever, the attorney for the Center, will prepare an amended agreement for signatures. Motion carried 3-0.    
MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the “Natural Path Sanctuary A Cemetery Plat” as submitted by Birrenkott Surveying, 1677 N. Bristol St., Sun Prairie, Wis., Office Map NO. 100063 pages one and two. Motion to approve carried 3-0. 

APPOINTMENT OF PLAN COMMISSION MEMBERS AND WEED COMMISSIONER: MOTION by Eloranta/Schwenn to approve the appointments of Mike Fagan and John Rosenbaum to the Plan Commission for three-year terms and Eric Birschbach as Weed Commissioner. Discussion: All three men have agreed to continue to serve. Motion carried 3-0. 

ZONING ORDINANCE 10301-REZONE TO C-1 FOR DUPLEX ONLY/RINDY/SEC. 34/ STATE RD. 92 AND CTH G: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the rezoning of the Rindy property to C-1 for a duplex only. Discussion: This was previously approved by the PC and TB and, after approval by the County Board is returned to the Town for the final okay of the shared zoning responsibilities. Motion carried 3-0. 
BILLS: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the bills as submitted. Motion carried 3-0.

ADJOURN: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to adjourn. Motion carried 3-0.
