MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE TOWN BOARD MEETING – June 20, 2011 

IN ATTENDANCE: Town Board Chair Ed Eloranta, Supervisor I Wayne Hefty, Supervisor II Richard Schwenn and Clerk Vicki Anderson.

CALL TO ORDER: by Chair Eloranta, 8 p.m.

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. By 6/16/11 the agenda was posted in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law. As an additional service to the citizens, a notice of the meeting was published in the “Mt. Horeb Mail” and Town and Country Shopper on 6/16/11. 
MINUTES: Motion by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the TB minutes of 5/16/11, 5/25/11 and 6/9/11 as distributed. Motion carried 3-0. 

OPERATORS’ LICENSES/RILEY TAVERN: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the operators’ licenses for Riley Tavern for the following individuals: Tracie Ace, Guy C. Evans III, Carly Harris, Caana Heibel, Scott Prochaska, Katherine M. Redican, and Tracey Young;                    to conditionally approve the licenses for Ryley O’Brien and Nicole Williams contingent upon documentation of previous operators’ licenses in the Town of Springdale and to conditionally approve the license of Rochelle Kruchten contingent upon documentation of training. Motion to approve carried 3-0. 
OPERATORS’ LICENSES/MARCINE’S: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve the operators’ licenses for Marcine’s LLC for the following individuals: Sandra K. Berg, Lanny Gilbertson, Lacy Gruenenfelder, Peggy J. Halverson, Barbara J. Johnson, Kevin Larson, Tammy Rae Schmuck, Holly Schoenmann and Renee Tollefson. Discussion: Ms. Schmuck, the only new applicant, appeared at the meeting to meet the TB and presented her certificate of training. Motion to approve carried 3-0.  
TEMPORARY OPERATORS’ LICENSES/MOUNT VERNON PARK ASSOCIATION: MOTION by Hefty/Schween to approve the renewal of temporary operators’ licenses for the following individuals: James N. Graham, Craig Judd, Anita A. Nesheim and Douglas Schlimgen. Motion to approve carried 3-0. 
LIQUOR LICENSE RENEWALS: MARCINE’S LLC. AND RILEY TAVERN, INC.: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the renewal of the alcohol beverage license for Class B beer and Class B liquor for the period of 7/1/11 to 6/30/12 to Marcine L. Gilbertson, Marcine’s LLC, with no outdoor consumption area at this time; and, James G. Murphy, Riley Tavern, Inc. with an outdoor consumption area as described in the application.  Discussion: The paperwork has been properly filed and fees paid. Motion carried 3-0. 
OUTDOOR EVENT WITH AMPLIFIED SOUND/RILEY TAVERN/AUG. 13, 2011: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the permit with the normal requirements:

1. All amplified sound and music shall be discontinued at midnight, 12:00 a.m., for the events other than the Riley Fest.

2. All amplified sound and music shall be discontinued at 1:30 a.m. for the Riley Fest. The Riley Fest is the only outdoor music event at Riley Tavern at which amplified sound or music shall continue past midnight. 

3. Access for emergency equipment shall be maintained at all times on all roadways in the vicinity of Riley Tavern that are being used for parking by the patrons of the Riley Fest and other events. It shall be the responsibility of Riley Tavern to request “no parking” signs if necessary. 
4. Riley Tavern, Inc. shall continue their policy of employing adequate security for the event. DISCUSSION: Seven outdoor music events, in addition to the Riley Fest, are permitted annually at Riley Tavern. As of 6/20/11, one of the eight events for 2011 – 2012 have been permitted. The events shall comply with Town of Springdale Code of Ordinances, Sec. 7-2-17 © “SPECIAL PERMITS FOR EVENTS WITH AMPLIFIED SOUND OR MUSIC IN THE OUTDOOR CONSUMPTION AREA. Special permit(s) for event(s) with amplified sound or music in the outdoor consumption area may be granted by the Town Board. The Town Board shall approve each event and/or events by permit(s) and may impose specific conditions such as date of event, duration of event, hours of operation, hours of sale, notification requirements, and/or any additional conditions they deem necessary.” Motion carried 3-0.
PABST BEER SIGN/MARCINE’S: Discussion: The Gilbertsons wanted to place the old Pabst beer sign on their tavern in addition to the “Marcine’s” sign. The old sign is currently located at the site of the former Bar Up Above. Lanny Gilbertson describes the sign as approximately 4’ x 5’ and lit. The Town of Springdale Sign Ordinance states: “In areas zoned A-1, B-1, A-B, LC-1 and C-1, on premise signs that are unlit, less than or equal to six square feet in size, and are necessary to direct customers to the on-premise business. Each property is limited to one (1) sign. Such signs shall comply with all other applicable Town, county, and state regulations.” Town Board members Eloranta and Hefty believed the old sign, as described, would not be permitted per the sign ordinance. Schwenn believed it could be permitted because of its historical nature.   
MOUNT VERNON PARK ASSOCIATION PICNIC PERMIT: MOTION by Schwenn to approve a picnic permit for the annual ball tournaments at the Mt. Vernon Park on Aug. 27-28, Sept. 3-5 and Sept. 10-11. Motion carried 3-0. 

PUBLIC HEARING/PC RECOMMENDATIONS: K. GRIFFIN/CUP/#2171/ZONING COMPLIANCE FOR STRUCTURE AND USE/SEC. 9/CTH P: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve CUP # 2171 with the conditions as discussed and projected on the overhead and with TB acknowledgement that the six standards per Dane County Zoning Ordinances for Conditional Use Permits have been met. 

Conditions for CUP #2171 discussed and projected on the overhead: 
1. No signage shall be permitted.

2. Exterior lighting is limited: the garage and porch lights shall be motion-activated. Front entry lights shall be full cut-off light fixtures, switched and used only by customers as needed. 

3. A maximum of 24 cars shall be permitted in the designated parking areas indicated on the parking plan submitted to the Town. Adequate access for emergency equipment shall be maintained at all times. Parking shall not be permitted in the circular drive except for loading and unloading. No on-street parking shall be permitted. 

4. The use shall be limited to a combination of days in a week, not to exceed a total of 200 days a year. 

5. A maximum of 24 people shall stay in the four bedrooms. No children under 14 years of age and no pets are allowed. 

6. Outside activities are to be minimized during the operation of the use permitted in this Conditional Use Permit.

7. Screenings between the house and CTH P and between the house and the neighboring property to the south shall be maintained.  

8. No outdoor amplification of sound shall be permitted.

9. No retail sales shall be conducted on the property. 

10. The CUP shall expire at such time that Kerry Griffin is no longer the owner and operator.

11. The groups shall be limited to individuals engaged in quilting, crafting, knitting, jewelry making and art. 

Town condition:By the July TB meeting, the Town Building Inspector will inspect the Griffin property on CTH P for compliance with the following improvements to be installed per the building inspection of May, 2011: 1. Fire extinguishers -one each on first and second floor. 2. Exit lights with emergency backup – one in upstairs hall and one over each of four exit doors on main floor. 3. Panic hardware on four exit doors. 4. Carbon monoxide detectors. Motion to approve with the CUP conditions and the town condition carried 3-0. 
STOP SIGN/CRABB LANE – BAKKEN ROAD/SEC. 3 AND 10: MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the ordinance for the installation of a stop sign at the intersection of Bakken Rd. and Crabb Lane in Sections 3 and 10. Discussion: After a close call, residents requested the installation of a yield or stop sign. Town Patrolman Devin Dahlk met with Dane County Assistant Highway Commissioner Pam Dumphy and she recommended a stop sign. 

 ORDINANCE 11-6-1  TOWN OF SPRINGDALE, DANE COUNTY, WISCONSIN

AN ORDINANCE TO INSTALL A STOP SIGN ON TOWN HIGHWAYS

A. The Town Board of the Town of Springdale, Dane County, Wisconsin, has the specific authority under s. 86, Wis. stats., to adopt this ordinance.

This ordinance, adopted by a majority of the town board on a roll call vote with a quorum present and voting and proper notice having been given, provides for the installation of a stop sign at the intersection of Crabb Lane and Bakken Road in Sections 3 and 10. 

B. The town chairperson, or his designee, shall place the appropriate traffic sign at the above-described location on or before the effective date of this ordinance. 

C. No person may operate any vehicle on the above-noted town highway in violation of the above-noted stop sign. Any violation shall be subject to penalties under s. 346, Wis. stats.

This ordinance is effective on June 22, 2011.

The town clerk shall properly post or publish this ordinance as required under s. 60.80, Wis. stats.  Motion carried 3-0. 
ROAD BIDS: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve signing the contracts with Scott Construction, Inc., as approved at the 6/9/11 special Town Board meeting for chip sealing ($97,293) and wedging ($40,933) since the sum of these projects ($138,226) does not exceed the budgeted amount of $160,000. Motion carried 3-0. 
U.S. HIGHWAY/18/151 FREEWAY CONVERSION DRAFT PLAN: Discussion: The Clerk was directed to contact the WisDOT Planning Section to thank them for taking into consideration some of the town concerns regarding the layout of proposed new town roads in the Dodgeville to Verona US 18/151 Freeway Conversion Plan and to emphasize that the town wants to minimize the increase in town road mileage and utilize private driveways vs. new town roads whenever possible. 
DANE COUNTY ORDINANCE AMENDMENT 4 – ACCESSORY STRUCTURES: Discussion: The Clerk was directed to contact Dane County Planning and Development about the following inconsistencies in OA #4. 1. The text of the memo in “Size Limitations d.” does not include any reference to the uniform height of accessory buildings in A-1 zoned areas. 
The chart on the Fact Sheet does reference it. 2. How can OA #4 prevent property owners from falsely calling an accessory building an agricultural building to avoid building permits or other retrictions. 

BILLS-BUDGET AMENDMENT: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve payment of the bills and the budget amendment of a $10,000.00 increase to the Public Safety category with the stipulation that the $10,000.00 donation to the MHAJFD shall be reserved for Capital Expenditures ONLY in the Equipment Fund for Fire Apparatus. Motion to approve carried 3-0. 
ADJOURN: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to adjourn. Motion carried 3-0. 
CALL TO ORDER/RECONVENE: by Chair Eloranta, 8:56 p.m.

BILLS: MOTION by Eloranta/Schwenn to approve the bill to Premier Cooperative for a contract to purchase 2700 gallons of propane for the Sept. 1, 2011 – May 31, 2012 season as submitted. Motion carried 3-0.

ADJOURN: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to adjourn. Motion carried 3-0, 9 p.m.
