MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE TOWN BOARD MEETING – July 18, 2011 

IN ATTENDANCE: Town Board Chair Ed Eloranta, Supervisor I Wayne Hefty, Supervisor II Richard Schwenn and Clerk Vicki Anderson.

CALL TO ORDER: by Chair Eloranta, 8 p.m.

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. By 7/15/11 the agenda was posted in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law. As an additional service to the citizens, a notice of the meeting was published in the “Mt. Horeb Mail” and Town and Country Shopper on 7/14/11. 
MINUTES: Motion by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the TB minutes of 6/20/11 and 6/275/11 as distributed. Motion carried 3-0. 

FIRE DISTRICT INPUT/MHAJFD PROMISSORY NOTE SIGNATURE:
MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to sign the Promissory Note for the outstanding loan. Discussion: Mike Lamberty, town representative to the Mount Horeb Area Joint Fire District, explained that the Village of Mt. Horeb attorney has requested that all members of the MHAJFD sign the Promissory Note to ensure that the loan held by the Village of Mt. Horeb for the apparatus purchases of the MHAJFD will be repaid. Since approximately 1997, the Village has borrowed the money for the fire district’s purchase of apparatus. Currently, the unpaid principal balance is $715,085.84 and the interest rate is 3.0%. The secured vehicles are 2002 Peterbuilt Custom Pumper Tanker, 2006 Spartan Custom Heavy Rescue Pumper and 2011 Ford F450 Ambulance. The Town Board agreed that these purchases/loan were discussed at the annual budget meetings of the MHAJFD and the TB stands behind the budget. However, at the upcoming budget meeting of the MHAJFD in Sept. 2011, the TB would like to discuss the amount of debt load to be carried by the MHAJFD. Also, with the understanding that a buiding committee has been meeting to evaluate the need for anew building in 3-5 years, the TB would like the Fire Board to explain why a new building is necessary before any monies are expended. Motion to sign the Promissory Note carried 3-0.   

REPLACEMENT TRACTOR AND USED LAWNMOWER: 
MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to accept the swap of the McCormick CX110 tractor for a McCormick MC110 tractor as proposed by the dealer, R Equipment, at no expense to the Town, upon confirmation that the warranty in place with the CX110 will be carried over to the MC11. Discussion: The Town has had the misfortune of getting two tractors with hydraulic problems. Over the past two years, R Equipment has attempted many repairs of the hydraulic problems without success. During the repairs, the company would provide a loaner tractor to the Town. Now, even R Equipment has given up on the CX110 model and report that the MC110 has a better transmission and hydraulic system. Motion to accept the MC110 tractor carried 3-0. 

MOTION by Eloranta/Schwenn to replace the current outdated lawnmower with a used John Deere lawnmower for the price of $460 with the understanding that Hefty has volunteered to purchase a replacement seat for the tractor. Discussion: Supervisor Hefty found a used lawnmower on Craig’s list. It has been used by Town Patrolman Devin Dahlk and found to be satisfactory. Hefty was reimbursed for his costs: used lawnmower - $275, parts - $50, three hours of labor - $90, mileage to purchase it $44. Motion carried 2-0-1 Hefty abstained.
RESOLUTION TO ADOPT FEES FOR CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT, CERTIFIED SURVEY MAP, DRIVEWAY PERMIT, SITE VISIT, REZONING, PLAT:

A RESOLUTION TO ADOPT FEES PURSUANT TO THE TOWN OF SPRINGDALE CODE OF ORDINANCES TITLE 9, CHAPTER 3.16 ADMINISTRATIVE FEES

     WHEREAS, the Town has completed a comprehensive review of its land use plan and Title 9, chapter 3, Land Division and Subdivision Ordinance contained in the Town Code of Ordinances (“Chapter 3); and 

     WHEREAS, Subchapter 3.16 Administrative Fess provides for fees to be established by resolution of the Town Board.

     NOW, THEREFORE, based on the above the Town Board of the Town of Springdale, Dane County, Wisconsin, does hereby resolve as follows:

1. The land divider shall pay a fee of $200.00 to the Town Clerk at the time of submission of the preliminary certified survey map to assist in defraying the cost of review. 

2. At the time of submission of a preliminary plat, the subdivider shall deposit with the Town Treasurer the sum of Two Thousand Dollars ($2000.00) either in the form of cash or an unconditional letter of credit acceptable to the town Board. The Town shall apply such funds toward payment of any and all costs incurred by the Town in reviewing and approving any plats, including any plans with respect hereto. Such costs shall include the costs of its own engineers, attorneys, inspectors, agents, subcontractors of other employees computed on a pro rata hourly basis. Upon final approval of the plat or upon abandonment of the plat and prior to final approval (including abandonment due to rejection by any reviewing agency), the Town shall furnish the subdivider with a statement of all such costs incurred by it with respect to such plat. Any excess funds or credit shall be remitted to the subdivider or shall be released by the Town, and any and all costs in excess of such deposit shall be paid by the subdivider. 

3. At the time of submission of a driveway permit application the applicant shall pay a fee of $100.00 to the Town Clerk to assist in defraying the cost of review.

4. At the time of submission of a conditional use permit application the applicant shall pay a fee of $200.00 to the Town Clerk to assist in defraying the cost of review. 

5. At the time of submission of a rezoning application the applicant shall pay a fee of $200.00 to the Town Clerk to assist in defraying the cost of review. 

Dated this 18th day  of July, 2011. 

Discussion: The current fee schedule does not cover the cost of the various review services provided by the Town. The fees should help defray the costs-Planning Commission members receive a $15 compensation for attending a meeting, the publication of the agendas in the newspaper, copying, mailing, the elected officials compensation, etc.
